TROUT FISHING IN ALGOMA.

Frox Saull Ste. Marie papers of recent
dates it appears that up there the battle
rages hotly on-the speckled trout ques-
tion. Early in spring Capt, WiLson, who
is Collector of Customs and Overseer of
Fisheries, issued a moiice to the
effect that no speckled trout were to be
taken before May 1, and then only by
persons to whom official permits had been
granted. This was in accordance with
law, and in doing so Capt. WiLsoN was
but performing his duty. “Bat it so hap-
pened that the editor and one of the
proprietors of the Grit sheet published at
the Sault, the Northern Light, wanted to
go fishing for speckled trout, and, being
supporters of the powers. that be st
Ottawa, they made boldw‘.iio elieve that
no cution imstitu against them
foh; grealung the law could succeed. So
they started out with a good supply of
fishing tackle, including an axe with
which to cut holes in the ice, and then
in print dared the Fishery Overseer ‘‘ or
‘“ any other man” to molest them. The
loud boasting of the Northern Light, and
the use of the words ‘‘ we arein a position
‘“ to state,” and other expressions of like
purport, make it almost certain that
these zealous Grit sportsmen had actually
written to Ottawa asking to be allowed to
defy the law, and that the Department
granted this illegal request. The plea is
set up that the prohibition of speckled
trout fishing before May 1 was a hard-
ship to poor settlers ; but this pretence
is demolished by the Pioncer, which
shows that it is lake trout and whitefish
that poor settlers and the half-breed
populftion depend upon for food during
the winter, and not speckled trout. The
latter is a sportsman’s fish, and not one
to be caught in large supply as a staple
article of food. Americans, however,
have been in the habit of catching
speckled trout on the Canadian side and
shipping them to Detroit, where they
sold for half'a dollar a pound. In this
there was a profit to somebody, but with
the ruin of our speckled trout fishing as
the consequence. It was to. siop the
wholesale destfuction of this much-prized
fish the regulation which Captain WiLsex
sought to enforce was made. And it is
not creditable to the Ottawa Government
that it should teach disrespect of the law
by allowing even Grit editors to set it at
naught simply because they are supporters
of the Party. Such a thing should not
have beentolerated, much less allowed.

THE FINANCES OF BRITISH
COLUMBIA.

THE estimated receipts and expendi-
ture of British Columbia for 1876 come
to us in the newspapers of that Province.
The estimated receipts are $383,930, of
which $207,000 come from the Dominion
in the shape of subsidy. The ¢ther prin-
cipal sources and items of revenue are :
Land sales, $10,000; land revenue,
84,000 ; free miners’ certificates, $10,000;
mining receipts, $8,000 ; licences, $27,-
000 ; fines, forfeitures, etc., $10,000;
fees of office, $4,500-; reimbursements in
aid of expenses, 88,000 ; road tolls, $32,-
000 ;i;chool tax, $16,000 ; real n;te
tax, $26,500 ; personal property tax, $8,-
000 ; income tax, $5,000. The ’ esti-
mated expenditure, irrespective of the
liabilities of 1875, is $451,067, or nearly
$70,000 in excess of the regeipts. To
this sum, however, is added $263,360 as
the liabilities of 1875, mﬁ in all
$714,427 to be provided for, or*$451,066
more than the estimated ipts.  This
is not nnh-iodory-uwmngg ; but
it may not be-as bad as it looks.

THE PRINCE EDWARD REGIS-
TRARSHIP.

For nearly two years this office has
been witiout a head. The appointment
to it, right on the heels of the termin-
ation of proceedings in the contested elec-
tion case which leaves Mr. STRIKER in
possession of tie seat, fully bears out the
statement made in the Conservative press
that the vacancy was kept open by collu-
sion between Mr. STRIKER and the Gov-
ernment. The game was this. Had Mr.
Striger failed to retain the seat
he was to get the Registrarship
himself; did he succeed he was
willing it should go to his relative, Mr.
Warter McKe~zie, who is now snugly
seated in the office. The appointment
and the attendant trickery connected with
it have not been received with favour by
the local Government press.

“ After a_ delay of nearly two years a
County Registrar has been appointed for
Prince Edward. Mr. Walter McKenzie is
the lucky man. It was understood, for a
long time, that he would probably receive
the appointment. As he is somewhat related
to both Messrs. Striker and Ross, the sitting
members for the county, the recommendation
will be the more severely criticised, especially
as he had no party claims of his own, and
was taken in preference to others whose
claims are much stronger. The long delay
to fill the vacancy and the present appoint-
ment, have both been unfortunate.” =~

The Picton New Nation, also a sup-
porter of the Ontario and Domirion Gov-
ernments, says :

“The appointment of Mr. Walter Me-
Kenzie to the offize of Registrar of the
County of Prince Edward ends a suspense
which has lasted too long to be very painful.
At the same time, as the advocates of re-
sponsible government, we cannot withhold
our disapprobation that the office should
have remained so long vacant. The more

romptly such vacancies can be filled, the

Such condemnation from such a source
abundantly attests the feeling of opposi-
tion which has been created in the Rid-
ing by the course which the Government
and Mr. StTriker have taken in this mat-
ter.

LawRENCE, the extradition hero of 1875,
l()u just been found guilty, on his own
confession, of forgery, the crime for
which he was demanded by the United
States and delivered up by Great Britain.
After fourteen months of legal fencing
and fighting LAWRENCE gives up the fight,
and pleads . guilty to the charge of
forging the name of F. L. Brawoie
to certain owner’s oaths and im-
port entries presented at the Custom
House. In the greater crime of forgery
the lesser crime of smuggling was from
the nature of the case involved, the
fol:%ery itself being but one means to the
end of defrauding the revenue. The law
officers whose business it was to prosecute
Lawrence make at least the appearance
of great zeal and diligence in the r-
formance of their duty. In the ind)iecb-

Sach a body of men as the native troops
showed themselves to be were worth seeing
—they were most splendid men in every
respect ; and the Kaglish troops which gar-

rison all parts of our Indian Empire are in
the highest efficiency. With regard to the
navy, I bad the opportumity within four
months of seeing four squadrons—the In-

dian squadron, the Flying sqaadronm, the
Mediterranean squadron, and the Channel
squadron. Not being a naval man myself,
1 should not, perhaps, make any re-
marks on this subject, as I might be cor-
rected by my brother, who is a naval man
(a laugh) ; but, as far as I could see, using
the eyes of a landsman, I must say I think
the First Lord of the Admiralty may well
be proud of the state of the Royal Navy.
