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Markham, Not. 9.—A meeting wee held 

here lent night in Hell’s Hell for the pur­
pose of discussing Provihcisl politics. 
Among those present were Mr. Jernes 
Speight, who occupied the cheir, Mr. Jes. 
Robinson, Liberel-Conserretive cendidete, 
Mr. Boultbee, M.P. for Best York, Mr. 
Bedgerow, Reform cendidete, end Han. A. 
S. Hardy, Provincial Secretary. Mr. 
Hardy, in attending, took the place of Mr.. 
Mowat, who was advertized to be present, 
but who was unable to appear in conse­
quence of a severe oold, contracted while 
stumping in the County of Oxford. The Hull 
was crowded and the best of Order was 
maintained until just at the close of the 
meeting, when the lints created a disturb­
ance with a view to preventing Mr. Boult- 
bee from replying to some of Mr. Hardy’s 
remarks. Mr. Boultbee was, therefore, 
unable to correct any mis-statements, 
which were, of course, just what Mr. Hardy 
and his friends desired.

The first speaker introduced was the Re­
form candidate.

Mr. Badgerow said it was his intention 
to announce his principles. He was a Re­
former because Conservatives desired to 
take power from the people and place it in 
the hands of the Cabinet, while the Re­
formers always contended that all questions 
of importance should be left in the hands of 
the people. He stated that Conservatives 
had no right to claim John Sandfield 
Macdonald as one of themselves, be­
cause he was a Reformer, and because 
he gave Reformers a majority in the Cabi­
net. John Sandfield Macdonald did not 
becomes bad all at once : his improprieties 
were the result of his lovb of power, his 
grasping nature, and his ambition. In 
order to keep power he would only locate 
public institutions and give railway aid to 
such constituencies as sent to the Legisla­
ture men to support him. Since he had 
been defeated, the Reformers had given the 
people larger powers. But more had yet 
to be done in the way of Reform. The 
Reforms, of which he announced himself 
to be in favour, were as follows :—The 
practice of economy commencing with the 
members of Parliament themselves, whose 
indemnity should be reduced to {600 ; the 
abolition of the Court of Error and Appeal; 
the appointment of inspectors of liquors, 
as well as inspectors of licensee, whose 
duty it should be to test the. purity of liquor 
offered for sale ; the granting of beer 
licensee as distinguished ' from licenses to 
sell spirituous liquors ; :the abolition of 
statute labour for the sons of farmers liv­
ing on their fathers’ farms for which farm 
statute labour was else-done ; the extension 
of the franchise to the sons of tenant farm­
ers and the distribution of the Ontario 
surplus among the municipalities.

Mr. James Robinson, the Conservative 
candidate, was then . introduced. He re­
marked that he was nominated to run for 
the riding by a large majority of the dele­
gates of the Liberal-Conservative Conven­
tion. He was. however, supported by 
persons of both political shades, which 
fact gave him additional confidence when 
accepting the nomination. Having been 
call«l upon to declare his views, 
he had much pleasure in doing 
so. In the first place he expressed 
himself as highly approving of the 
Government of the late John Sandfield 
Macdonald, whose efforts in the direction 
at putting the Province on a proper foot­
ing had been most successful, and, who, 
though he might have been hasty in saying 
that the granting of certain railway aid 
should be left to the Cabinet, never in­
fringed the rights ef the Legislature. 
(Applause. ) One .thing Sandfield Macdon­
ald never did, and that was this, he never 
disposed of the timber limits to the extent 
to which this Government had disposed of 
them without the consent ef Parliament. 
If it wee wrong for Sandfield Macdonald
to grant railway bonuses without imme­
diate Parliamentary control, it was a greater 
wrong for the present Government to sell 
the timber limits to speculators who would 
remove all the timber and leave the part 
of the country in which they had been 
operating, a barren waste. _ He then al­
luded to the large quantities of supplies 
purchased by the Government without 
tender, and contended that every­
thing should be tendered for. He did not 
agree with Mr. Badgerow that the Crooks 
Act was so near perfection. It entailed a 

' great deal of expense—such as for inspec­
tors and so on—which might well be done 
away with. The appointment of inspectors 
or tasters of liquors would, in his opinion, 
involve additional expense and do no good. 
He did not agree with allowing farmers’ 
sons to get out of the statute labour ; the 
mechanics’ son had to do it, and why should 
not the farmers’ ? There was one matter 
he wanted to bring before his hearers, and 
that was the desirability of doing away 
with grand juries. When a magistrate 
sent a case down for trial, he really did not 
see why it should be sent before a body of 
men to examine into again before it came 
up in court. He would also be in favour of 
doing away with the petit jury to a 
certain extent in the civil cases. As 
everyone knew when a case was tried 
it could be appealed. And when appealed 
it went before one or three judges for de­
cision. New, why not take it before a 
judge in the first place and save the 
trouble and expense ef first taking it be­
fore a jury and then before a judge 7 The 
matter was Reserving of consideration, and 
he hoped it would be considered. At the 
same time great care should be exercised 
in the making of any changes, because the 
jury was one of the safeguards of the lib­
erties of the British people. Something 
had been said about the indemnity to mem­
bers. Sandfield Macdonald was under the 
impression {hat $450 was sufficient, and 
when some members wanted more, Sand­
field proposed to refer the matter to the 
people. After that he heard no more about 
an increase, but since he had been ousted 
the indemnity had gone up first to $600 
and teen to $800, and now some 
were even looking for $1,000. He 
(Mr. Robinson) was in favour of 
of a $450 indemnity, and would move for 
such a reduction as to bring it down to that 
figure. He would also work for the abo­
lition of the exemption of the salaries of 
officials from taxation. (Applause.)

Mr. Jab. Tate spoke in the interests of 
Mr. Badgerow. As both the candidates 
were vierng with each other «in bringing 
down the indemnity, he thought the con­
sideration for being in Parliament would 
soon be so low as to make it not worth 
while running. All -the Conservatives 
wanted, however, was to get hold of the 
loaves and fishes at Toronto, He supported 
the farmers’ sons’ franchise, and did not 
see that mechanic’s sons should have the 
franchise, for, said he, “ it don’t require, 
God knows, much to qualify a man 1er a 
vote in this country.” He was opposed to 
the abolition of juries in criminal cases. 
They were the bulwarks of British liberty, 
etc., etc.

Mr. Robinson said he did not propose 
the abolition of the jury in criminal cases.

Mr. Tate then devoted a little time to 
an attack on Mr. Boultbee, which he con­
cluded by saying thaf Mr. Boultbee need 
not. expect to carry Mr. Robinson in on hie 
Back, and that Mr. Boultbee himself 
would not have been elected had the Re­
formers only known that the Conservatives 
were unanimously in favour of him. 
(Laughter.)

Mr. Boultbez was then introduced. 
He said he was npt so self-satisfied with 
himself as some people were with them­
selves ; and, also, unlike certain other 
people, he would not address his hearers in 
such a way as to make them think him a 
foot (Laughter.) He then pointed out 
the importance attaching to the good 
management of our Provincial affairs, and 
the danger there was when our business 
was badly *nd wastefullv done. The 
revenue of the Province did not, like that 
of the Dominion, increase as the popula­

tion and trade at the country increased. 
The Provincial revenue as ‘paid by 
the Dominion Government was fixed ; and 
the drown timber revenue was rather likely 
to decrease than otherwise from the fact 
that the timber, as it was sold and removed, 
must itself decrease. It was, therefore, 
evident that our Provincial revenue should 
be husbanded rather than wasted. It was 
the aim of the Sandfield Macdonald Govern­
ment to husband our expenditure, and, al­
though, when he took office he had to 
arrange all the machinery of Government 
for the Province, he abandoned his large 
private legal practice, and was content with 
an indemnity of $460 and a salary of $4,000, 
while the other members of the Cabinet had 
salaries of $3,200. There was not so much 
work to do now ; there .was one more Min­
ister to do that decreased work ; Mr. 
Mowat had his private practice, out of 
which he was drawing hie three, four, five, 
or six thousand a year, and yet he increased 
his own salary from $4,000, and $460 in­
demnity, without outside work, to $6,300, 
with outside work. He had also increased 
the salary of Mr. Scott, his deputy, from 
$1,600 to $2,800, because he (Mr. Scott) 
had to do much of his (Mr. Mowat’s) work, 
Was that conducting the affairs of this 
country with economy ? (Applause.) Mr. 
Badgerow had said that it was a maxim of 
the Conservative party to arrogate all the 
power and to take it away from the people. 
But if he looked at the acts of his own party 
he would find that it was that party which 
had been guilty of that particular offence. 
Had not the present Government taken 
into its own hands the employment of in­
spectors who were to be used for political 
purposes! And Mr. Badgerow was so 
enamoured of this system and so satisfied 
with having an inspector to help him at 
elections that he now wanted another fel­
low—a sort of taster—appointed to put a 
double screw on tavern keepers, to drink 
their liquors and to be a political agent. 
(Laughter.)

Mr. Badgerow said he did not want ad­
ditional inspectors appointed ; he thought 
the present men could perform the work.

Mr. Boultbee said Mr. Badgerow seemed 
to forget what he said ; but to allow one 
man to do the work would be objection­
able, because it would be giving him double 
power over the tavern-keepers. As to Mr. 
Badgerow’s idea of discriminating in fa­
vour of the more temperate liquors this is 
not within the powers of the Local House, 
so that. Mr. Badgerow, if he got to the 
House would not have to trouble himself 
about that. Mr. Badgerow, indeed, seemed 
very lavish in his promises, and his offers 
to secure the franchise for everybody was 
a veiy dangerous bid for.-support. The 
distribution of the surplus among the 
municipalities would not be a wise act for 
the money when divided would become a 
number of such small amounts as to be 
almost useless. Besides with our revenue 
as it was, it might perhaps be considered 
more statesmanlike to keep the sur­
plus in case of a rainy day than 
to divide it up and perhaps be 
driven to direct taxation» (Hear, hear.) 
On this subject of the surplus he might point 
out that the Reform papers had been, plac­
ing it at too high a figure. On 31st De­
cember, 1871, when Sandfield Macdonald 
went out of power, the surplus was $3,- 
800,000. Mr. Wood estimated that on 1st 
January last it would be $4,752,000. Now, 
in making up this surplus, the present 
Government had taken into account the 
sum of $2,700,000, called the Dominion 
Trust Fund, held by the Dominion Govern­
ment, which probably we could not realize, 
and which was not taken into account in 
Sandfield Mhcdoaald'a surplus. Then the 
present Government had added $106,000 
as being our Aaro at the value ef the 
library at Ottawa, which was not taken in­
to account in Sandfield Macdonald's sur­
plus. Then,.in the timber sales, the Gov­
ernment had brought in the sum of $675,- 
000, an abnormal fund which should not 
have been taken into account ; and, dur­
ing the last five years, the Government had 
been relieved of $270,000 a year which the 
late Government had to pay as Ontario’s 
share of the interest of the general debt. 
In five years the Government was relieved 
of the payment of $1,466,000, which, with 
the $675,000 for timber sales, $186,000 as 
our share of the library, 'and 
$2,700,000 of the Dominion Trust 
Fund, made $4,935,000. Deducting 
that $4,935,000 from the surplus 
claimed by the Government ($4,700,000) it 
would be seen that there was no surplus at 
all. (Hear, hear.) The reason why he 
objected to the $675,000 being reckoned in 
the surplus was that the sales were impro­
perly and unconstitutionally made, that 
we depended on our timber resources for our 
future revenue, and that the Government 
should have* taken the representatives of 
the people into their confidence before dis­
posing of the limits. He then pointed out 
the hollowness of the cry of the Reformers 
that John Sandfield Macdonald bad acted 
unconstitutionally in appropriating a cer­
tain sum of money to be given at toe dis­
cretion of the Cabinet in aid of railways. 
Had Sandfield Macdonald’s scheme been 
carried out the Cabinet would have been 
responsible to Parliament for all the grants 
made, and that was a much safer plan than 
bringing down measures for granting the 
money in the last forty-eight hours of the 
session, when Parliament had'not time to 
examine the reports on toe railroads to be 
aided, to make Parliament vote the money 
without examining into it carefully, and 
then to thrust aU responsibility off the 
Cabinet and on to toe House. (Hear, hear. ) 
Regarding the salary grab he pointed 
out that the Opposition had moved in 
the House that the increases in the 
expenses of the Government offices were 
no; satisfactory. The Government did net 
seem to be very comfortable about it, and 
Mr. Déroche moved from the Government 
side that, if practicable, one, two, or more 
members of the Government should under­
take in-future some of the Crown criminal 
prosesutions. The Government then seemed 
to recognize that their, increases had been 
so lam as to make it necessary that they 
should do something ; but he (Mr. Boult­
bee) was not aware that they had acted up 
to therfchwn resolution, that say of them 
had1 attended to criminal prosecutions. 
They may not have had time to attend to 
that class of business'; but if they /lid not, 
they certainly found time to stump the 
country in the interests of the late Do­
minion Government, which the people 
were kicking out, and a violation of toe 
Reform principle that there should be no 
connection between the Lolal and Do­
minion Governments. There Was another 
principle which they had violated, and that 
was that all public works should be ten­
dered for.: An instance of this violation ef 
principle was given in toe letting of work 
to the extent of $81,630 on the Central 
Pnson, under the superintendence of J. P. 
Warner, it day labour. Mr. Cameron in 
the House introduced a motion expressing 
disapproval of the practice of. giving work 
out in any other wav than by public 
competition, but the Government had it 
voted down. In the same session he (Mr. 
Boultbee) introduced a resolution setting 
forth that it was imperative that the ex­
penditure should not exceed the income. 
Any set of honest men would accept that 
motion, he thought, but it did not suit the 
Government. He then condemned the 
system of purchasing supplies for the pub­
lic institutions from corner groceries; and, 
in conclusion, pointed out that the Local 
House hhd to deal very largely with our 
municipal " and school" affairs. The men 
who best* understood those affairs were 
those who had been in the municipal coun­
cils. Mr.1 Robinson was. one of that class, 
and he wouM no doubt make a very worthy 
representative. (AppUpse.)

Mr. Berov followed. He explained that 
he was present in consequence of the in­
ability.' of Mr, Mowat to attend; after 
doing wttich (Mr. Boultbee not being in toe 
room) be devoted his attention to attack­
ing Mr. Boultbee, who, he said, had de­
livered himself “ of a diarrhoea of words.” 
Ha then (Mr. Boultbee having returned) 
tamed his attention to replying to the 
statements of the. last speaker. He ex­
cused the increases in the salariée of the 
Attomey-General’a. office on the ground that 
two of the clerkships had -been Combined, 
and one clerk (Mr. Scott) was receiving the 
double salary—$2,800 a year. But while

Deroche, recommending that ton members 
should conduct some of the criminal prose­
cutions. He also denied that the Govern­
ment purchased their supplies otherwise 
than by tender. Regarding Messrs. Robin- 
sob A Badgerow’s desire to reduce toe in­
demnity, he said that perhaps they knew 
their own value beet. But one thing was 
certain, that no one would agree to re­
ducing the indemnity to $450, though 
some might agree to $600. He contended 
that the Government was not to blame for 
toe increase because the responsibility was 
accepted by the House. The example of 
increasing salaries had been set by Sir 
John at Ottawa, and surely if Mr. Boultbee 
was worth $1,000 at Ottawa, Mr. 
Badgerow was worth $800 at Toronto. 
He could not agree to a reduction of 
the indemnity to too low a figure, because 
it might lead members to “put their 
hands behind their backs and prostitute the 
great functions and franchisee with which 
they have been entrusted.” He opposed 
the abolition of juries in civil oases, and 
stated that Chief Justice who was a blue- 
blooded Tory, Chief Justice Richards, the 
late Chief JusticefHarrison, Mr. Cameron, 
an# Mr. Macdougall were also opposed to 
their abolition. He was also opposed to 
toe abolition of Grand Juries, because, they 
tend to save expenses in Court. He hoped, 
however, st no distant day to see what 
could be done towards reforming the jury 
in many ways. There was room for reform 
and the elevation of the standard of juries. 
The people would not think of abolishing 
them, because there were many cases in 
which litigants would not give a fig for the 
opinions of s judge, for they wanted the 
opinions of good, sound, sensible men. The 
judges not long ago wanted to try insurance 
and railway cases without a jury, because 
toe juries would give a verdict against in­
surance companies—companies which rob­
bed the people as sure as they got the chance. 
Messrs. Cameron and Macdougall spoke 
against it in the House, and the judges, 
taking the hint, the dangerous, pernicious 
and pestiferous practice was stopped. Of 
course the present Government had spent 
more than the last Government. It was 
better to spend the money in the interests 
of the people than to hoard it np for the 
benefit of banks, speculators and hungry 
manufacturers. The increased expenditure 
was toe result of increased business. In 
the asylums there were more people to 
keep (3,000 now, and 1,400 in 1871) ; the 
educational facilities had been improved ; 
there had been more committals to prison 
in the Mowat time than in Sandfield Mac­
donald’s ; Mr. Mowat had written more 
letters than Sandfield Macdonald (Sandfield 
Macdonald 60 pages in 1468 ; Mr. Mowat 
1,133 last year); Mr. Mowat has filed more 
documents than Sandfield Macdonald had 
filed ; the Treasury Department had re­
ceived and answered more registered letters 
last year than when that Department was 
under to* late control ; the Secretary’s 
Department had also received more let­
ters. In fact all the business of -the 
Administration had increased. The 
charges of The Mail, would all hear 
explanation and that particular ■■ 
with regard to the high prices of the 
supplied, without tender, to the 
Lands’ Department, was a lie.

Thursday evening last was the occasion 
of a very pleasant gathering at Fenelon 
Falls, of the friends and political supporters 
of Mr. Hector Cameron, M. P. for North 
Victoria. The assemblage consisted of 
large numbers from all parts of the Riding, 
comprising the representative men of the 
various municipalities, in addition to whom 
there was a good sprinkling of villagers, 
and about thirty from Lindsay. The train 
from Lindsay, on which was the guest of 
the evening, was met at the station by a 
large concourse of people, and a procession 
at once formed headed by the Fenelon 
Falls Brass Band. The banquet was held 
in the spacious dining hall of the McAr­
thur House, and reflected great credit 
on the new proprietor, Mr. Ruther­
ford. About 160 sat down to supper. 
The chair was occupied by Mr. John 
Fell, Reeve of Somerville, who had on his 
right Mr. Cameron, the guest of the even­
ing, and Mr. McQuade, M.P., and on his 
left Hon. M. C. Cameron, M.P.P.,andMr. 
Adam Hudspeth. The vice chair was 
filled by Mr. W. L. Russell, Warden of 
the County. The Chairman, in compli­
mentary terms proposed the health of Mr. 
Cameron, who on rising to respond was 
greeted with loud applause which continu­
ed for several minutes. He said that on 
toe present occasion he might be pardoned 
for feeling somewhat diffident as his heart 
was too full for making a speech. He felt 
that it was not to himself alone but to 
the whole Conservative party that hon­
our was being done this evening. Al­
luding to the general election he said 
the most sanguine could not have pre­
dicted such a glorious result, and that 
the idea of there being a majority of 
eighty in the House would have been 
scouted as preposterous, but the 17th of 
September told the tale. He referred to 
the responsibility entailed on the members 
of the new Government, but felt confident 
that Sir John would do what was right. 
The clamour of the Globe and other Grit 
organs to bring on toe National Policy at 
once was absurd. The alteration of the 
tariff was a difficult task ; Mr. Cartwright 
had attempted it but had made a miserable
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The Sarnia Observer thinks toe Conserva­
tive victory was largely due to their super­
ior organization :—

Nothing is more needful, we might 
■fe, indispensable, to the success and eon- 
tinned prosperous existence of a political 
party, than thorough organization. And 
it must not be the creature of spasmodic 
effort, designed merely to meet toe exi­
gencies of one occasion, and serve toe in­
terests of a single campaign. To be useful 
and powerful, such an institution must be 

' permanent, and must receive the cordial 
support of toe whole party. -We are in­
clined to believe that toe success of the 
Conservatives in the recent elections, was 
in no small way dne to the superior organ­
ization. The founding of the V. E. Club, 
which originated, we suppose, in the 
subtle brain of Sir John Macdonald, was s 
master stroke of Opposition policy. And 
a# the founder was, at the same time, the 
chief counsellor and dictator in its pro­
ceedings, harmonious action was insured, 
and prompt obedience exacted. The leader 
of the party, when not in Parliament, or 
on a picnic tour, was to be found, at certain 
hours every day at the Club rooms, and 
there he met and took counsel with his 
friends from a distance, on matters affeect- 
ing their common interests. Thus import­
ant information was received from remote, 
indeed from all quarters, and such advice 
tendered as long experience and keen» poli­
tical insight warranted. Moreover, an 
esprit da corps, if we may so use the phrase, 
was established, which probably could not 
be so well created in any other way. The 
U. E. Club became the centre of action, 
to say nothing of intrigue, and from it in 
various forms went out the forces which 
worked the overthrow of the Government. 
Local organizations were encouraged end 
fostered by the central power, and we dare 
to say means were furnished, when need­
ful, from the same source. Now, although 
the Reform Association had their Commit­
tee rooms in Toronto, and their Secretary, 
who was active enough yet the chief Min­
ister was absent; and thus three was no 
really responsible and adequately well in­
formed directing head to do toe right thing 
or Say the right word at the right time. 
This was a serious party disadvantage. 
Just as divided command would be fatal to 
-an army in the field, so in a great political 
campaign, one will and one voice are ne­
cessary to ensure success. And as, after 
defeat, skilful generals know how to collect 
and rally their scattered forces, and inspire 
them with fresh courage, so the Reform 
leaders now can draw their men together, 
and prepare them, by wholesale discipline, 
to retrieve all that lias been lost.”

ed verygravely by the new Administra­
tion.

Washington, D.C., Nov. 10.—Secretary 
Evarts’ letter of September 27th to Minis­
ter Welsh, giving the views of the Govern­
ment on the sward of the Halifax Fisheries 
Commission, is made public. It preceded 
by one day the letter on the Fortune Bay 
fishing troubles already published. The 
letter says that if the award in respect of 
the fisheries had relation only to the sum 
of toe payment involved—considerable as 
that is—this Government might prefer 
to waive any discussion which 
could affect no continuing and per­
manent interests of the two countries. 
But this Government is not st liberty 
to treat the fisheries sward aa of this 
limited interest and operation in the re­
lations of the two countries in an import­
ant and difficult contention on the subject 
of the fisheries. If this Government by 
silent payment of the award should seem 
to have recognized the principles upon 
which it proceeded, as they may then be 
assumed or asserted by her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment, it, will at onoe have prejudiced 
its own rights when it shall become neces­
sary to insist upon, them, and seem to have 
concealed or dissembled its objections to 
the award when Great Britain was 
entitled to an immediate and open avowal 
of them. The Secretary declares that the 
United States still maintains its interpre­
tation of the privilege secured -by the Con­
vention af 1818, arid protests against any 
implication from the magnitude of the 
award of the Halifax Commission, or 
otherwise from its proceeding* under the 
Treaty of Washington, that the United 
States sanctioned or acquiesced in, or by 
the payment of that award would sanction 
or aoqniasoe in, any lesser measure of pri­
vileges secured to the United States 
under the Convention of 1818 than they 
have always insisted upon. In 
the next plsoe, the United States did 
not submit to the Halifax Commission, 
under the fishery articles of the Treaty of 
Washington any valuation of any general, 
economic, or political advantages which 
grow out of access to «the fishing grounds 
tor the development of the mercantile or 
nmral marine, and which therefore it might 
be argued-would be enhanced by adding 
the area of the inshore fisheries of the 
Golf of SL Lawrence to the fields, for 
that enterprise from the earliest period has 
been occupied by the bold and hardy sea­
men of this country. Still less did the 
United States submit to that Com­
mission toe pecuniaife measurement 
of the removal of occasions of 
strife between fishermen or misunderstand­
ing between the Governments of the two 
countries by a. temporary obliteration of 
the restrictive line dividing the inshore 
from the deep sea fisheries on portions of 
the coast of British North America.

With 
reference to the concession of a free mar- 
let in the United States for Provincial 
fishermen, the statistics of importa­
tion under this privilege showed 
that at the rate of duty prevalent 
before that concession a revenue of 
about $200,000 per annum on mackerel 
alone and of more than $300,000 am all 
kinds of fish, mackerel included, and fish 
oil would have accrued to the United 
States. Conceding that but one-half of this 
annual sum of $300,000 should be set down 
as pecuniary profit to Provincial interests, 
$1,800,000 would need to be deducted 
from the true valuation of the privilege 
conceded by Article 18. This would more 
than extinguish tSk highest possible mea­
sure of the privilege of Article 18. The 
Secretary shows that the British Govern­
ment and Canadian statesmen have pat 
themselves on record as placing a high value 
theprivilegeof the free importation of fish on 
in the United States, and says this Govern­
ment holds now, as it did by the month of 
its highest Commissioners in the Confer­
ences on the subject of the fisheries which 
produced the pertinent articles of the 
treaty, that free fish and fish oil would be 
more than equivalent for those fisheries. 
Evarte says it would be better for our fish­
ing interests to surrender the concession of 
Article 18 for the remaining six years, and 
resume control of our own market. If the 
British Government and the Provincial 
statesmen adhere to the opinion that a free 
market is valueless, it may be worth while 
for the two Governments to consider 
whether the mutual resumption of their 
exchanged interests is not desirable. If her 
Majesty’s Government shall agree that the 
subject submitted to the Halifax Commission 
has not been adequately disposed of by the 
concurring Commissioners a way will seem 
to this Government opened for a more per­
manent and comprehensive settlement of 
the fishery interests of the two countries 
than was reached by the Treaty of Wash­
ington. “ If the present correspondence, ” 
he says, “ shall not result in this desired 
agreement; I cannot in all candour hold out 
any expectation that this Government can 
ever recognize the valuation of the 
countervailing concessions involved in 
this award as a guide even 
much less a standard, for any future treat­
ment of fishery contentions.”

The 
whole mackerel catch of American fisher­
men in the Gulf of St. Lawrence for five 
seasons was 167,945 barrels, of which 
126,961 barrels were caught within 
the * three-mile line The Secretary 
shows that on this basis the 
highest possible estimate of the vaine 
of this concession to the United'States was 
only $126,000 per year, or $1,500,000 for 
toe entire twelve years of the treaty. The 
Provincial Government in these years 
adopted a licence system hy which vessels 
of the United States were admitted to the 
inshore fishery upon payment of fees for 
the season, rated by the ton.

The petition against the return of the 
ex-Minuter of Customs and Mr. Charles 
Weldon for St. John city and county is a 
formidable affair.
