A Queer Way of Escaping 
Matrimony.

A Promise le Marry Settled far 866 i bat 
a farther Demand of 81,666 am «he part 
of the lady—The Plaintiff Non-Suited.
Al the Assizes on Thursday morning, the 

case of Roberts v. Booth was the first to 
be called. Messrs. Rose & Blacks took an- 
nounced that they were ready to go on on 
behalf of the plaintiff, and Mr. Fullarton 
sai 1 that he was prepared with the de­
fence. The case was one involving a 
breach of promise of marriage. The plain­
tiff, who claimed to have been a lady’s 
companion, is a Miss Selina Roberts. She 
has been in Canada about ten years, 
and has resided for a considerable 
portion of her time with her 
niece and niece’s husband—Mr. and Mrs. 
Frank Anderson—at Leslieville. At the 
house of her relatives she met with a 
widower, Mr. Samuel Booth, a builder, 
doing a good business in the eastern part of 
the oity, and a resident of the vicinity of 
Leslieville. Mr. Booth, the plaintiff’s case 
sets out, courted her for some considerable 
time, and finally—a few months before the 
buth of their child—promised to marry 
her. This promise he had failed to carry 
out, henoe the suit for damages. For the 
defence, the pleas put in were, first, that 
no promise had been given ; and, secondly, 
that all liabilities for damages were settled, 
by agreement, between toe parties con­
cerned for the sum of $60.

The case was opened by 
Mr. Blackstock, who detailed at some 

length the various attentions which the de­
fendant had paid to the plaintiff and al­
leged promisee which he had made to her, 
which had resulted in her making prepara­
tions for marriage, which marriage defend­
ant had failed to carry out. Besides all 
this, defendant had seduced the plaintiff, 
which fact should weigh with the jury in 
considering the extent of the damages to 
be assessed.

The first witness called was 
Frank Anderson, of Leslieville. He 

said defendant is a builder in the east end 
of the city. At his own request he was 
during last August twelvemonth introduced 
to the plaintiff, who was then companion to a 
lady, and a frequent visitor at my house. She 
is my wife’s aunt. Plaintiff paid his atten­
tions to her. One night in November last, 
defendant came to my house with Miss 
Roberts and introduced her as his wife. Sub­
sequently and soon after Christmas, plain­
tiff told my wife, and afterwards 
myself, that Mr. Booth had se­
duced her. After she had told me 
this I went to see Mr. Booth, who 
seemed very much excited about it. He 
said he would rather do anything than ba 
married to her. I saw him again on March 
27th, when, after a trip to Suspension 
Bridge, he came to the office in which I am 
employed, and said he had come back to 
marry her. He had gone away with the 
intention of not marrying her, but his 
heart misgave him, and he had now re­
turned with a view to marrying her on the 
following Sunday. He went away to get a 
licence, and told me to bring plaintiff to 
his house on Sunday, and Rev. Mr. Car- 
roll would marry her to him. He after­
wards came back to me, and said he could 
not marry her. ”

“ Did he give any reason?”
" Yes ; he said that to marry her would 

be a bitter dose.’’
** Did he turn up on the Sunday to get 

married ?”
“No.”
“ When next did you see him ?”
“ I think Miss Roberts went to see him 

next, but he put the marriage off again.
I know Mr. Booth’s handwriting. The 
signatures on letters produced are Mr. 
Booth’s. ”

“ I will read the letters,” remarked Mr. 
Rose, who was conducting the examina­

” On consideration of receiving the sum of K0, 
850 of which is now paid,” end for which this Is the 
receipt, I renounce all and every further claim I 
have or rosy here, in connection and on account of 
having carnal connection with Samuel Booth, 
builder, of the County of York. A receipt from Mr. 
Frank Anderson for the balance of $10 will be ac­
cepted by me as my agent

To Mr. Rose—I never asked Mr. Booth 

for money on account of Mias Roberts ; I 
only asked him for money because I had 
some trouble and she had lived at my 
house ; I understood that defendant's chil­
dren objected to the young woman.

Mrs. Sarah Anderson, wife of the last 
witness and nieoe of the plaintiff, called. 
She said:—I waa present in November last 
when Mr. Booth introduced Mies Roberts 
as his wife. I said, “Oh, nonsense.” The 
second day after Christmas I knew that 
Mias Roberts was in a critical condition. I 
introduced the defendant to Miss Roberts 
st his request.

To Mr. FulkRton—Plaintiff had not been 
living at my place until some time last 
fall. She srae lady companion to Mrs. 
MacAllieter, receiving remuneration and 
assisting at the house Work. Mr. Booth 
came to hear of Miss Roberts through con­
versations at onr house ; and he would 
often ask when she would be down, so that 
he might meet her. I introduced him to 
her. When she was in a critical condition 
«he told me not to mention it to my hus­
band then, and stated also that she was to 
be married in January. I have heard that 
there wae a settlement for $60. In fact, 
Miss Roberts told me so.

'1 When did you hear that she was not 
going to abide by the Settlement ?”

“Shortly after the trouble.”
To Mr. Blackstock— A hen she told me 

ehe was in trouble she told me not to men­
tion it, as it' would be all right, as she 
would be married. She told me this at 
the end of last year,

“ May I be allowed to say something?” 
interrupted the plaintiff, who, with her 
baby, was occupying a seat in a jury box, 
unoccupied by jurymen,

“Oh, no,” replied hie Lordship.
Continuing his examination Mr. Black - 

stock asked—“ Did she tell yon anything 
of the oiroumstsnoes under which the 
seduction took place ?”

“ She did not ; she only said it would be 
all right, aa she was to lie married. De­
fendant brought Misa Roberta to our house 
one day in the spring and introdnoed her ae 
hia wife. I did not have an opportunity of 
saying anything to them about their mar- 
riage as they only stayed at the house five 
minutes, and Mr. and Mrs. Hopkins and 
the Misses McFadden were there. I partly 
believed that they were married. ’’

Mr. Roes said this was the extent of 
the plaintiff’s case.

Mr. Fullerton submitted that there 
waa no case, for the reason that the plain- 
tiff had accepted a sum of money from de­
fendant, and had released him from all 
claims.

Mr. Rose contended that the words of 
the receipt given by the plaintiff had te be 
read in connection with the promise made 
by defendant in hia paper, “to assist her 
to the best of my ability to get over her 
difficulties.” These words, inserted in the 
document written by the defendant, were 
evidence that the snm of $60 was not to be 
tsken in full of all claims. They admitted 
the existence of a further liability, which 
liability he (Mr. Rose) suggested the jury 
should be allowed to assess.

His Lordship was of opinion that the 
money and the agreement were the con­
sideration of the release.

Mr. Ross thought the jury might be al­
lowed to lay whether the document, in 
their opinion, wae intended for a release.

Hia Lordship did not think he would 
be pursuing a prudent course in leaving 
the case open to the jury ; he thought the 
better way would be for him to rule on the 
documents.

The ruling was accordingly riven by his 
Lordship and in favour of the aefendant.

THE LUOAN POISONING CASE.
Huai Disposition ef the ■aster.

London, Oct. 8.—James Hoge, who was 
aoensed jointly with hia mother of causing 
the death of hia stepfather John Regan in 
Lucan, wae arraigned at the assizes and 
dismissed without a trial. His mother 
was tried a year ago and the jury returned 
a verdict of “ not guilty.” She waa the 
woman burned to death at Lucan a few 
days ago. The evidence in Hoge’s case 
wonld have been the eame as in hers.

OTTAWA ASSIZES.
8transe Cendnet ef n Jury.

Ottawa, Oct. 9.—The case of Kennedy 
V. Rooney occupied the afternoon of the 
Aaaize Court a good portion of yesterday. 
The action waa to settle the ownership of 
a stallion, which was in possession of the 
defendant, who claimed that he had leased 
the animal, and the term had not expired. 
The jury, after a long absence from court, 
brought in a verdict in favour of the plain­
tiff, each party to pay his own costs. Mr. 
Justice Cameron informed the jury that 
such a finding wonld not be received, that 
costs always followed the verdict. The 
jury were sent back to their room with in­
structions to find s dear verdict. Strange 
to say, after another abeence of an hour or 
so, they came in and returned a verdict ia 
favour of the defendant, thus entirely re­
versing their former decision.

Killed Through Paillas nut ef a Wagsea.
Edwardsbdro, Ont., Oct 9.—A very 

sad and probably fatal accident occurred 
in this village at 1.30 this afternoon. One 
John Roach, a hotel-keeper, in the village 
of Johnstown, came to this village this 
forenoon for a load of feed, which he got 
at the Starch Company’s works. After 
getting the feed, he drove te MoGannon’e 
store, and tied his team np. He, with two 
other partie» named Wm. Reid and O’Neill, 
commonoed drinking, and all. became 
drunk. At 1.30, the three got into Roach’s 
waggon and started for home. They had 
only proceeded a few hundred feet from 
MoQannon’e store, and were just opposite 
the residence of Dr, Williams, when Roach 
fell out of the waggon, and the wheel ran 
over his head, cutting a deep gash under 
hie right ear, and smashing hie head in. 
Dr. Williams, who happened to be in hie 
office at the time, was quickly on the spot, 
aud did everything possible that could be 
done, but the man died this evening at 
seven o’clock.

ronto specimens of Manitoba's prodnota. 
The products he had shown were fair spe­
cimens of the growth of the Province. 
They had been well selected and admirably 
displayed. Into no more efficient 
hands could they have fallen than into 
those of Mr. That gentleman 
had worked energetically and well for hie 
Previnoe ; and it wae pleasing to know 
that next year he would exhibit at the 
Toronto Industrial Exhibition. (Ap­
plause.) He (the chairman) oould not 
overlook the fact that Manitoba would 
take from Ontario some of its beet 
farmers. This he regretted to a certain 
extent. The Province wonld alio, in 
taking away our farmers, become a great 
wheat-growing district. That being the 
case, our farmers bid good-bye to wheat­
growing, and take to stock-raising. He 
concluded by calling on the company to 
drink to Mr. Begg.

Mr. Bigg, in reply, laid—Since I have 
visited Ontario on this occasion, I have 
been the recipient of many marks of kind- 
nese,. consideration and attention. All 
these 1 value very much, indeed ; hut 
when to-day I received an invitation to be 
here this evening, and when this evening 
I looked round and saw so many influential 
men assembled to do honour to the repre­
sentative ef Manitoba, I felt that a very 
high compliment, which will not soon- 
be forgotten, was being paid to our 
Prairie Province. A great deal has 
been said about me and about my display 
of Manitoban products ; but I am simply 
the agent of others, who deserve the credit 
for what has been sent down and shown in 
Ontario. In the first place, Hon. Mr. 
Norquay, our premier, wae the first to in­
augurate the matter. In doing so he tele­
graphed to Hon. Mr. Pope at Ottawa, ask­
ing Kim whether the Dominion Government 
would aairt—because, as you understand, 
our revenue is limited. Mr. Pope, very 
generously replied that he would, and I 
was asked to take charge of the matter, 
which I did. Bat it is to the fanners of 
Manitoba that the sneoess of the thing it 
due, because they went a great deal out of 
their way to assist me in the collection of 
the products. They were before, somewhat 
adverse to showing, beoause the season wss 
too early, but ultimately they oame to my 

and we got the exhibit I have 
brought down. The merohanta of Winni­
peg also assisted me, so that I was simply 
the agent entrusted with the bringing 
down of the exhibit, whioh means toe ex­
tension of the hand of friendship and 
alliance of Manitoba and Ontario. (Hear, 
hear.) 1 will take time by the forelock 
next year and will endeavour to make a 
good exhibit in Toronto. (Applause. ) This 
year it was impossible ; it was hard work 
to get the exhibits ready in time for Ot­
tawa, and yonr exhibition wae a week or 
so earlier. The notice yon have taken of 
onr exhibits I am sure will tend to bind 
the two Province» more closely together. 
Why, I am going back to Manitoba with, I 
think, 175 diplomas and two gold medals ; 
so that the people of the Province will feel 
that their efforts are appreciated here. In 
the course of my visit 1 have had occasion 
to speak to a very great number of people 
who have said that they intend, now that 
they have seen what Manitoba can do, to 
go up there. I do not think you need re­
gret their departure, because the places left 
by Ontario farmers will soon be refilled. 
Delegates from England have been here. 
Some of them have gone to Manitoba to 
spy ont the land, and I have no doubt but 
that, like the spies of old, they will come 
back, saying it I» a land flowing with milk 
and honey. Bat they have been through 
Ontario, and I believe it is the opinion of 
some of them, that some of the 
English farmers would prefer settling 
here to going ont to a pioneer life 
in the west. The men we want in Mani­
toba are Ontario farmers, beoause they 
have roughed it already, and because they 
will not be easily disappointed. But, 
after all, we have not ao much roughing 
aa you may imagine. A man can go up 
there and get a crop almost the first year, 
instead of having to chop wood half hie 
lifetime. The English fanners can come 
here, for I have uo doubt those who do 
oome will have the means to pay good 
prioee for cleared farms, and they, with 
the rest of the Ontario farmers, need not 
devote themselves exclusively to stock 
raising, for you will always be able to 
raise good erope here, and there will always 
be plenty of willing hands to till the eoiL 
When I went to Winnipeg in 1867, there 
were about eix or seven houses there, and 
about fifty people. There were no farms 
on the prairie, sway from the river banks, 
sa it was thought foolishness to settle on 
toe prairie. Now, what do you eee ? You 
can drive through almost any part of Mani­
toba, and see cultivated fields of 
grain, farm house», and every sign 
of a well peopled country. And 
it wee Ontario farmers who first went 
out to settle np end oultivate the country. 
(Applause.) In the course of a visit to the 
different districts from which I collected 
the exhibits, I had the pleasure of being 
accompanied by Mr. Connolly of the Lon­
don Times. Going out in the direction of 
Springfield and Sunnyside, north of Win­
nipeg, we drove to the top of Bird’s Hill, 
and there we eaw to the north of us a belt 
of wooded land, and the long-settled 
parishes of St. Andrew’s and St. Paul's ; 
to the east, a fine rolling prairie, dotted 
with farm houses ; to the south, the thick­
ly-settled parish of Kiidonan and the 
smokestacks of the city of Winnipeg, giv­
ing evidence» that the manufacturing in­
terests were not forgotten, and to the west, 
ae far ae the eye oould reach, a boundless 
prairie, with here and there, like » ship of 
the desert, a settler’s house, Mr. Connol­
ly took in toil picture, and, turning te me, 
said, “ This country is the salvation of the 
Dominion.” There is a good deal of truth 
in what he laid. In this connection, I may 
say that yon are ae much interested in the 
development of the North-West as we are. 
For years to oome it will Dot be a great 
manufacturing oountry, gr._e._rery great 
grain producer. We will to consumers, and, 
to wards you in the east, we will to what the 
Western States are to the American Union. 
You will to the manufacturers for us, and 
the more the country occupied by your 
consumers, is developed, the totter it will 
to for you. (Hear, hear.) And as your 
manufactures increase they will cause a 
very large home demand for your farmers 
here, (Applause.) There is a great deal 
said about American land, and about the 
United States taking settlers from us. 
There is no donbt that they do take some 
farmers from us. They employ agents 
along the road and, sparing no expense,

interior there is not toe fine land we have, 
good for cattle raising, but plains of rook 
and sand. I do not wish to decry Dakota 
and Minnesota. They are fine States, but 
their yield ie only half to the acre 
that ours is. In Minnesota the yield 
ia only twenty bushels—and that is a 
high estimate for Minnesota -while ours 
runs away np to beyond thirty and forty. 
We have land in Kiidonan that has grown 
wheat for fifty year» without one particle 
of manure having been put on it. So that 
I don’t think we need to afraid of the 
United States ; and ae to the men who will 
leave the British flag to live in the Union 
because they can get land a dollar an acre 
cheaper there—well, well not mill them 
very much if they do go. During the last 
five yean there is no doubt onr country 
has improved. When I first went there 
far means of travel was the ox 
ert. That has been superseded by 
toe stage coach, the stage by the 
steamer, and now we have a railway. The 
Government is now dioing a thing that is 
going to eettle our oountry up very fast ; 
they are extending the road weet from Bed 
River. This is one of the greatest moves 
that has been made yet, and when the line 
to Lake Superior is completed we will have 
opened up a line of communication whioh 
toe great North-West will readily feed in 
such a way as to make it pay. (Applause.) 
Some reference has been made here to our 
Indians. I should like to say a word about 
them. The United States have a great 
deal of trouble with thein, and you nave 
heard that we were likely to have trouble 
with cure. The cause of this has beer the 
•caroity of the buffalo on the plains. The 
buffalo have gone eonth, and when they 
are away the Indians starve. By rea­
son of this there hie no doubt been a 
little grumbling, but I do not believe onr 
Government were totolame i» the matter. 
Our Indiane are good Indians ; and for that 
we have to thank the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, who have educated them np 
to behave themselves, who have 
been kind to them, who have always 
kept their promises to them ; and 
have taught them to respect the “ Great 
Mother” across the ocean, or any one re­
presenting them. All the Dominion 
Government has to do is to let them under­
stand that they represent the Great 
Mother and to fulfill their promises, in 
which case there will never to any Indian 
troubles. The Government are aware of 
toil, and I do not believe there will to 
any troubles, notwithstanding despatches 
whioh may come to the contrary. In this 
connection, I wonld like to make one 
statement. We have a population of half- 
breeds there, who were the pioneers of 
the country. I would like to see them 
recognized, and employed as much as pos­
sible in dealing with toe Indian», because 
they understand the Indians, their lan­
guage and manners, end know how to 
calm and satisfy them, and to carry out 
the desires of the Government as well as 
any white men. The speaker concluded 
by again thanking his bearers for their 
kindness to him.

In March, 1876, defendant visited 
the farm of the plaintiff’s fsther and there 
made the acquaintance of plaintiff, then 
about nineteen years of age. He visited 
the house on business with the plaintiff’s 
father. He appears to have been smitten 
at first sight. After having inspected the 
farm, it was about twelve o’clock, ânfl 
with the usual generosity of oountry people, 
he was invited to take dinner, which he 
accepted, and during the meal he evinced 
signs of admiration with the family, but 
which of the daughters he was enamoured 
of did not become quite apparent. He 
left, taking the names and addressee of 
both daughters, and about a week after­
wards he sent plaintiff a book of “ Moore’s 
Melodies,” as a slight token of his esteem. 
The young lady politely wrote him a note 
of thanks, and that drew from him 
a letter full of love and sweetness. 
He also sent several pieces of mnaio, 
and in one letter he said he felt like em­
bracing her in an “ eoetaey of joy.” He 
aleo sent her a pair of glovee in a letter, 
accompanying which, he expressed him­
self in endearing terms. In the month of 
June he wrote to say that he wss coming 
to visit the family, and need in his letter, 
among other terms: “I am often persuaded, 
my wants will to administered to by my 
Sweet Minnie, and that my aching head 
will to allowed to rest upon the sweet in­
nocent bosom of my Sweet Minnie.” 
Plaintiff met defendant on the bridge at 
the entrance to the town of Goderich, when 
a poetical effusion was presented by him 
to the plaintiff, entitled, “ The meeting on 
the bridge.” In April, 1877, defendant 
oame up to plaintiff’s house, atout 9 o’clock 
on a Sunday morning, giving her the ma­
terials fer a handsome drees. He could 
not suoeeed in getting hie letters back, but 
at a second visit, he induced plaintiff in 
her mother’s absence, to burn the letters 
in a stove, upon the promise that he wonld 
send her one more letter, which wonld 
amply recompense her for the loss of all 
the rest. After the letters were burnt, de- 
fendant commenced to cool off. The jury 
returned a verdict for the plaintiff and

MIDDLESEX ASSIZES.
Conviction of a Whiskey Informer for 

Per| ary—SedneUon Case.
London, Ont., Oct. 10.—Wm. Donaldson, the 

whiskey informer, wm to-day placed on trial at the 
Assizer, charged with perjury. The basis of the 
charge was that he had brought up one Hodgins, of 
the village of Birr, for selling liquor on Sunday, 
aud that he had purchased liquor there on the day 
in question. Hodgins, on the other hand, testified 
that he was away from home, and that hia bar was 
never opened that day. After hearing the evidence 
of Hodgins, and several corroborative witnesses, the 
iury ieturned a verdict of “ Guilty.” Sentence will 
be given to-morrow.

The seduction case of Freel v. Carley also came 
up tc-day. The parties are residents of the Town­
ship of Caradoc. It appeared from the evidence 
that defendant had been paying court to plaintiff’s 
daughter for six years, and that in July of last year 
he had seduced her, the result being the birth of a 
child in April.

Fredericton Mking that an appeal might be made to 
the Supreme Court of Canada, at the expense of 
tre Dominion Government in order that a final 
decision m to the constitutionality ol the Act 
might be obtained. A reply wm received from the 
Under Secretary of State bearing date Sept 80th, of 
which the following ip an extract

11 His Excellency, the Governor-General-in- 
Council, deeming it highly necessary that an au­
thoritative decision m to the constitutionality of 
the Act in question should be obtained, which 
would be binding in all the Provinces of the Do­
minion, is pleased to order by order-in-Council, 
dated the 22nd inst, that the necessary steps to 
have the case in question appealed to the Supreme 
Court be taken at the expense of this Government, 
and that counsel be retained by this Government 
to argue the case on each side.”

A long discussion ensued on the question of the 
counsel to be employed by the Government, and 
finally it wm resolved to appoint a committee, to 
consist of the Hon. Mr. Ferrier, the Rev. T. Gales, 
and the Rev. Mr. L. Pearson, with power to add to 
their number, to represent to the Minister of Jus­
tice that it would meet the wishes of the temper­
ance people of the Dominion, and would be very 
gratifying if the Hon. Mr. Scott could be associated 
with such couneel aa may be appointed to conduct 
the case before the Supreme Court.

Besides 
the bones of the redskin, the grave con­
tained a pair of earrings, a common case 
knife, a clay pipe, two pieces of flint, a 
steel, a metal button, two kinds of shot, 
what appeared to be a tinder box, and 
several pieces of a substance resembling 
brimstone.

The Halifax Herald records the death of 
Mrs. Mary Urquhart, in her 100th year. 
The deceased lady had the pleasure of 
seeing around her her children grown up 
to the fourth generation. Her parents 
emigrated to New York from the north of 
Scotland, and after the revolutionary war 
wae over they came to Halifax. Here the 
deceased was bom. Some years tgo the 
family removed to Elmsdsle, and have re­
sided there since.

A person calling himself R. W. Chute 
has lately been duping the hotel-keepers 
of New Brunswick, fie pretends to to 
travelling for a crockery warehouse, bnt 
while visiting Fredericton, Richibncto, 
and other places, he has been “ waiting 
for samples, "and the samples not coming 
to hand, he has departed leaving board 
bill» unpaid. Chute was last heard of in 
Sack ville.

A party of deer-hnntere returned home 
to Campbellford on Saturday night last, 
being nnsnooeeefnl in getting a single deer. 
One of their number, Mr. E. Nan narrow, 
wounded a bald-headed eagle near Round 
Lake, and suoeeeded in capturing his 
eagleship, whioh he brought to Gamptoll- 
ford. It is a very large one, being seven 
ftet eight inches across the wingi from tip 
$o tip.

Mr. David Briteam’s store, Somerset, 
King’s county, N.8., wee entered on Friday 
night last week, hia eafe opened and a cash 
box containing about $1,400 in promissory 
notes and $60 in cash taken. On Sunday 
night the store was again entered, the 
cash box returned and placed in a drawer 
containing all the notes and $12 in cash. 
Besides the cash taken a lot of jewellery, 
tweeds and other dry goods are missing.

Malachlan 4 Pen hale, with their steam 
threaher, threshed 1,060 bushels of grain 
and moved the machine from one bam to 
another in ten hours. The work was done 
on the farm of Mr. Simon Jory, Thames 
road, Ueboroe. 875 bushels of wheat were 
threshed in 71 hours. The remainder of 
the 1,160 bushels was barley. 175 bnahels 
of wheat were threshed the first hour the 
machine was running. This is the biggest 
day’s threshing ever done in that section

A singular suit was recently brought in 
the St. John City Court. A party who 
had in his possession a Bank of New 
Brunswick five dollar note placed it for 
safe keeping in one of hia boots. Having 
got his feet wet the note was stained and 
damaged, and he could not paea it off. He 
then presented it at the bank counter, but 
payment waa refused. He next appealed 
to the President, who laid the matter be­
fore the Directors, who decided not to re­
deem it. The holder sued the Bank in the 
City Court, the Bank defended, and the 
Court gave judgment in favour of the 
holder.

In the vicinity of Midland City are nu­
merous Indian graves. Recently Mr. Jaa. 
Thornton, of Omemee, was visiting Mid­
land, and in company with a friend pro­
ceeded to examine one of these graves, in 
which was found fifteen skeletons. These 
were evidently the remains of some who 
had fallen in a fight The bodies had all 
been buried in the one position—on the left 
side with the heads towards the cast. One 
of the skulls, which Mr. Thornton brought 
home with him and presented to Mr. Shaw 
for his school muséum, bears mark» of 
having received rough usage, having had a 
tomahawk driven into it five times.

Mr. Patrick Walah, of toe Townehip of 
Peel, met with an aooident on the 17th 
Sept, which earned his death. He and 
Mrs. Walsh went to Guelph for the pur­
pose of seeing the Prince* and the Mar­
quis of Lome. On returning to Alma they 
were thrown from the train. Mrs. Walsh 
was reeoned by the etation master, bnt the 
old man was not ao fortunate. One of the 
wheels passed over his foot crashing it ao 
badly that it had to to amoutated. He 
lingered in great agony till the 2nd inst., 
when death put an end to his sufferings. 
Mr. Walsh was a native of the County of 
Kerry, Ireland, and was ninety years of 
»ge.

Mr. J. Fletcher, curator of the Ottawa 
Literary and Soientifio Society’s Museum, 
has received from Mr. Alexander Begg, of 
Beggiboro’, three Canada turtle’s eggs, 
which are placed in the museum as toe 
only specimens as yet presented to the So­
ciety. The eggs were found on the margin 
of a small lake, about fifteen mil* from 
Orillia, by one of Mr. Begg’s sona in the 
beginning* of September last. The latter’s 
attention was drawn to the neat in the land 
by the track of the turtle and some freshly 
tamed sand, where the eggs, eix in num­
ber, were slightly covered. They are 
about en inch in diameter ; round, not 
oval, like an ordinary egg.

Bev. John Burton, pastor of the Presby­
terian church, has accepted the repeated 
call of the Northern Congregational church 
of this city.

The Free Church of Scotland proposes 
to observe this year as a missionary jubi­
lee. as it is fifty years since Dr. Duff was 
ordained the first Scotch missionary to 
India.

Some 3,000 pilgrims set ont the other 
day from Paria for Lourdes, many of them 
being pauper invalid» who are toing taken 
to the miraculous grotto by charitable per- 
ions.

Rev. John Brown, past* of the Lansrk 
Congregational church, hae tendered his 
resignation, whioh has been accepted, to 
take effect on the first of January, nine 
years from the time of settlement.

Bev. W. 8. Gray, of Annapolis, after a 
ministry of 20 years, hae intimated his in­
tention of resigning, chiefly on account of 
ill-health, hut mainly through a recent mis­
understanding with the congregation.

Mr. Moody combats the favourite idea 
that, “ if you get toe lambs, you will be 
sure to get the sheep.” He saya that hie 
experience ia juat the reverse or thin. If he 
got the parents, he was sure to get the 
children, and “ if the father and mother 
were all the week palling right against the 
instruction you give the children on the 
Sabbath, there isn’t much power to do them 
good."

The Swiss Old Catholic Church, in con­
sequence of the Roman Catholics being 
now allowed to vote for priests, expects 
soon to loee several parishes which have 
been supported by the State. The Old 
Catholics have determined that in spite of 
this they will keep up worship in these 
parishes by voluntary support, and the 
Episcopal Church in this country has been 
asked to give aid to the enterprise.

Dr. Vincent, on the notion that church 
is for grown people and the Sunday school 
for children, says : “ if a little five-years- 
old can attend only one service, let it be 
the preaching service. Even if he don’t 
understand the sermon, the whole service 
is an object lesson to teach reverence and 
worship. It is a good thing for the child to 
sit with his parents and hear the minister 
lift up the standards of righteousness.”

A boy was recently brought before a 
magistrate at Brighton, England, on a 
charge of disturbing a congregation by 
"letting off firework» in and around the 
church. The curate says that after even­
ing service had begun, the congregation 
were startled at hearing a series of reports 
like the explosion of a pistol. The noise 
proceeded from firecrackers. J net outside 
the church fireworks had also been let off 
during the services.

A correspondent of the London Christian 
World gives the following comparative 
estimate of toe benevolent contributions of 
the leading denominations of Scotland for 
1878. The Established Church, with » 
membership of 516,786, rafted (exclusive of 
$1,734,296, received by virtue of its stste 
connection) $1,911,670 ; the Free Chnrch 
reported sums amounting to $2 755,625 ; 
and the United Preebytenan Church, with 
175,066 members, reported $1,836,940.

The Echo, of London, reports that the 
Leeds Young Men’s Christian Association 
appears to have made some money by Dr. 
Talmage’s lecture», but that smaller socie­
ties who engaged him have been less for­
tunate. At Dudley the agent appeared be­
fore the lectures were delivered and de­
manded the whole of the fee, which was 
raised with difficulty. After the lectures 
the cash account showed a deficiency of 
$300. In another came there was a lose of 
$350.

The Bishop of Manchester, Dr. Fraser, is 
always doing something characteristic. 
Preaching recently at a harvest festival in 
Preston, Lancashire, he remarked that he 
understood that a portion of the collection 
was for the completing of the baptistry and 
the tiling of the chancel floor. He asked 
the vicar if there was pressing poverty m 
Preston, not to undertake that work then. 
He spoke very severely of the strife for 
gain and the heaping up of luxuries which 
prevails in the land. The bishop is an out­
spoken, practical preacher.
