STRATHCONA PROGRESSING.
Another report from an enterprising 

city in Central Alberta lias been re- 
ceix’ed at -the Board of Trade office 
and will be placed on tile for future 
reference. This is from Edmund 
Ï. "Baines, sécrétai y oi the Strathcona 
Hoard of Trade.

In his repost, Mr. Baines states that 
tile assessment oi the City of Strath-, 
cona is $6.6:17,762, and the tax rate 
15 mills, . Iiie iKipuation in January. 
1107. was 3,760 and to-day is estimated 
to la' 5,000. There are three bunks 
doing business—the Imperial, Domin­
ion and Bank of Commerce. There 
are good openings for wholesale 
houses, sash and door factory, soap 
factory, and pulp mill. During the 
past two years the building permits 
issued in Strathcona amounted fli 
value to $781,950. The crop report 
from the Strathcona district is 
very gratifying one and shows that 
this is one of the best agricultural 
districts in f$e jeest. The acreage of 
^spring and vvjnt-r wheat Was 2,420 
and the average yield per acre 16 
lipslieLs. There were 3,750 acres of
oats sown and the average yield was 
forty bushels per acre. The barley 
acreage was 1,476 and tlie average 
yield, per acre 28 bushels. The price 
of farm laqds Varies in the Stratlg- 
eona district from $16 to $100 per 
acre. . During the past year some 75 
car loads of live stock were shipped 
out of Strathcona. There are ten 
threshing outfits in the district, all 
of whch are kept constantly busy 
during the fall.

A NEW BOOSTER.
One of the greatest boosters of 

Western Canada at the present tim« 
is Miss Agnes Deans Cameron, of Chi­
cago, the well-known magazine 
writer, who mode a trip from Edmon­
ton into the far northland last sum­
mer. Misé Cameron has returned 
to Chicago, where her lecturce and 
articles on the western and northern 
parts of Canada are attracting wide­
spread interest and attention.

This morning A. G. Harrison, sec*' 
tory of the Edmonton Board of Trail 
received a letter from Miss Cameron 
outlining some of the work she had 
done since her return to the States. 
She delivered a lecture during the 
latter part of November before the 
Little Academy in Chicago on “Whpat. 
the Wizzard oi the North.” Ths lec­
ture took the form of an informal 
talk about the great northland end 
its possibilities, impressions of the 
speaker’s trin last summer. A cut 
of the northland journey had been 
made and several prints struck off. 
and each member of the audience was 
given a hand map, xvhieh enabled 
them to follow the course of the Içc- 
ture more clearly.

This first experiment oi mine, 
xvrote Miss Cameron, “in the xvay of 
advertising Canada by the spoken 
rather than the written word, has con­
vinced me that here is a wonderful 
field for direct missionary work. 
Tltefe is nothing flke the personal 
touch alter all, the dipect question 
and the pertinent reply are convinc­
ing, The people here are very broad 
mmde-d, xvith a kindly attitude to­
wards Canada and things Canadian. 
They appreciated the lecture very 
much, passed a vote of thanks to me 
"and presented me with the splendid 
wall map used at tin- lecture.”

In addition to this. Agnes Deans 
Cameron’s article, “Trail Blazers of 
Commerce,” in Uncle Remus Maga­
zine, dealing with" Western Canada, 
has been widely read. Miss Cameron 
also gave an interview to the Chicago 
InteT-Odean about her trip north last 
summer. This was put in the form 
of a full-page display story, entitled 
“A Woman’s Trip to the Arctic.” It 
was illustrated by cuts of the north 
lend, and two scenes from Edmonton 
and Clover Bar also received consider­
able prominence.

Agnes Deans Cameron is now pre­
paring a beautifully illustrated book 
entitled "From Wheat to Whales/" 
which will be issued shortly.

The work, which has been carried on 
for the past- three years, and xvhicb is 
growing to be of vast importance, xvas 
organized three years ago by the 
Rev. Francis Kelly, a Canadian and 
native of Prince Edward Island.

At the Congress this year a sturdy 
Canadian branch of the work was or­
ganized with Archbishop McEvoy ns 
president, the work to consist mainly 
of establishing -missions in new dis­
tricts and endoxving colleges for the 
ediication of youth for the priesthood. 
This is work xvhieh was mainly due 
in the past century by the Society of 
the Propagation of the Faith, xx-hosc 
headquarters were at Lyons, France. 
All the Catholic missions in Western 
Canada and a great majority of those 
m the Western States were provided 
with funds and established by this 
society, which was organized early in 
the last century by a pious domestic 
servant of Lyons. At present the mis­
sions in the Athabsca and Mackenzie 
districts are partially supported by 
tihs organization.

But now, with the groxving xvenlth of 
Canada nnd the United States, the 
fundsr raised by the European society 
will lie largely directed toward the 
mission field in Africa and the East, 
and this continent will have to sup­
port its own missions. The large 
number of new people coming into the 
country from Europe and nettling in 
remote districts makes this need for 
more churches and more priests. In 
the States and Mexico this nexv 
Church Extension Society has met the. 
need in some places with a railway 
car fitted up as a chapel and left off at 
place to place in the little-tiettled dis­
tricts. On the Mississippi and in 
South America also small steamers 
have been used in the same xvay.

The congress, said Father Laeombe. 
was a great success. There were in 
attendance over 70 bishops and areli- 
bishops, hundreds of priests and thou­
sands of laymen as delegates. On 
the opening day a grand procession 
xvas formed leading to the Armorie, 
where the congress xvas held and 
which can seat about 7,000 people. 
The Papal delegate to Washington. 
Monsignor Falconio, led the proces­
sion. Varions -council:-; of the Knights 
of Columlms formed a guard oi 
honor. The Archbishop of Ngxv Or­
leans delivered the opening -address. 
At the closing session the Armories 
were not only -crowded, but about 15.- 
000 people xvere outside imable to find 
entrance, and outdoor addresses were 
delivered-

, Large sums of money xvere con­
tributed by wealthy American Cath­
olics in sums ranging from $100 up 
to $5,000, while many promised to 
the yearly subscriptions sums as high ' 
as $1,000.

Father Laeombe, who knew Chi­
cago as a little village 50 years ago, 
had during his stay mny interesting 
discoveries, finding 1,400,000 Cath­

olics in the city with 140 churches 
end chapels where half a century ago 
one little church met the needs of 
the entire Catho-lio population. Dur­
ing his triup into the States Father 
Lacmlx: v ad ted his old friends, J.

Hill and Archbishop Ireland, at- 
St. Paul. He will remain a few days 
acre and at St. Albert before retimi­
ng to his hermitage at Pincheir Creek
