The majority of the Conservative can-
didates in North Alberta are tunning as
independent, giving a promise of support
to the government. The premier will
have a large crowd of supporters on
nomination day.

R. B. Bennett is not merely the C. P.
R. solicitor, his friends say. That is
correct.

The only Labor candidate yet nmomin-
ated is Donald McNab; late member for
Lethbridge, whe will ‘contest the ecity
constituency..

FROM THE RUINS

Cyclone Left Brinkley, Ark., Deso-|
late—Thotisand People Are
Homeless.

Brinkley, Ark., Mar. 9—When dark-
ness fell tonight and stopped the
rescue work 29 bodies had been re-
covered from the ruins of yesterday’s
tornado and fire. Omne thousand
houses are destroyed, hundreds of
people injured and 1,000 rendered
homeless and destitute, which is near-
ly one-third of the total population.
Martial law has been declared. Brink-
ley is devastated, not more than-fifty
homes escaping damage. There are
but three storehouses fit for occu-
pancy. One is now used as a morgue,
the other as an emergency ‘hospital
and the third is the sole remaining
restaurant.

Relief Promptly Given.

Visitors and relief parties poured in
today from Little Rock, Forrest City,
Helena, Clarenda, Duvall Bluff, Mem-
phis and other neighboring towns and
cities. Twenty-five or thirty of the
severely wounded were placed aboard
a special train and taken to little
Rock, where they were cared for in
St. Vincenit’s hospital. The remaining
injured were lodged in St. John’s Ro-
man Catholic church, the only church
left intact in the city. The bodies of
the white dead were taken to Forrest
City to be prepared for burial as the
local undertaking establishments are
totally wrecked. Coffins were secur-
ed from meighboring towns for the
negro dead and their bodies will be
interred tomorrow.

Governor Donaghey and party from
Little Roek arrived at 2 o’clock this
afternoon. He at once proclaimed
martial law and ordered out three
companies of the State Guards.

Cyclone Hits Georgia.

Cuthbert, Ga., Mar. 9—The central
seéction of Cuthbert is in ruins tonight
as the result of the destructive work
of a cyclone which swept through the
city this evening. It is known that
six are dead and a mumber injured.
The ruins are being searched and it
is feared that the death list will be
large. The property loss, it is esti-
mated, will be considerably over
$100,000. The storm playéd havoe with
telegraphic and lighting Wwires.” As a
result the town is in darkness-and
phis has made-the task-of locating-and
aring for the dead and injured ex-
tremely hazardous. There were about
35 loaded freivhi cars on the railroad
track and these were. .all destroyed.
