THE LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.
Both in the Baltic provinces and 

along the Dneister River, heavy fight­
ing continues between the Icassians 
and the Austrians and Germans with­
out, however, any very material 
change in the situation. The move­
ment forward and backward of the 
battle lines in the Baltic provinces is 
almost continual. Each side has at 
various times held the advantage. In 
Galicia the scene of the fighting is 
changed. The Germans are baulked 
in the effort to reach Le.mburg from 
the south, and have commenced an 
attack on the Russians on the River 
San, north of Przemysl and along the 
Dneister on southeastern Galicia. In 
their report last nighht they claim to 
have been successful in both sectors. 
The movement southeast resembles 
that which failed further up the 
Dneister at Zwiawza, but is on a 
wider scale. The right wing of the 
Austro-German army is only twcuty 
miles from the Roumanian frontier, 
while its left wing reaches as far as 
Halicz, where many attacks have 
been delivered against the bridge 
head. The centre of the operations 
is Kolomea from which point the 
main attacks which have carried the 
Germanic Allies across the Dneister 
at several places, have been launch­
ed. Simultaneously the Germans are 
proceeding with the attack on the 
Russian centre at Rawka River, west 
o*f Warsaw, where they have also 
been successful, according to their 
report. In the western zone, artil­
lery engagements are in progress 
from the sea to the Woevre and even 
iicyond that district, with here and 
there infantry fighting. The French 
attempted to force the Germans at 
some points out of their strongly en­
trenched positions. The Germans have 
been endeavoring to recover lost 
ground. A big German offensive was 
predicted several days ago. but so far 
it has not materialized, although it is 
still expected. With Monfalcone and 
Gradisca in their hands, the Italians 
have begun the attack on Gorizia, 
further up the Isonzo River, one of 
the Austrians most strongly fortified 
frontier positions. The Italians have 
already cut communications north 
and south of the town, so that it now 
depends entirely on a difficult moun­
tain road eastward.

DEADLY FRENCH ARTILLERY.
PARIS, To-day.

When the French troops captured 
the important position before Farm 
Toutvent, writes the official eyewit­
ness, on the French battle front, they 
found nothing remaining of the for­
midable fortifications installed there, 
hut masses of debris, so deadly had 
been our artillery. Continuing, the 
writer says, the position was held by 
the 170th Baden Regiment, 1,000 men 
not one of whom escaped death or 
capture. Two other companies of 200 
men each, also were almost destroy­
ed.

ASKING FOU OUR STEEL SHIPS.
In business circles it is said that 

the Russian Government are now and 
have been in communication for a 
while past with steamer owners here 
discussing the probabilities of ac­
quiring some of our ships of the ice­
breaking type to be used in keeping 
open the passage to Archangel next 
winter. We hear that the Russian 
authorities have made an offer for one 
or more of the Ventures and it is not 
at all unlikely that, at least, one of 
them will change hands during the 
early part of the autumn season. If 
the negotiations going on for the pur­
chase of our other steel clads as well 
as the Ventures materialize, then next 
year’s sealfishery will be prosecuted 
by the smallest fleet on record.

NOTE MODIFIED AFTER BRYAN 
SENT IN HIS RESIGNATION.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Former Secretary of State, Bryan, 

who resigned his portfolio rather 
than sign the second note to Germany, 
issued another statement on Satur­
day, declaring the note materially re­
vised, following the presentation of 
his resignation. It is true, said Bry 
an, that I saw the final draft of the 
note just before my resignation took 
effect, and it contained an important 
change. I had no knowledge of this 
change at the time my resignation | 
was tendered and accepted. This I 
change, while very much softening 
the note, was not sufficient in my 
judgment, to justify me asking per­
mission to withdraw my resignation. | 
“Wliat was the change in the note?’ , 
Bryan w-as asked. “I cannot discuss 
that," he replied. It was suggested 
the clause added to the note was that 
saying the States would entertain 
any evidence Germany might have 
that officials of this Government had 
not thoroughly performed the duty of 
examining the Lusitania before her 
departure to sea. “She was not arm­
ed for offensive action.’’ Bryan only 
smiled at the suggestion. Secretarj 
of State Lansing declined to discuss 
the changes made in the note.

CONVOYED REPRESENTATIVE.

NEW YORK, To-day.
The Tribune says: “Great Britain 

made certain by a convoy of destroy­
ers, that Col. F. M. House, President 
Wilson’s personal representative, 
wouldn’t he molested on his way out 
of the war zone, and his arrival here 
yesterday on the American Liner St. 
Paul, was likewise safeguarded by 
Dudley Field Malone, Collector of the 
Port.” It was said that these pre­
cautions were due to the fact that 
Col. House bore important messages 
for President Wilson from London, 
and the British Foreign Office was 
determined they should not go astray 
through German undersea interfer­
ence.

The offer to mediate be­
tween Germany and Britain will un- j 
questionably be accepted by the Ger- I 
man Government, and it mediation 
fails, it will be Britain’s fault. The 
Zeitung finds the arguments contain­
ed in the American Note quite uncon­
vincing.

BANK FISHERY..
The bank fishery this year promises 

to be the best on record. Skipper Tom 
Hollett of Burin has over 3,000 quin­
tals landed now and is getting his 
caplin baiting for the voyage on the 
Grand Banks. Capt. John Lewis is 
amongst the high liners and has over 
2.000 quintals under salt. He got his 
caplin supply in Fortune Bay and 
sailed Saturday last for Grand Banks. 
Big catches have also been secured 
by other well known successful bank­
ers on the S. W. coast. Caplin have 
struck in everywhere along the coast. 
At Marystown the waters are teem­
ing with these fishes and everything

RICHARD POWER.

With regret we chronicle the pass­
ing of Mr. Richard Power, a well 
known cooper of this city, whose 
death occurred at his late residence, 
Springdale Street, yesterday. The 
deceased had been ailing for some 
time past, and death was not alto­
gether unexpected.

In the let­
ter which was sent to his parents he 
enclosed a card which he had receiv­
ed from Major General Snow, com­
mending him for his bravery. The 
reference the hero made to the card 
was as follows: “I want you to take 
care of it for me. You know liow 1 
got it. Anyhow, it is a memento of 
the war and not a bad keepsake if 
anything happens to me.’’ The card 
will indeed be a keepsake for his par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Edward Baldwin, 
and will help to sweeten their sorrow 
while mourning the loss of the brave 
soldier son. Only the day before he 
died he received the full corporal’s 
^tripes for bravery, and had he lived 
his promotion to sergeant was assur­
ed. To Mr. and Mrs. Baldwin the 
sympathy of the entire community will 
be extended.
