Vancouver, Aug. 3—The C. P. R.
machinists and fitters are out on strike,
from Fort William to Vancopver. The
strike was ordered this morning from
Winnipeg. In May last the machinists
asked the company to adopt their
schedule of prices and rules that had
been arranged by the union. Accord-
ing to machinists interviewed, the com-
pany have been requested to adopt the
union schedule; but the company stated
that they could not afford to increase
wages, owing to the partial failure of
the Northwest wheat crop. The union
schedule contains a -great number of
clauses, but besides the rate of  pay
asked there are but three clauses con:
sidered by the strikers as of import-
ance.

As far as the Vancouver shops are
concerned, the union ask that the mini-
mum rate of wages be 30 cents an hour
for machi{;ists—it is now 28,cents—and

35 cents for gang bosses. The réfusal
of the company to grant this rate of
pay and comply with the three ciguses
referred - to caused the strike. The
clauses are as follows: :

cording to a special despatch from
Shanghai, dated August 3, the advanc-
ing columpn of the allies was reported
yesterday’ to have reached a point 35
miles beyond Tien Tsin. Nothing from
any other point corroborates this state-
ment. In fact the Standard goes so
far as to say that it fears the real ad-
wance, apart from preliminary meas-
ures, has not yet begun.

Tien Tsin despatches dated July 30
tell of an action which is termed a
« reconnaissance between the Japanese

and Chinese” two miles beyond the
Hsiku arsenal, in which the Japanese
withdrew after suffering 30 casualties.

The Tien Tgin correspondent of the
Standard, under date of July 27, de-
clares that the Americans and Germans
have been ordered to move forward
without waiting for the British.

No News From Tien Tsin and
Conjectures Are Therefore
Rife.

Sheng Objects to Shanghai Set-
tiements Taking Steps for

Tien Tsin, Aug. 1, via Chee Foo, Aug.
4.1t is reported that the Chinese have
broken the canal bank, flooding the
country between Tien Tsin and Pekin.

Thirty thousand Boxers are eight
miles north of Tien Tsin, and a battle is
expected.

London, Aug. 5—(3:50 a.m.)—Last
night's despatches add nothing to the
general information concerning the pro-
gress of events in China.

Although the agents of the cable com-
panies at Tien Tsin on July 30 asserted
that the censorship of press despatches
had been abolished, it is evident that
correspondents are not allowed to cable
any account of the advance in the direc-
tion of Pekin.

According to a despatch %-om Shang-
hai, dated August 3, the principal oppo-
sition will be met 20 miles west of Tien
Tsin, where it is stated the ®@hinese
have extensive obstructions. Mines are
said to have been located under the rail-
:vastr, the line apparently being left in-
act.

Sheng, the administrator of telegraphs
and railways, objected to the measures
for the defence of the foreign settle-
ments, the enrolment of volunteers, and
the presence of numerous warships, and
asked the foreign consuls to suspend
these measures.

The British consul replied by pointing
out that the measures were only intend-
ed to strengthen the hands of the lawful
Chinese authorities against disorder.
