There is now quite a fleet of liners en
route to Victoria. As was told yester-
day, the ocean docks presented a very
animated scene on Tuesday as the re-
sult of the eoming of four large ocean
carriers of an aggregate tomnage of
over 20,000 tons, and there is equally as
much tomnage now on the, Pacific en
route to this port. The big China Mu-
tual liner, which is _now_completing the
last Jeg of her maiden voyage around
<he world, left Yokohama,on the 14th
for. tlngrgort, and is due here on Tues-
day. e steamer Olympia, of the
‘Northern Paeific line, left Yokohama on
Saturday last for Vietoria, and is due
on. the 2nd prox. The steamer Tesa
Maru, of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha line
left Yokolfama on Tuesday, and she is
expeeted to arrive at the .ocean doeks
on the 5th prox., when the steamer
Shinano Maru will sail outward for the
Orient. The Kaga Maru left-Hongkeng
on her return voyage to Victoria and
the Sound on Tuesday?

The steamer Oanfa, which is due on
Tuesday npext, is - bringing a heavy
freight to be landed at Victoria, and she
will be at the ocean docks fer several
days putting out freight. She has near-
ly 1,700 tons of freight to discharge
here. 'This is made up of 275 tons of
general cargo for Viectoria merchants
from Liverpool, Europe, and thé Orient,
185 tens of naval sfores and supplies
from England for the naval forees, 75
tons of general cargo for San Francisco,
which is to be discharged here for trans-
shipment South, and 1,147 tons of steel
rails, cannery supplies and merchandise
for Vancouver, whicl is in all probabil-
ity, to be put out at the ocean docks
for transhipment to the Mainland.

David and William Henderson, of Glas-
gow. She is a sister ship of the fine
steamer Ning Chow, which was so much
admired on her recent visit to this port.
The Oanfa is 497ft. long over all, 58ft.
3in. broad, and 35ft. 10in. deep, with a
gross tonnage of 7,600 tons. The build-
ers also constructed the machinery,
which consists of twin-screw triple-ex-
pansjon engines,” with  cylinders 23in.,
38%in, and 65%in. in diameter by 48in.
