An unaually flagrant charivari outrage 
was brought to notice in a case tried yes­

74 years of age, who lives in Scarboro’ 
township, near Highland Creek. On the 
1st of December a gang of youths got up a 
charivari, threw stni.e*. rotten eggs and 
cordwood at his ho *, ,md fired off guns 
and otherwise annoyed the family. Six 
young men appeared before the justices 
yesterday ; Thomas Camps, Seneca Mosier, 
David Hosier, Wm.

The prisoners 
were committed for trial oil two charges, 

of unlawful assembling and the other 
of assault.
