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POINTS ON THE RAILWAY QUESTION.

The principal points which we bave en-
deavored to make on the railway question
may be recapitulated as under :

1. The present position stated. From
twelve to thirteen million dollars given to
Ontario Jocal railways by the province and
by municipalities together, nearly three-
fourths of the whole to railways within the
western peninsula.  These millions were
voted in the belief that it was for the public
inteérest to do so, and that " competition
would be established and maintained all
over the province. Result : the local roads
unsble to run themselves, their bonds
bought up by speculators at from ten to
fifty cents on the dollar, and the roads
themselves handed over to the control of
the great through line companies. The,
failure of competition by these roads shown®
to be complete and decisive beyond all’
denial. This point—the failure and col- -
lapse of that competition which the local
roads were expected to maintain, is proved:
so conclusively that no opening for even a
pretence of denial is left. e

2. As to railway competition and the
balance of power. Competition by the
Jocal railway, having vanished before our
eyes like a dissolving view, or ‘‘the base-
less fabric of a vision,” what next?
This answer is offered : Let it be our
policy now to establish, to secure, and to
perpetuate competition between the great
through lines. This is positively our only
resource, short of buying up all the rail-
ways and making them the property of
the commonwealth, As the latter proposal
is certainly not now within the domain of
practical policy, in Canada, the former is
really * Hobson’s choice” for us—either
this or none. -Besides the secured and sus-
tained competition of the great through
railways, what other plan of competition.
can anybody suggest ?

3. But, whatever view may be taken of
this or the plan for se maintaining compe-
tition that it shall be fair both te the
companies and the public, one thing is
clear enough. We must have the competi-
tion before we can regulate or maintain it.
We cannot regulate what does not exist :
if the thing be not tkere, it is labor lost
to sit contriving how we shall keep it up
and make it work. The point having been
settled that competion kept up between the
great through railways is practically our
only resource, the question—between what
railways ? presents itself at once.

4. There are just“three great lines thut
need be named: the Grand Trunk, the

— Great Western, and the Canadian Pacific.
The latteris not yetat h road, but scon
will be ; we may take that/as a thing set-
tled. The Grand Trunk is already a
through road on Canadian| soil, from Lake
Huron to Quebec, with American connec-
tions east and west besides. That the Ca-
nadian Pacific will also have its American
connections both east and west is certain.
The Great Western does a large through
traffic by means of its American connec”
tions, but on Canadian soil it stops short
at Toronto. Give the road an eastern Ca-
nadian extension through to Montreal, and
to natural deep water at Quebec, joining
rails also with the Intercolonial and other
eastern roads leading down by the sea, and
we should then have three roals through
to the Canadian sealioard on Canadian ter-
ritory, instead of two only. Once the

. Great Western had this new eastern Cana-
dian outlet, iv would be strong enough to
keep it.

5. With the Grand Trunk and the Canadian
Pacific in perpetual competition we would

* have only two roads to carry through for
us; with the Great Western added we
would have three. What jidea can we
form of the difference it would make to us
to have the three great lines through to
our owh seaboard, instead of having two
only? Itis keeping quite within the mark
to say that for the interest of Canadian
trade and traffic generally three roads would
be, not merely a little better, but immensely
better than two roads only. A request to
make moral estimate of a certain difference
was once met by Dr. Johnson with the re-

It can be most distinctly affirm-
ed that efforts towards amalgamation have
ALWAYS come from the Grand Trunk side,
never from the side of the Great Western.
Such efforts were ,renewed with great
vigor only last. year, London board meet-
ings’ furnishing occasions for placing the
matter before shareholders, and before the
public generally. Now the Ontario local
house is made the arena of the attack';
within its halls the sameold game of - ag-
gression against the Grand Truok’s most
inconvenient rival is continued. ' Both in
England and in Canada the desperate effort
to get the Great Western out of the way is
‘kept up. That once accomplished,
the Grand Truok would be un-
checked and uncontrolled in this province,
and in more than one sense we would be
ruled with a rod of iron. As we have al-
ready said, the Grand Trunk would
speedily enter into sole possession, and
would proceed to .administer on the estate
of the provinee of Ontario, lately de-
ceased! How do the people of Ontario,
and their representatives in the legislature,
like the prospect? How does it present
itself te Mr. Mowat’s governmenf, Who

! have the power to stay destroying hands,

and who for the use which they make of
the power, on this most momentous occa-
sion, will be held responsible? Certain in-
nocent-looking little railway bills, profess-
ing to create new competition, are in reality
attacks on Great Western outworks, ‘in-
tended to force surrender of the citadel, in
which event competition would be ex-
tinguished at once, from Windsor and Sar-
nia in the west to Montreal in the east.

8. The illusory offer of new competition
alongaforty miles distance between Toronto
and Hamilton is the merest bait for gud-
geons, If we swallow it, then for the sake
of a promised forty miles competition, we
not only putat hazard the competition we
already enjoy along & thousand miles of
railroad, east of this. point with present
western_connections maintained, which we
are sure to have soon if only mischievous
hands be held off. For a penny’s worth of
competition we are asked to put a pound’s
worth at risk ; and we 'should be penuny
wise and pound foolish to do so. 1t would
be the old story of the dog and the shadow
over again,

9. Ttis .a most extraordinary fact that
some of the men who are now trying to
gull the country with promises of new com-
petition going west from Toronto, or round
to Buffalo, are the very men who have before
the House a bill for combining together six
local roads, the intention being to put the
whole concern under the control of the
Grand Trunk, and thus wholly to extinguish
competition east of Toronto, down to the
toot of the lake or further. Their game is
—competition west, combination east.
Give them their way, let the Great Western
be forced into amalgamation, and competi-
tion would quickly disappear west of
Toronto, as it is now vanishing to the east
of this city. The cool audacity of profess-
ing to offer competition between Toronto
and Hamilton, while before our eyes en-
gaged in crushing it out between Toronto
and Kingston, s positively outrageous.
Are our legislators dummies, to let even
the .attempt be made thus to impose on
public credulity, without sharply question-
ing the promoters as to what they mean by
professing to offer competition westward,
while doing their best to strangle it alto-
gether to the eastward ¢ 5

It. takes the despatch of the federal gov-
ernment as an intimation that the latter
intend to reject and disregard the award of
the . boundary commission. Mr. Mowat
then goes 'on to shew why he thinks that
awng shonld be received and how, accord-
ing to the ethics of nations, it is the recog-
nized and bounden duty of the govern-
ment to give that award parlismentary
sar ction, or do their best to obtain it ; nor
are changes in the personnel of either gov-
ernment allowed to affect the obligation.

Mr. Mowat next cites that many circum-
stances give exceptional force to his con-
tention that the federal authorities should
accept the award. Among these are the
facts that though the award was made on
Aug- 3, 1878, and though a change of gov-
ernment took place on Oct. 17 following, the
new government gave no intimation of
their intention of repudiating the award till
1880.

Bt even if the parliament of Canada
withholds its sanction, Mr. Mowat still re-
fuses t6 admit that the award has no legal
force. .He thinks that the powers incident
to executive authority are of sufficient ex-
tent to settle the question.

He next contends that the award made
was really the true legal boundary and not
a mere comvertional one,

In answer to ‘the  proposition of the
féderal igovernment that the question be
Jeft to the supreme court of Canada for
adjudication, Mr. Mowat declines point
blank.on the grounds that it would . create
years of further delay and involve great ad-
ditional labor and expense.
