‘“Tx;li mnq!gxi: in moving the report said,
on the gross revenue of £35,929 there was
an increase of £762, while on the working
expenses, taken as & whole, there was a
decrease of £239. The nef resplt of the

ear’s proceedings wasa balance of £12,159,
{eing an increase of - £71, and he had no
doubt the proposal to absorb £8000 of that
in dividend would meet with approval. In
ardinary circumstances the larger porxor-
eion 3f the balance of £4159 wn?l be
spplied to the reserve fund. Owing to
£5800 of losses on loans in Manitoba, and
£1552 stolen by a clerk in the Toronto
office, a large sum would have to be written
off.

H. A. Begg, Glasgow, remarked that
the directors had evidently uﬁ:eotod to
take the advice given them when they
began business in Manitobs, Had they
never advanced more than one-half of the
forced selling price he did not see how, in
the short space of three years, they should
have to write off £5,800. ' It seemed ‘to
him _that the connection between that
company and fhe Scottish ‘Ontario and
Manitoba Land company was far too close,
and had a great effect in pulling down the
value of their shares as an investment.

Robert Blackie, Glasgow, was afraid
that of the £4000 of interest due on mort-
gages a half would require to be: written
off. On the whdle, the T-ocpeot did not
present & thriviog state 0! affairs, but, on
the contrary, was of such a serious charac-
ter as to call for the greatest caution.

R. D, Millar, Glasgow, thought the
advising board in.Canada & happy combi-
nation for the benefit of the borrowers, It
was extraordinary that the directors had
not asked W. B. Scarth, now manager of
the Northwest Land company, to resign
his seat, Of course hé had plenty of land
to sell, and his brother could belp him to
advance money for that purpose; while the
other members were lawyers, to whose
mills grist would be brought in the making
of deeds, etc.

W. W. Carstairs, Kilmarnock, was,
of opinion that they had already had too
gauch of Scarth, Cochrane & Co., and that
the connection between that and the other
company wastoo close, It seemed to him
that they had lost confidence in the advis-
ing board in Canada,and should send some-
body out to look after it,

Mr. Begg asked if they had no system of
gecurity or check upon olerks handling
large sums of money.

The Marquis of Tweeddale answered
that they had considered the establish-
ment of & guarantee fund, but found it a
eostly mode of protecting themselves.

John Scoular, Hillhead, complained that

Robert Young, Glasgow, one of the
directors, said if the gentleman thought
any money had been advanced by the
company to the Northwest Land company
he was mistaken.

Mr. Rowat explained what was objected

Hugh Wright of Alticry, another of the
directors, denied that the  connnection
between that company and the Scottish
Ontario and Manitoba had been detri-
mental to their interests, and contended
that, on the other hand, they had indirectly
received some: benefit. In regard to the
Messrs, Scarth,nothing of the kind insinu-
ated had occurred,

Mr. Millar stated that he would press
his motion ' in the event of its being
séconded, which it wasnot.

Neil M’'Millan, Glasgow, moved an
amendment, that as no money had been
made, the £8000 should not be absorbed in
dividend, but should be carried forward till
next morning.

Dugald M'Millan seconded the amend-
ment,

James Henderson, Glasgow, pointed out
that the reserve fund was provided to meet
such an emergency.

M. Milligan, Rev. - W. Frizzell and
others, The burden of the speeches was
that the Sunday newepaper was a gigantic
evil which threatened to overthrow the
ganotity of the Lord's day and
lead to innumerable other evils. Such
adjectives as *‘flagrant,” “‘outrageous,”
toriminal” and the like were freely used in
condemning ~the ~ publicatien of papers
containing the latest Northwest news, and
thereby allaying public anxiety asto the
fate of the troops. But with one excep-
tion, the speakers said nothing of an offen-
give nature aghinst the publishers person:
ally. This exception was Rev. G. M.
Milligan, whose remarks about ‘‘some of
them being tramps” were coarse and un-
worthy of his cloth.

Two resolutions were adopted, pledging
the society’to “‘seck the suppression of the
evil,” and a deputation was appointed to
wait upon the police commiseioners and
ask them to enforce the law, the chizf con-
stable being regarded as one who had neg-
lected his duty.

Mr. De Souza—I desire to be respectful.
I'wish you to understand that I respect
fully decline to be seated because my duty
will not permit.

The court—Your language is respectful,
but your actions are not so,

Mr. De Souza—That is my misfortune,
I must perform my duty.

The court—Again we say we shall have
to ‘call upon the sheriff,

Mr, De Souza—It would be the first
ime that such a personal outrage was ever
ommitted upon the bar, The indignity is

not on me, who have done what others
have’ done before, but #pon you who,
disregarding precedent, have oéered me
personal violence.
