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What Havé I Done?

Dalton McCarthy, Col. O'Brien and Nich-
olas Flood Davin (a glorious Irish Trinity)
wvoted against the Government on the Mo~
Greevy-Langevin matter. They also voted
against the Opposition, and ‘stood apart in
spirited disagreement with = both parties.
‘When''the  McCarthy-O’Brien ‘amendment
was put its framers alone supported it, the
Regina statesman having taken a position
of solemn loneliness apart from ‘those apart.

The difference between these men and the
party consisted in a subtle question as to the
culpability of Bir Hector Langevin for the
evil practices discovered in his department.
That evil practices had been discovered and
required punishment was as freely asserted
by the Government as by its opponents.
The difference was that the Government
elaimed that the late minister did not know of
the rascality ; the Opposition claimed be did
know and: was enge a rascal; while Mo-
Carthy claimed that neither conten-
tion was justified by evidence and no decision
could rightly be come at until Perley had
spoken his knowledge.- He thought party
friendship made the Government premature
in acquitting Sir Hector, while party enmity
made the Opposition premature in condemn-
ing him. b

On the sound principle that punishment
must be dealt out to those who were con-
victed of perpetrating frauds upon the coun-
try, the Government, the Opposition and the
dissentient ministeralists all agreed. A ques-
tion of blame divided them,

It will be long remembered that McCarthy,
O'Brien and Davin voted against the
Government when it declared Sir
Hector guiltless, Every Reform paper
will talk about it in the loudest possible
voice, and misinterpret the cause of differ-
ence in the ministerial camp. But though
they will quote McCarthy as a fit and proper
person to decide what is iniquitous—as one
who in condemning the Government was
necessarily right, they will not attach weight
to his bold arraignment of Mr, Laurier.

“If ever a gentleman was bought and
sold, it is the gentleman who leads the Op
position in this House,” said Mr. McCarthy
He thought the leader of the Opposition
should hesitate; to condemn Sir Hector
Langevin, or charge the late Premier with

- placating constityencies, when he himself
had bargained for a whole province and paid
cash down. Mr, Laurier and Mr, Mercier had
come to adistinct understanding that on pay-
ing.the sum of $400,000 the latter would turn
over Quebec to the former, and the speaker
produced a telegram showing the existence
of such a bargain. He considered that Mr.
Laurier’s action was far.more reprehensible
than that of Sir Hector Langevin. More,
Mr. Ldurier had pledged himself to support
the demands of Quebec upon the Federal
treasury and to satisfy those demands on
gaining power.

The leader of the Opposition feeling expos
ure coming could but ask and iterate “What
have I done?” Done—bound and indentured
to the greedy Premier of Quebed, pledged to
open the Dominion treasury at his knock and
let him wrongfully continue his riot
ous vregime at she Federal ex-
pense—he had done enough. Sitting
in Parl#iment as leader of the Opposition he
sought to purchase power by bargaining that
if Mercier would use his nefarious enginery
ia his behalf and elevate him to office he
would in turn grant the excessive demands
of the Quebec Premier and recoup the cri p-
pled finances of that ill-managed Province.
Not alone would the completion of that
venal bargain mean the granting of demands
made in the Quebec Legislature and at the
Interprovincial Couference; but once Mer-
cier was in a position to demand and com-
mand these concessions he would be ina
position to exact whatever else he longed for.
The tool being in place the industrious
mechanic of Tourouvre would not let it be
dle. Pacaud has for years been in training

The truth is Mr., Laurier, rendered
desperate by many defeats, has at last sold
himself to the devil = The unholy bargain
will end in his confusion, for the imp in
question eaninot carry out his part, having a
purely local influence. Ontario and all the
other Provinces will not permit Mercier to
freely loot the Federal treasury. Small pecu-
lations are bad enough and must be stopped
with terrific suddenness, but where con-
tractors made off with hundreds Mercier
would bear away tens of thousands,

23 wooden bin against your wall, about three

The sketch in my last article of a class of
outdoor pit, which Ihave found valuable,
was intended to point outa way whereby
the water carriage system oan be used with-
out carrying closets into the house.

My suggestion thet lanes should be paved
with asphalt was made in view of two facts:
first, that a_large appropriation is proposed
to pave the city lanes with cobble stoning;
secondly, that havingused plank on cedar
sleepers for many years, I find that, count-
ing the cost of renewals, asphalt would have
been the cheapest. We must consider that
lanes are narrow, that there are owners on
each side, and that, therefore, with the usnal
assistance from the city, the cost would be
very slight to each owner.

With reference to the advisability of
adopting the dry-earth system, I would simply
say that, having been in my time in
most of the principal towns and cities of
England, Scotland, the United States and
Canada, I have found the water carriage
system general in every one. Where, at
great expense, a system of sewers has been
established, the effort should be to utilize

them, and not to put the already overtaxed |P

citizens to double expense by creating a new
system, which new system, to my mind,
offers no advantage whatever,  For instance,
it would be vetter I think to have pits care-
fully cleaned out every six months than to
have refuse carried away from the houses
every few days, unless, indeed, it Qe con-
sidered an advantage to employ a fresh army
of- officials to do the latter work. ,

‘Every few days a supply of fresh earth
must be brought and a quantity of foul earth
taken away. = This must be carried (if frosv
is to be kept away) along stairs and passages
through the recesses of the houses, and who
i8 to do it? “Oh,” say someone of this grand
army of directors who have lately sprung
upon us (and it is a wonder how we ever
lived till now without them; and, by the
way, we had less typhoid without them) *‘let
the scavengers do it.” Why, the scavengers
are as hard-wdrked and as useful a body of
men as we have. They have quite enough to
do. As to whether an out-door system such
as they speak of will answer, let them prove
it possible in the frost if they can. But do
not give them power to destroy the property
of those who have built the city till they
show, by something more solid than talk,
that they can do better,

It is to be considered also, that theclass of
houses in Toronto, where it is proposed to in-
troduce these sweeping reforms, are abso-
lutely unfitted for them. They were built
for out-door arrangements, and generally
have no means for preserving inside methods
from frost in winter, nor are their drains
generally fit for the reception of a water car-
riage system. Lately, possessing such a
house, I added a sinall room to it with what
are called the modern conveniences, which,
with the drains, cost me six hundred dollars.
Very few of eur gld-fashioned houses could,
with any hope of profit, afford such an out-
lay. In the oldér parts of the city the pits
should be regularly cleaned and, as the oider
houses are replaced ty new ones, the water-
carriage system should be adopted. To do
this it is only necessary that the city officials
take care that new houses be properly con-
structed, But this is easier said than done,
I hold letters from Mayor Howland (written
in his term of office) promising that
certain bylaws should be respected, which re-
main unrespected to this day. But if the
officials did their duty it isevident that, from
the thousands of new houses erected in most
years, we should rapidiy change toa new
system.

Gentlemen in charge of these matters
should remember that by advocating great
reforms at once, w ¢ the mass of éxperi-
enced men tnink too sWeping, they deprive
themselves of the public confidence and
weaken themselves in dealing with smaller
matters, their efforts in which might other-
wise have received more general support.
No matter what laws may be passed for the
management of a city mo law which the
reasoning masses consider tyrannical or silly
can be enforced. Juries will refuse verdicts,
judges will refuse decisions.

Your readers know my opinion in refer-
ence to the class of citizens proper to manage
a city bealth department, They should not,
I think, be physicians, The health of ;%y
is regulated by the hard-working men” who
plan its yards, lanes, cellars, and drains,

As to ‘establishing the cheap system our’

present board apparently advocate—an out-
door dry earth method—it seems to me im-
possible in our climate. But, to test the
matter, instead of giving these peoplethe im-
possible and mnonsensical powers they ask,
why not let them experimient on 'some one
small section till spring, and we shall see
what they can do.

The Tarte Charges.
[From The Hamilton Spectator -(staunch Con-
servative).]

The ‘Tarte charges were disposed of last
night by the House of Commons., The report
of the minority, embraced in Mr. Davies’
amendment, was rejected by a majority of
21; the report of the majority was accepted
by a majority of 15, The first division was
on straight party lines; in the second Messrs.

$10,000 to Sir, Hector Langevin, which the
latter did nbdt expect to be called upon to
repay, and upon which he paid no interest.
Thowas McGreevy and Sir Hector were very
intimate; and McGreevy made Sir Hector’s
house his home when he was in Ottawa.
Robert McGreevy was a member of the firm
of Larkin, Connolly & Co,, having an inter-
est to the extent of 30 per cent. in its profits;
but he put in no capital and did not assist in
the councils or operations of the company.
Thomas' McGreevy received large sums of
money from the firm directly; and other
sums from his brother, apparently in repay~<
ment of money advanced to Robert by Tho-
mas in former enterprises. Thomas secured
information, arranged contracts and in othér
ways used his position and his iofluence in
favor of the firm. Every contract made
by the firm with the department, or with
the Quebec Harbor Commission, was changed
after letting, and every change inured to
the benefit of the contractors. A change
in the size of stone used in the Esquimalt
dock was made at the solicitation of the
contractors, because they found a quarry
which made large stone cheaper for the con-
tractors than the smaller stone originally
stipulated for. The department, in assent-
ing to the changs, made it a condition that
the price could not be increased; and the
contractors agreed to that. condition. . Yet
a large sum of money was paid them for the
change made in their ir‘erest, which put
them to no additional :pense. Engineers
who were not satisfac to the contractors
were removed, and s apoointed who
were satisfactory, accepted presents
from the contractors, & * | who procured con-
fidential information sought by the contrac-
tors. ' And other transactions were in line
with these.

Stable Ameri-
can houses, he declared, were making 'Kr?-
parations to face a silver crisis, which is
now inevitable, by making gold purchases
in Europe. : ; : .

When asked' if such a orisis was inevit-
able, Mr. Giffen replied: ‘“In- my opinion it
is impossible to avert'it. ‘The United States
has become overloaded with paper currency.
The issue of silver certificates to the amount
of £12,000,000 annually was a gross legis-
lative mistake, and is bound to bring a
crash speedily.”
