CARRIED HIS HKAD ON A SABRE,

Venezulean Insurgents Win'a Victory and
K1l the Government Commander.

MARAcATBO, Venezuela, Maj 17.—Con-
Srmation of the capture of the city of Boli-
var by the insurgents, and -news of the
death of the commander of the Government
forces, Gen. Santiago Rodil, has been re-
ceived here.

The rebel chieftain, Gonzales Gil, rode
into Bolivar at the head of a column of
cavalry nearly 1600 strong and captured
the town, little resistance being offered by
Rodil’s deputy, who had been left in charge.

Next day, fearing the return of General
Rodil with a strong force, Gil retired to
the mountains, :

On the second day after Gil's raid Gene-
ral Rodil re-entered the city with a large
number of recruits and veterans. He was
exasperated at the state of things in Boli-
var, and condemned a half dozen military
officers whom he found in the city to be
shot because they had not defeated the
rebel leader. He then started in pursuit of
Gil, but before reachin the insurgents’
camp his troops Tevol ted, took him
prisoner, and demanded immediate counter-
manding of the order to shoot certain of
their comrades at sunset. “Rodil refused to
give the order and was shot, and the soldiers
Tode back into Belivar and found that town

Colonial Circles Discuss the Refusal of

“England to Sanction the Boud-Blaine
Treaty—Sir Charles Tupper ofl Imper-
ial Federation—The Behring Sen Ques-
tion—1rish Newspaper Disputes.

Loxpoy, May 17.—The final decision of
the British Gdvernment to decline to assent
to the Bond-Blaine convention is much dis-
cussed in colonial circles. Lord Knutsford
was most anxious to show Newfoundland
every consideration, but Canada’s reasons
against the Imperial sanction left no alter-
native but to'adhere to the position held
for a century—that Newtoundland’s nego-
tiations with the United States must

roceed pari passu with the negotiations
getween the United States and Canada.

The Colonial Office has no wish to drive
Newfoundland, but is more than ever
convinged thag the best interests of the
colony lie in aycordial association with Can-

ada. &

Yesterday & man
named Windle was arrested at Botford for
assaulting a cook named Hannah Cardock in
a railway carriage near Babywort.

The assault was committed in the com-
gartment of a train on the Manchester,

Sheffield & Lincolnshire Railway.

When the train arrived at the East Ret-
ford station the guard noticed that the door
of Miss Cordock’s compartment was open.
He went to close it and found the young
woman half lying in the corner of the seat.
Her bonnet lay on the floor, her waist was
torn at the neck and her skirt was full of
rents. Her hair was down, and she was so
dazed that he was obliged to ask her three
times what was the matter before she could
rouse_ herself sufficiently to tell him.

She then told5 him that she had been
assaulted by a tall man with a heavy mus-
tache and wearing & - light checked suit.
The man had jumped from the train, she
said, as it was slowing up for East Ret-

ord.

Miss Cordock was assisted by two guards
to the police station, where she gave a full
description of the man. A detective and
despatched in search
of the fugitive.

Fully Identified.

found him two hours later walking
through West Retford, and took him to the
station, where Miss Cordock identified
him. She said that she was alone in the
compartment when Windle entered, and
that he began talking with her shortly
before the train reached Worksop. She
answered onl{ in monosyHables at first, and

As the train left Worksop he came over
and sat beside her. When she moved awa
he said, *‘You must not be so shy, little
one,” and caught her around the waist. She
began screaming, but he covered her mouth
by throwing his arm around her neck.

In the struggle her
clothes were torn and she tore his collar
and cravat, which when arrested he had
not had time to change.

Miss Cordock made no reply. Windle
straightened out the cushions, picked up
her bag and set it beside her and told her
she said, that nobody need be the wiser and
he would make it all right with her.

(Vindlo
suddenly ppened the compartment window
and jumped out. ik
= At first Windle. denied Miss Cordock’s
accusations. -Then he refused to say any-
thing until he could see a lawyer. Subse-

Miss Cordock is hysterical, and showed
symptoms of breaking down several times
during her recital. She is  now under
medical treatment, and her physician says
she will be able to appear against Windle
in bi:ourt within - three or four days, pro-

ably.

When Windle was taken to jail a crowd
of men and boys pressed close to the police-
men, and threatened to take him away and
drag him through the streets.

The Crime of a Clergyman,

The police had hardly digested the de-
tails of this story when another case of the
same kind was reported, Rev. Kennedy
Bell, rector of Little Bedwyn; a village
near Hungerford, Wiltshire, being the ac-
cused, and Miss Britain, daughter of the
station master at Kentbury, and Miss
Abery, a telegraph operator. !

The case is without parallel, in that Bell
appears to have committed two assaults in
two different compartments during one
journey in one train.

He entered at Newbury, Berkshire, the
compartment - occupied by the young
woman nanied Brittain. Soon after entering
the compartment, Bell, she states, tried to
enter into conversation with her. As he
appeared to be a clergyman she answered
him modestly and respectfully. She began
to get fri htened, however, when he came
near and began to fondle her, She tried to
push him away,but he persisted and finally
overcame her by force.

The Rev. Mr. Bell kept on asa passenger
in the train after Miss Brittain had left it.

At Hungerford Miss Abery got into the
compartment ocen jied by the minister.
Bell bégan to make approaches to Miss
Abery, tuking her by the hand and attempt-
ing other familiarities pretty much as in the
case of Miss Brittain.

He said that it was her duty to submit,
etc., and as the young woman continued to
resist he resorted, as in the former case, to
violence.

On the arrival of the train at Bedwyn
the Rev. Bell left the compartment. Miss
Abery caused his arrest, and this was
speedily followed by information of the
other crime which he had committed on the
same train.

The clergyman at first indignantly de-
nied his guilt, but afterward admitted hav-
ing been
he persisted in denying ithe criminal as-
sault. 7.

At the hearing before the magistrates to-
day sufficient proof was adduced to justify
gx?mmd, and Rev. Bell was held without

ail.

Bell is'a married man and has two child-
ren.
As usual, the communication cord was
not in working order and the girls, though
they shrieked at the top of their voices for
help, could not make themselves heard
above the rumbling of ' the train.
