As a manufacturing centre this 
position is unèqualled by any in the 

'Province. For some years past we 
have been wondering at and complain*, 
ing of the exodus of our young people 
of both sexes to a foreign country. We 
ought to have learned by this time that 
there is but one way to stop this tide 
which is weakening our own land and 
building up the land of strangers, that 
is, by furnishing remunerative employ 
meat for them nt home. Resources of 
wealth and elements of greatness are 
lying undeveloped all around us which 
require only the judicious investment 
of capital to turn into sources of in­
come sufficient to maintain our present 
population multiplied by ten. The 
course of events will, perhaps, yet 
drive us to this. But we would be wise 
to take advantage of our position be 
fore all these interests are monopolised 
by other localities, and our muscular 
working force so far depleted as to take 
a generation or two to restore it.

As we write the above we hear it 
rumored that an effort is about being 

‘ made to form a joint-stock company 
for the erection of a Woollen Mill at 
Annapolis for the manufacture of the 
finer crades of cloth. This is a màtter 
of considerable importance. We are 
informed that there is not a factory in 
the lower Provinces for the production 
of this class of goods, while in other 
parts of the Dominion the supply is 
very limited. Here is one of the beet 
chances in the world for a judicious in­
vestment of that capital —so much of 
which is ruqting in idleness in the 
Savings’ Banks, and for the employ­
ment of that enterprise which is being 
driven from us every day to develop 
the resources of other countries. The 
first mill of this sort cannot fail to 
secure large returns. We hope the 
■gentlemen at Annapolis who may have 
t he matter in hand,will deal with it with 
a promptness and perseverance similar 
to that which in the course of a few 
mo iths brought to cempletion the 
Colton Mill at Windsor. We shall re­
turn to these matters again.

The Fate of Arab!.

While the Spectator is concentrating 
its wonderful energies to wrestle with 
the question,—“ Who struck Billy 
P iteison ?” and “where was Munro 
during Thursday, Friday and Satur­
day ?” the English papers are discus*, 
sing the not less important inquiry,— 
What shall be done with Arabi, the 
leader-of Egyptian insurgents and now 
a British prisoner of war ? Shall he die, 
and thus be enrolled in the canon of 
patriotic martyrs who have fought for 
their country—and lost? Or, shall he 
be cursed with life, and thus be per­
mitted to sink into the insignificance 
which is his rightful inheritance ? That 
Arabi was once a man of power—a 
name to conjure with among the popu 
lace of Egypt—is certain. That he is a 
base, despicable coward, is equally cer­
tain. But we are not so certain that 
cowardice in one’s enemy is a crime to 
he visited with capital punishment. 
Had the Egyptian chieftain put him­
self in the way ofün English bullet on 
the field of battle it would not have 
been, perhaps, a mitler of much re­
gret, even had that bullet carried- hie 
name down to posterity as a hero. But 
when after a fruitless attempt to eseape 
lie quietly lays the hilt of his sword in 
the hands of a British general, the case 
is altered. His power as an insurgent 
has completely collapsed, and from the 
unlovable tendency so paramount 
among Eastern nations to-worship the 
xi mg sun and to kick those who have 
fallen, it cannot be a question that that 
pawer has collapsed for ever. Arabi’s 
t.ue is nominally in the hands of the 
Khedive, but no sentence against him 
e n be carried into execution without 
the consent of the British Government. 
Unless, there foie, he can be convicted 
beyond doubt of arson and murder, 
the sorest punishment which could be
