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CHAPTER XXIL

Exodus.

Cnarter 27.—VErse 2.~—And tiere skall be korns
at the four corners of the altar—Harns inthe Scripture,
are thg emblems of strength, namey, the strongth of
the animals sacrificed—sheep, goatt, oxen, whose de-
fenco is in their heads; all of which, in some figurative
sense, are, as observed, emblems of *he Saviour, whose
strength is in his wisdom, supposed n him, as man, to
occupy the region of the brain. His wisdom irresistible
is directed in his doctrine to all the fur quarters of the
glube, and therefore his altar is arned at its four cor-
ners with this emblemof his power o repel the attacks
of his enemies and beat down the opptsers of bis religion.
“Through thee, we will push dowe our enemics with
tho horn 3 and through thy name, we will despise those
who risc up against us.”—Psalms xliii. 5,6. My
God is my helper, and in him will Iput my trust ; my
protector, and the norn of my salwtion, and my sup-
port.”—Psalms xvii; 3. Sce 2Paal. xviii ; 10—Ju-
dith ix; 11. Eccl. xlvii; 6, 8, 13 —Joreminh xlviii ;
25, Ezech, xxix; 21,anda thoustnd other texts of the
same import.

Cnaprer xxviii.—The particulaity and precision,
with which God designs here to direct every thing re-
garding external worship, shows thuhe requiredit to be
performed, as the most solemn aud mportant of all our
public actions, in a most solemn md striking manner.
Itis true, the worship of the heart & what God chicfly
requires ; without which indeed, no ather worship is ac-
ceptable to him. But man isnot a sinple being, like an
angel, from whom only mental worshi) is due. Heisa
compound being ; and with his whole being, consisting of
a body and a soul, he is bound 10 worship his creator.—
The worship thercfore required of him must be external
as well as internal.  Besides, as & member of society,
he is bound to edify all around him, which he could aot
do in his p rerent condition by any isternal act of devo-
tion. Sill all he does ought to de done with the pure
intention of pleasing God ; for, without that intention,
whiclyis the worship of the keart, all he does is done in
vain.

Verse 2 —The vesture ordcred for Aaron was for
glory and for beauty. And whete in scripture do those
who mock at all sacerdotal ornaments used during the
worship of the same God, fur honor and for beauty ;
besides their allusive, emblematic and edifying sigmifica-
tion, where, Iask, in all the written testimony do they
find it forbidden us to use them? Asno such scriptu-
ral authority for their discontinuance can be shewn, let
those say, on whai grounds they go, who, dropping the
sacerdotal character, with ils vesture of plury.and beau-
ty, present themselves unbidden before the Loid, as s
ministers, in a homlier guise than they would en a cer-
cmonisus visit to a fellow mortal, offecting a familiarity
with tho Almighty Lord of Heaven and carth, which
they durst not presume to shew towards an carthly supe-
sior.

O Lord, 4 have loved the beauty of tRy house, ex-

claims the Psalmist, Ps. xxv; 8. But what beauty i»
observable in our reformed tabernacles, which they
who build them, wonld pass for the house of Godi—
Bare walls or benches, or cushioned pews, well locked
aga‘nst the pennyless worshippers. What sacred sym-
bols of religion has Leen left, of all that so edified and
impressed with a sensu of devotion our Catholic ances-
tors, in those stately temples, violently reft from them,
and since possessed by anti-Catholic Clergy ? Every
figure reminding us of our Redeemer,and his holy follow-
ers, the Saints and Mar, rs ; even, the sign of his holy
cross, on which, as man, he suffered in man’s behalf,
and won for us 2 victory over our common encmy, the
Prince of darkness, even this sacred object, and saving
sign, to which, though but in figure, the dying Israclite
looked up and was cured.—Numb. xxi; &—John iii;
14.  Even this sign of mercy won for us which the ad-
tersary must ever view with pain, has, with all that
could trace to the human eyo God’s wonders wrought

for man, been torn from those fabrics, demolished, plun-
dered or ejected.

11 is stilt the same spirit of destruction, the same A-
baddon, that instigated the Gentile Kingsof old toplun-
der, lay waste and destroy the only temple of the living
God, and persccute his worshippers. We see his work-
ings in all ages agaiast the church of the most high, and
still his exertions rendered vain, and ending in his utter
discomfiture. It was kis, all the destructive rage dis-
played by the carly children of the Reformation, in
Germany, Wohemia, France, Switzerland, Holland,
Sweden, Denmark, Scotland, England, and particularly
Ircland, where, the more the fiend was foiled, the more
he raged, nursing and blowing into flame that hell-fire
spark, wh.ch he had succeeded 1n casting {rom his des-
ola'ing torch into the unblest bosoms of his Orange
worshippers. ’

Verse 9.—1 ke Lphod, having on it two onyx sfones
set in gold, with the names of the 1welve triles of Js-
racl engra 2d upon them, six names on each, and worn
by Aaron on his shoulders, was jiined with the rational
of judgment, consisting of twelve very precious stones,
placed 1n a square, threc and three, every one of which
had its meaning, atd on each of which the name of a
tribe svas cngravcd, and the words urim and thummim,
that is, doctrine and trutk placed over them. Thess
two mystical ornaments, joined together, were borne by
Arron or the Jewish High Priest, wheuever he entered
tho sanctuary: the ephod from b:hind, and on his
shoulders, the rational before, and on his breast. TAe
cphad, with the twelve tribes divided, repiesented the
Jewish tnibes in theirdivided state 5 the kingdom of Ju-

dah, and the kingdom of Israel, under the law. Ths
rational represented the twelve tribes united under the

Saviour's revelaion of doctrine and truth—ihat is, the
spiritual progeny of the Apostics, the twelvo Patriarche
of the new law, by whom, 1n the words of St. Paul, the
f.ithful, the prefigured Israclites are begottenin Christ,
deriving their spritu 1birth in baptism {rom these twelve
propagators of the doctrine aud truth, which the Saviour
commissioned themn fo teack to all nations, baptizing

them in the name of the Fatker, and of the Son, and of
the HIoly Ghost. And this explains the reason why

the rational was square, ns their preaching was directed
to all the four quarters of the carth, and why the stones
were sct together three and three, because they baprized
'in the nameof'the Trinity.  The rational depended from
tthe ephod, and was so joiued with it a8 20 make bus ite
