“In the 1%all of the year a long, long
time ago, after the flood (hot before).
the husband  of Abuks Tlalumkwaks
was Jost, most probably by the capsizing
of hiz canoe in the Kitamaat arm of
the sea.  1lis widow felt such grief that
she decided not to return at the close
of the salmon run, with her poople, to
the winter village for the festivities of
the season, Her brother aided her in
building a hou<e on the banks of the ICi-
ongh River, then left her with her two
chilitren to spend her allotted time of
mourning in solitude.

The tmbe thought she woull die from
cold or lack of fuod; however, she found
a namber of dead salmon m the river,
these she smoked, and before the snow
fell she had gathered a large quantity
of sticks for the fire which was kept
burning day and night.

One bitterly cold night shortly after
the New Year, Abuks Tlalumkwaks
heard a wolf howl at a distance from
the house. It came nearer nnd nearer ;
and she was afraid: the howling turn-
cd into a loud ery of pain—

ah, ah, ah, ahoo, ahoo, ahoo,!!!
said the wolf, then it grew fainter as
the wolf had retreated into the forest.
In the carly morning she looked out
and saw the wolf had made a zigzag .
track, as if crazy. }

The following night as she was put- |
ting her children to bed, she theard the -
wolf again not an angry howl, but
rather the noise was similar to that of |
a dog when it is about to die happily.

His tribesmen being thus dispatehed,
obeyed without question, making the vale
ley ring as they went to -hunt.  They
were auccessful in the chase, and re-
turned bearing grizzly and black bear,
cariboo, venison, nlso such delicacjes ax
porcupine and beaver. Dhese they piled
against the front of her house, and in
the morning her surprise and joy was
great,

She took a pointed stick and toasted
some bear meat before the  fire, and
hand»1 it to the children. The colder
would not eat believing it to he poison-
ed, the younger ate and did not dje s»
his brother nlso took smne, and after the
family had feasted on the fresh meat
a9 long as they could, the remainder
which filled up the house, was cut aml
dried for fature use, They lived well
throughout the rest of the winter,

the river, the wife of the brother of
Abuks Thilnmkwaks said to him, “you
had better take your canoe and go and
find out what hax befallen that woman
and her family at Kiough; brime home
their bones, So he went, and as they
roled up the river saw smoke in the
gistanee, 1o said to his companion
“they cannat be dead for I see smoke.”
Arriving at the door. Abuks Tlalumk-
waks caw him, and said “Is that you
my brother?”

“Yes,” he replied, “T thought you were
dead.”

“U should have been had it not been
for a wolf, he and his friends brought
me all this food,” she said,

She prepared food for the hungry men,
conking meat in a box with hot stones.

Ater the meal they went to sleep.
Before starting back ito Kitamaat the
following  morning, they found their
canoe Joaded to the ganwale with all
kinds of mcat,

Abuks Tlalumkwaks determined she
wonld never let an opportunity pasg of
relieving suffering, convinced in her be-
lef that *“a good act always has its te-
ward.”

*Kolloch is an expression used by
the Kitaamaats when addressing what-
ever is an object of fear,
