"Sec. 9, Winnipeg to the Winnipeg River
crossing, ii0 miles. The first 70 miles is
practically an air line, and fromn the 7otil mile
to the eastern énd of the division is an excel-
lent location. Maximum gradient 0.3,5%, ex-
cept 3,4' mile at 0.40; mîaximum curve 4' and a
very few, nearly ail i' and 2'.

" Sec. 8, Winnipeg River to Lac Seul, g0
miles. Maximunm gradient 0-4/'C, most Of it
against west-baund traffic, maximum curve 4'.

" Sec. 7, Lac Seul ta XWhie Earth Lake,
i13o miles. In first i oo mies maximum gradi-
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ent against east-bound traffic, 0.35%; Of which
there are only tbree short stretches between
the 3 9 th and iooth ituile -and 0.38% against
west-bound traffic. From the îooth mile to
the end of this section--at its 13Qtb nile-the
preliminary location shows a maximum of
0.4'/,, which can be rcduced on the final loca-
tion.

This is an
air lîne, which shows that nearly ali the maxi-
mum gradient will be against west-bound traf-
fic. Tbis extraorditnary tangent shows an
extremely level country.

-"Sec. 3, Fromn Missinaibi River to Kako-
zisk or Grouind l-og River-102 miles. Easy
gradients with a maximîum Of 0.4% and an ex-
cellent line. From the eastern end of the hast
section the surveyed line turns south-east-
ward via the Mattagami, Wanapitai and
Sturgeon Rivers to North Bay. No aîtempt
bas been made ta keep the maximum gradi-
ent on tbis portion flot to exceed 0.4%, as it is
only a brancb. A very gaod line bas been
secured."

The Nelson and Fort Sheppard Ry. Ca. has
appealed against the valuation of Si an acre
placed on its land grant Of 5oo,ooo acres, on
the grouind that the land was practically
worthhess for agricultural or ranching pur-
poses, and that the standing timber, where it
bas nat been burned aver, could not be got
out at a profit. The provincial tax for which
purpose the valuation wvas made is 5% on the
value.
