slan guard overwhelmed me with curses, aod took
the money from them. When they again began to
ery out for bread, the hospital guard struck several
of them dead with the buit end of his musket, where
uponthe others were silent. Here at every step
one sees the bodies frozen and starved Turks lyisg
about, a prey for the dogs”

PROTESTANT MISSIONARIES IN ITALY,
It is well known that all the priocipnal
Protestant sects are spending mouney with-
out stint in supporting ‘‘missionaries” in
taly and especially in Rome.

NEW YORK TIMES,

Lord Leitrim is the first peer that has been
murdered in Ireland sioce Lord Norbury was
assassinated. Lord Norbury was the descen-
dent of one of Cromwells soldiers who settled
in Ireland : Lord Leitrim was the descendent
of a man who received a grant of land at the
time of the Puantation of Ulster. The New
York Tomes suys:—

% As he rose n riches he fell in reputation, and
there wiis not in the whole country & mon more
despised by those of his own rank, more losthed by
thyse below it.  His arbitrariness und waut ol kindly
consideiution were by Bo weans the worst of his
uffenses in the eyes ot his dependants. Ho further
touk advautage of their belplessuess to make it
subsersicat to his own gross immorality, and fa-
toers and brothers knew that the compliance of
those dearest to them was the price  which must be
paid for a roof abuve their headr, The Irieh, what.
ever toeir faulls, are the most moral of puople ; and
piiny u su-celied “ugiarian outrage” really has its
origin to a widely-differeut cause,

Such, then, was the hoary-headed reprobate who
has just Leen sent to his account. For years he
had been a social pariah, living on bis wild remote
properties, on which be scarcely dared to move un-
lest guarded by two fully armed constables; and
thereare th,usands of men in Ireland to dny who,
altbough they would ordinarly strain every muscle
10 Beize an assa:6in, would not go a yard out of their
way to convict the killers of the Barl of Leitrem.
It is now many years since an accident revealed to
gaciety the painful meanness of this miseralle man,
‘The late Earl of Carliele, then Viceroy,while trave]l-
ing in the west, bespoke rooms at a certain hotel.
The landlord then expressea his great regret that he
wag compellea to refuse his excellency. When
pressed, he admitted that Lord Leitrim, hig land-
lord, had given stringent orders to that effect, be-
cause the Irish Government had felt compelled to
refuve such unreasonable request which Lord Lei-
trim had made.

THE MURDER OF LORD LEITRIM.

There can be no juastification of the work of the
as3agsin. In the present case, it is downright and
wholesale murder, and of a kind that can, hardly
even be pallinted But the causes which led to it
must be considered. The Earl of Leitrim was an
embodiment of English misrule in Ireland. In his
treatment of an unfortunate tenantry ha represented
exactly the system whereby English power has been
agserted and maintained in Ireland sinco it first ap-
peared there, He was, moreover, a dgscendant
of one of the Xnglish families saddled upon Irsland
over three hnn&ed years ago, and enriched by spoil-
ation of the Irish people. The estates owned by
him,and held with ae iron hand, were taken from

Irichmen by force and fraud, His title to them was
perfect in Eoglish law ; but the moral right of sach
landlords to hold such estates in Ireland is never
more than half conceded by the people. The Lei-
trim family had always been against the people
who were robbed for its aggrandizement. "It was
against them ezactly as the Eaglish government
was and ia against Ireland. It recognized them
simplyas sourceg of tribute to itself and treated
them accordingly. It neverthought ofaiding them
to a better condition, but consideced only what it
could get out of them for its own advantage. This
has been the case with many other families foisted
upon Ireland by England and maintained there at
the point of the bayonet They are simply the re-
presentatives of English power, and the people
whom they oppress hatethem at the same time that
they are obliged to fear them. The shot that killed
the Earl of Leitrim was aimed no Jess at the system
he represented than at the heart it pierced. That
system wag primarily reaponsible for the order to
torn eighty-nine familivs out of thelr homes, aod
send them ‘‘to hell or America”—n favorite phrase,
it 15 said, with the dead Earl.—Pilet.

Augustenburg ; and tbe Princess Alice married
Louis of Hesse, King George I. of Greece (Prince
Willehn, son of the King of Denmark, is married
to Olga, daughter of the Grand Duke Constanting of
Rus<sin, Lrother of the Czar. The Emprees Maria
of Ruseia s the daughter of the Grand Dake Louis
1T of Hesse-Darmstadt, The Grand Duchess Qlga,
sister of the Czar Alexander, is the wife of the King
of Wirtermberg ; the Graud Duke Constantine, bro-
ther of the Czar, married the Princess Al:xandria of

THE HOLY SEE AND RUSSIA.

The Official Messenger of St Petersburg
publishes the letter of his Holiness Pope Leo
XIII. to the Emperor of Russia, with his Im-
perial Majesty’s reply, and the telegraph briogs
us the following extracts from this important
correspondence, which, if the official version Le
correct, is, it will be seen, couched in the most
conciliatory terms, The letter of the Holy
Father is dated March 4, the day after the
coronation, and begins thus:—

¢ Regretting ag We do that the mutual relations
which formerly subgisted between the Holy See and
your Msjesty subsist no longer, We turn to the
generous hear of your Imperial Majesty to obtain
peace and tranquillity for certain Catholic Ruseian
subjects. The latter will not fail,in accordnuce
with the teaching of their faith, to prove themselves
by the most conscientious submission, to be true
and devoted to y.ur Majesty. Relying eatively
upon your Imperial justice, we pray God to grant
you in the fullest messure the gifts of Heaven, and

We beseech Him to unite your Msjesty to us in the
closest bonds of Christian charity,”

The answer of the Emperor, which is date
Mareh 18, says :— :

Wesha:e in the desire expressed by your Holi-
ness for the re-establishment of good relations.
Religious tolerance is in Russia a principle
hallowed by politicel traditions and natfonal cue-
toms. It in no way depended upon us to remove
any existing difficulties, so ns to enable the Roman
Catholio Church, tqually with all other Churches
existing in our dominious ander the protection of
of the law, to fulfil its mission of edifying and
ennobling the people—n mission which is altogether
foreign to political influence. Your Holiness may
rest assuced that in this country every meuns of
protection which may be reconciled with the cardi-
nal laws of the State, to maintain which “we are
called, will be afforded to the Church of which you
are the Spiritual Head,end that we will with perfect
readiness support all your efforts for the religions
good of our Roman Catholic subjects.” :

Tt will be observed that this account of the
correspondence which has passed between the
Holy Father and the Emperor Alexander is
not very consistant with the telegram from St.
Petersburg, quoted by us last week, in which
that correspondence was stated to be limited to
a courteous reply. As regardsthe Emperor's
letter, in the version now prescnted to us, if
‘the assurances contained in the last paragraph
.were fuithtully acted upon, we should not feel
disposed to eriticise the accurncy of the state
ments which precede them. -

Tue Rt, Rev, Bishop Moran, of New Zenland,
writing to the New Zealand Times, iu reply to an
article in thnt paper on Catholic education, says:

test of the morality of & people; and in Ireland it-
self vou will find that the wmore Catholic the
locality the purer its morals in this respect.

I do not deny the crimes of [rirhmen and
Catholics, On the contrary, I acknowledge, deplote,
and denounce them. But I must say it comes
badly from an ndvocate of Protestant nscendescy

If, on the other hand, the procession was a legal
one, violent interference with it Ly hoatile parties
would be equally an offence agninst the Btate. So,
that, whether the Derry prooession was lawful or
aunlawful, an attack on it by the Derry Apprentice
Boys would be cleaily illegal. These facts are so
plain and obvious that any Lhuman being possessed
of any reagoning powers at all can understand and
appreciate them, The * Appreatice Boys” how-
sver, take no account of such considerations. They
assume to themselves the right to assail with clubs,
pistols, knives, stones, pokers, old swords, and all
80rta of weapong and minsiles, any public proces-
slons or assemblages the character of which is dis-
pleasing to them ; and now they have the audacity
to pags resolutions of censure on the magistrates
and Government officers who dare to interfere with
their freedom to create by such mesns riots and
disturbances.
