 Herx uonomnﬁn of Seclusion, Sadness
aud Fear attributed to the Death
of the Favorite Gillle.”’

New Yozg, July 18.—The London corres-
pondent of tho New York Sun wrltes :—

The statemsnt long expreseed in hypocri-
tionl sighs, uplifted, mournfal eyes,suppressed
interjectione, innuendoes whispered with
bated broath, velled in metaphor or clad in
waty disguise, {8 now coldly, calmly,
openly, dlspassionately discusied by par-
tisens a8 well ag foes, by flatterars and
ecoffers, by the stanch adherent and fawning
courtler, no leag than the violent mnarchist
or the red republican, The mind of the
Queen, not ber body, 18 affected.  Fler eccen-
tricities have taken unto themselves a name,
whioh 18 only & gynonyme for Insanity. The
lurking taint In the Hanoverlan blood, the
dementia traceable in the llne ofthe Gaurges,
bursting cut ever and afresh in some wild or
wicked freak, now seems to have unmistaka-

bly overtaken the Qusen.

The more or less harmless mavlas ino
which, darlng a long relgn, Queen Victorla
has allowsd herself to indulge unohallenged
and unblamed ; the emratic fanoles, sadden
caprices, unreazoning disiikes, unconguerable
obatinacy, of which sc many testimonies
exist, seem to bave culminated at
last in a sudden, ssrious, protracted, nundisgal-
gable attack of melancholy, a moao-
meania of seoluslon, sadness, and fear,
which it 18 1dle now to color with any
other motive. Itis not in disrespect or with
coargse insinuations that one Is juostified In
attributing this last and painfal outbarst to
the death of the favorite gillle, To ons so
gelfish, the emallest alteration In daily habits
at once becomes fmportant. Small causes
have at times great effects, and a subordi-
nate incldent will precipitate ovents which far
more serlous casualties have left unchanged ;
gtill, when 8 woman, a widow and a qusen has
been konown to advocate the dootrine of tho
transmigration of sonls in support of her
sympathtes; when she Is credited with the
pelief that the soul of the Prince Consort had
elected 1tz domiclle ln the body ef Jobn
Brown, it {8 not ungenerous or unnatural o
conclude that her mind had already to some
extent lost its equilibziom. What had be-
ocme of the original, personal soul of
the gillie; whetber the old and nsw
dwelt in twin-llke harmony; whether
the first proprietor of the mortal tenement
retained eome privileges over the second
tennnt, or the spirit of Inferior atatus with-
drew before its whilom master, are questions
which may never besolved, and which, may
be, were never eerlonsly offsred to Her Majes-
ty'a conslderation. But hiatory has already
reglstered in its pages the anthentlcated fact
that Quecn Victoria gazed wlth favor on the
face of her servant, in the fond delusion that
she could trace on his equare, Sootch, broad
lineaments eome resemblance to the slightly
Bourboulan outlines of Prince Albert's fea.

Indeed,
exoept for the graiultous conferring of innu-
merablo brevets of knighthood on reciplents
who hava no obvious claim to the honor, the
sovereign 18 virtually out of the pale of active
publio Iifs.

HE THINE3 A FAIR TRIAL FOR A CON3PIRATOR
IMPOBBIBLE,

Naw Yomg, July 23 —Bernard Gallagher,
the brother of Dr. Thomas Gallagher, who
wad sentenced recently to hard Iabor for life
by the English Government for belng impl.
cated in dynamite consplracles, has nrrived at
his home at Greenpoint and was secn by a
reporter. He at first refused to talk, preterring,
he sald, to avold any newspaper notorlety ;
but he subsequently converced freely on the
recent trials of his brother and himeelf, Ber.
nard @Gallagher {s 8 man aboui five fost tea
inches In height and muscular in sppear-
ance.

« My brother and 1" he eald, *left New
York for Enrope, with no definite object In
view, except to seek rocreation and enjoy-
ment. We soparated at Liverpool, my bro-
ther going dlrsct to London, while I proceed-
ed to Glasgow, where I had a good position
offsred me which I accepted. My brother
on kis arrival in London put up at the Char-
Ing Oross Hotel, registesing as Dr. Thomas
Gallagher, Brooklyn, Ualted States. The
won Norman, whose convict name is James
@lbney, and who olaimed to know my brother,
is the most infamous iiar that ever llved. My
brother never saw him beforo hia srrest. And
let ma aay hers, nelther of us at any time, in
any place, or under any circumstances has
bsen connected with or haa had the slightest
knowledge of any of the secret sooleties, snch
as the Emerald Club.

 Wo never evan knew of the existence of
any dynamite echools, and now that we do
kaow of thew, we conslder thelr existence
the helght of folly, We have never seen
O'Donovan Roses, nor do we know any of the
other po-called leaders, My brother, no
doubt, was convicted through the evldence
of the man Fletcher, but this ovidence wan
all a mistake. A policemsn Iin Bcotland
test!fisd that I wrole a letter Informing
against my brother. I never wrote a Bingle
letter ¢xcept to my mother in America.
The only bhope we have that wy brother
may bereleased is that Fletoher will tarn up
eome other time and glve evldencs that will
make a new trial necesasry.

« My acqulital was due, 1 think, to the fact
that the Government wished to display some
clemeucy, and Lord Ohlef Justice Uoleridge
hed to eubmit partially to the claims of the
Attorney General, who was inclined to give
ué the benefit of the doubt. The recent ex-
pilosions at Westminster ara now attributed
by all sensible people in England to a lot of
wrotched rogues whoee object Is robbery and
not revenge. Too much capnot be eald In
prafss of the officials of the prison where we
were lccked up, as they afforded ns every
material comfort. Public opinion in England
is very bitter againat any one accused of con-
splracy. It is impossible for an accused man
to obtaln a falr trisl, Why, when sentence
was passed upon my brother, the mob in at-
tendance on tte trial falrly shouted with joy.
« My plans for the future are not arranged,
I hope to settle down here if I can obtainany
galtable employment.”
