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 IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

Loxpox, March 16.—1ln the House of
Oomamons this afterncon Mr. Gladstone in
anawering several interrogatories concerming
the exact nature of the announced agreement
with Russis, said England and Russia had
agresd that no furihor advances shouid be
made in Afehanistan. The stacement of this
agreement, the Premier udmitted, was based
on an interchunge of commubnications between
Ruesia and England. The latest communica-
tion on the subject was on March 5th, But
to obviate any possible misunderstanding
Lord Grapville wired his (Mr. Gladstoae's)
exact wurds to Sir Edward Thoraton on
Saturduy asking him to ascertain whether or
not the Russing Prime Minister endorsed ag
eorrect the stutoment by Mr. Gladatone of the
agreement reached with Russia. As yet no
reply had been received.

Mr. Gladstoue s1id there had heen no time
to obtain the assent of the Ameer of Afghan-
istan to the terms of the arrangements, He
amserted that there was no doubt as to the
substance of the aunounced arrangements.

Sir Thomas PRrassey, in moving the navy

estimates, said the total strength of the navy,
iucluding reserves and pensioners, was $6,000

The pumber on the active list was
67,000, and would probably be increased this
year to 68,000.

Mr. Gladstone’s statement regarding the

arrangement between Eogland and Russia
greatly dinappointed members of parliament.
The Marquis of Salisbary and Sir Stafford
Northceote will to-morrow insist upon the
government explaining the nature of the ar-
rangement, It 13 semi-officially stated that
Sir Jidward Thornton asked De Giers to ex-
change n formal agreement that there should
he no further advunce of outposts, and that
De Giers requested the adbesivn of the Ameer
of Afghanistan before pledying Russia.

The honse then voted the naval estimates
of £13,090,000.

The newspapers, withont exception, com-
ment on the arranyement with Russia in re-
gard to Afghanistan as vague and vnsatisfac-
tory.

measure,

An act for the further improving of the ad-
ministration of law was, on motion of the
attorney-general, read a second time, It
deals with questions of procedure; also a
bill making warehouse receipts for crude
petroleum negotiable by endorsement.

After recess Mr. Ross, ministerofeducation,
moved the adoption of the agreement giving
three publishing firme a monopoly tur ten
yeara of the publishing of school readers au-
thorized by the edncational department, and
made an elabcrate defeuce of the agreement,
going over the history of the school reader
question for fifteen years past.

With
regard to the large sums which the Finance
Minister claimed working people had laid by
in savings banks; he said that so far as the
Maritime Provioces were concerned the money
in savings banks was not put there by the
workingmen, but by trustves and well-to-do
men, who certainly preferved to have their
money in Government savings banks at four
per cent. than leave it in chartered banks nt
three per cent, The hon. gentlemun who had
preccded bim had referred to the per capita
dcbt of the United States as compared with
that of the Dominion of Capada, but he had
forgotten to state that while the people of
the United States were reducing _their
debt we were increasing ours. He denied
that free trade in Hogland was a faiiure.
In that country in 18G7 the volume of trade
of Great Britain was £501,000,000, and it had
increased in 1880 to £720,000,000. Then of
her total imports 91 per cent. were raw pro-
ducts and only 9 por cent. of manufactured
articles, and of her total exporte 92 per cent.

Gordon’s letters indioate
that this diary wasg written for the use of the
government. [t is desired that the govern-
ment shouid edit this diary and publish fao-
similes ofit as soon ua all of it has reached
London. 'The diary, as left by Gordon, isin
six volumes. Mr.” Henry M. Stanley has
written a letter to the 7Times for the purpose
of explaining the apparent inconsisteucy in
General (ordon’s statement about the Sou-
dan, Mr. Stanley thinks that when General
Gordon said that the ** Soudan was a useless
possession,” and that * for anybody to re-
conquer it and hand it over to Egypt would
be an iniquity,” he meant to refer to the
present condition of that couutry. General
Gordon’s real opinion, Mr.  Stanley
says, which was often expressed, was that at-
tempts at permuuent occupation would be
nseless until a railway had. been constructed
connecting Suskim with the Nile. The gov-
ernment of the Sondan would then become
much easier, Mr, Stanley expresaes his be-
lief in the soundness of this opinion, and
says :—** If yon want to mako something of
the Soudan, give the people of that country
a chance to rest. Stop taxation, stop the
courbash, Garrison Suakim, Berber and
Khartoum with a few Sikhs. Assist theprin-
cipal Sheiks with mooey for trading pur-
poses, and tuke all measures practicable to
foster the growth of trade, Tax exports ot
Sunkim snd at no otber point. Give & triul
of five years to this policy, and then if no
English genius rises to rule the Soudan with
the white wand of peace romove the railway
and begone out of the country, retailning pos-
session only of Suakim and Assovan.” Mr.
Stanley thinks that General Gordon’s latest
complaints were the natural result of hrond-
ing over the vastness of the task before bim
and of his utter isolation and ill health.

ALeXaxpris, March 14 —Zobehr Pasha,
whom Gordon implicitly trusted and wished
made governor of Khartoum, hus been ar-
reated on a charge of beiugimphcnteq in trea
sonable couspiracies against the Khedive. His
residence was searched and many docuinents
proving that Zobehr was in secret league with
the Mahd1 found. The prisoner was contined
aboard a British frigate, under seiling orders,
He will be imprisoned on the island of Cy-
prus. Zobehr has bgen practically a prisoner
for the pust two years, Hia wealth, mainly
acquired in the slave trade, was cou_ﬁsca.ted,
anid he was allowed a quarterly stipend on
¢ mdition that he should not leave Alexandria
without the Kuedive's consent. Gen. Gordon
plesded that Zobehr should be restored to
power in the Svudan, and gaid the ex-slave
king was tho only man whohad enoush nerve
and prestige to keep the Arabs in subjection.
Gen Gordon had encountered Zobehr during
his former service in Eyvpt, and had inci-
dentally hanued one of Zobehr's cousins, who
had been lert us a hostage, and whose life be-
came forfeited through the act of Zobehr.
When Gordon was sentto Khartoum ‘nst year
hoth he and Zobchr seemed to have ignored
the past, and it was one of Zabehr's sons who
gafely eseorted Gordon from Korosko to Ahu
Hamed. 1t has been discovered that Zobehr
has heen in continual correspondence with
the Muhdi hoth before atd sicce the capture
of Khartoum. Several ather arrests, includ.
ing some prominent notables, are expected.

ALEXANDRIA, March 15.—The oldest son of
Zbehr Pusha wos arrested to-day, snd three
other persons conditionally detained as a ve-
sult of the search of their premises by the
Bricish authorities.

QUEBEC RAILWAYS.
————
PETITION TO TIIK DuMIMON FoR
CLEASKD DONUS,

Qurere, March 156, --The petition of the
provinciat governmeut to the fedural cabinet
wsking for the gruut of 812,000 per mile on
account of the North Shore railwuy was laid
before tse house this afterncon, It was ap-
proved by the lentenant-governor and for.
warded by the premier, Hon. dr. Ross, The
vetition asks for the grant of $1:2,000 per
mile to compensnte the government for the
heuvy burdea they had uudertsken in the
construction of the North Shore, which is
admittedly an important connecting link to
the Cunadisn Pacifiz railway, with the ex-
ception of the line hetween Polut Levis and
River du Loup, which was purchased by the
government from the Grand ‘Lrunk. The lino
from Ottawa to Quebrc is the only section of
the entire aystem which was ndther buils
nnr subsidiz:d by the Dominion governmeut
The North Shore, the petition says, wus
built at the sole expense of the Quelee
government, which government was obliged
to indebt itself Lo a lurge amount to pay tor
the comstruction, and i% huad also to poy
heavy interest on the loans. 1t had been
claimed that as the Quebec Government no
longer owned the North Shore that it was
not entitled strictly to any subeidy. This
pretention could not be upheld, for if the
Pacific or any company should happen to
sell their roads the (inveroment would net
expect Lo be reimbursed for the amount of its
outlay. The P’rovince of Quehec was eutitled
from the very outset to the Federal Govern.
ment grant on the Quebec and Ottuwa Rait
roud, and it was still entitled to it, 1o matter
what occurred in the circumstances nttend-
ing the sale. It was well known that the
North Shore cost the Quebec government
more than was realized by the male, even
though the $12,000 for the whole line were
added. It wasa well known fact, too, thul
the goverument of the provinee oifervd to
sell the Q. M, O. & O. railwsy to the fedurai
government before any negotiations were en-
teved into with & private company, and the
offer of the provincial sovernmeut was refused.
The attention of the Dominion government is
called to the fact thut the Canudian Psciticis
running privileged cara over the North Shore.
