The Canadian Aulobus Co., Lid., a corporation duly in-
corporaled by Lelters Palenl under the Great Seal of the
Dominion of Canada on April 3rd 1912.

Begs (o submit the following (o your Honourable Coun-
¢il:

This Company, capilalized al $10,000,000, has been or-
ganized for (he purpose of establishing in the prinecipal
cilies of Canada a regular Autobus Serviee suech as those
now in operation in London, Paris, Berlin, New York and
Chicago.

These Aulobus Serviees are necessary adjunets to: the
{ramway service, which the traffic congestion and the im-
practibility of relieving it by branching off in every street,
has rendered almost everywhore inadequale to meet the
public demand.

Although Autobus ‘fares are higher, generally, than
framway fares, still Autobus Lines are in ever increasing
popular favour in the cities above referred to. And why?

Because they do not interfere with the paving or the
level of the streets, deprive the general publie from faking
away any part of the roadway.

Because they do not add to the forest of poles that are
disfiguring the streets; nor do they string overhead high
powered wires, whose fortuitous breaking is from time
{o time causing damage to life and property.

Because, being able to go around obstacles and to run
close to sidewalks, they do not hinder general traffic as
the tramways do, and to which other vehieles have to give
{he right of way.

And, therefore, they are willingly allowed to run on
streets where the tramway {racks would not be tolerated,
on account of their unsightly poles and trolley wires and
of their heayy and noisy cars.

Therein lies (he efficiency of our Aulobus Service for
{he purpose of relieving passenger (raffic congestion, by
diverting it to other thoroughfares were tramways would
not be tolerated or could not be conveniently operated.

By giving a certain number of passengers more com-
fortable if slightly higher, means of transportation, the Au-
tobus serves also the interests of the working elasses who
are relieved of so mueh crowding in the framway ocars.

And lo nrunicipal corporations it offers this advantage,
that it does not interfere with their general street plans,
with their pavings K nor wilh their street perspectives.
