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9. [The members of the Committee shall be designated by the Conference of the Parties for
three years, based on equitable geographical distribution' and the principle of rotation [with one
half to be designated by Annex I Parties and one half to be designated by non-Annex I Parties]>.
Outgoing members may be re-appointed for one immediate consecutive term. The Chairmen of
the subsidiary bodies of the Convention may participate in the meetings of the Committee as
observers.]

‘Deliberations

10.  The Committee shall meet at least once a year. Meetings of the Committee shall,
whenever practicable, take place in conjunction with sessions of the Conference of the Parties or
its subsidiary bodies.

11.  The Committee shall report to each ordinary session of the Conference of the Parties on
all aspects of its work, with a view to the Conference of the Parties taking whatever decisions it
considers necessary.

Outcome
12.  The conclusions and any recommendations of the Committee shall be sent to the Party or
Parties concerned for its, or their, consideration. Such conclusions and récommendations shall be

consistent with the mandate as described in paragraph 6 above. They may include:

(@ Recommendations regarding cooperation between the Party or Parties concerned
and other Parties to further the objective of the Convention; and

(b)  Measures that the Committee deems suitable to be taken by the Party or Parties
concerned for the effective implementation of the Convention.

1 The Group of 77 and China stated that they uphold the principle of “equitable geographical distribution”
which is a well-established practice within the United Nations and strongly objected to the placement of the phrase
“equitable geographical distribution” in square brackets by some Parties.

2 Some Parties stated that the phrase “equitable geographical distribution” was not acceptable and that the

following language should be inserted after the word “rotation”:
with one half to be designated by Annex I Parties and one half to be designated by non-Annex I Parties.

These Parties also noted their view that “equitable geographical distribution” was not a well-established practice
and was not applicable in this context.
