I say' that because in the first
place a particular procedure in régard to one
region of the world is not necessarily the
best procedure in reégard to another; and that
thé conditions which made desirable, indeed
even necessary, that'kind of mutual guarantee

Pacific at the present time, and T am sure no

Opposition Party Leaders and ‘the Prime Min-
ister, Mr. St. Laurent, had .spoken previously
in the debate, Mr. Drew and Mr. Coldwell sub-
mitting their proposed amendment and sub-
amendment at the conclusion of their respective
speeches. The following is an excerpt from the
address of the Prime Minister: '

OPTIMISTIC PROSPECTS

"....I was comforted by the optimistic
prospects held out 'by thé”Leader of the Oppo-
sition (Mr Drew).

But ‘some
other had added: ‘Provided ‘we get through the
next decade of months without ‘Wwar.® I am in-
clined to think that there is a''lot of triith
in that reservation.

And when they do,=“as’T hope
and feel confident that they will,'within the
next ten months -‘ demonstrate’ that “unitéd
action by thém can be &ffective 'to put.'down
aggression, I think that we'égn‘ look forward
theh .. with the confident expectations implied
in the speech of the Leader of the Opposition,
to' 'd 'long period of abserice of war, if not
full péace, because theré canfiot be full peace
for us when we are in the throes of a rierve-
wracking cold war...." - . '
