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Whereupon the flonourable iMri. Choquette came fo the Table and took and sub-
scribed the Oath prescribed by law, which was administered by Sarmuel Edmour St.
Onge Chapleau, Esquire, one of the Commissioners appointed for that purpose, and
took his seat accordingly.

The Honourable the Speaker then acquainted the Huse that the Clerk of the Sen-
ste had laid upon the Table fhe Cerf ificate of one of the Commissioners sefting forth
that the Honourable Mr. Choquette, a Member of the Senate, had made and subscribed
the Declaration of Qualification requîred by the British North Amerios Acf, 1867.

The Honourable the Speaker informed the bouse that there was a Member without
ready to be introduced.

When the Honourable James Hamilton Ross was introduced between the bonour-
able Messieurs Templeman and Watson.

The Honourable Mr. Ross presented bis Majesty's Writ summoning him, to the
Senate.

The saine was then read by fhe Clerk, and
