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Supply
Mr. Peteru: I have flot asked the question because obvi-

ously there is a difference between my thinking and the
thmnking of the government. I arn also trying to point out
that there is a difference between the thinking of the
government and the thinking of the unempioyed.

Mr. Chairman, I realize we cannot carry on a debate
across the floor but I shouid like to ask the Quebec mem-
bers, who seem to be taking such offence to my state-
ments, whether the fact that one registers with manpower
in the province of Quebec entities one to draw benefits as
having been actively seeking empioyment.

Mr. De Bané: May I answer?

Mr. Peteris: Yes.

Mr. De Bané: It is obvious that-

The Deputy Chairman: Order, please. The chair is
having difficulty.
[Translation]

Order. The Chair has some difficulty in foiiowing the
procedure. The hon. member for Tirniskaming (Mr.
Peters) has the floor, but another member is answering
one of his questions and this leads to confusion. It would
perhaps be advisable to wait tili the member for Matane
(Mr. De Bané) gets the floor.

Mr. Peters: Mr. Chairman, the point I arn trying to make
is that we have established a new agency for unemploy-
ment insurance which is very expensive. It has several
hundred people-it would not be difficuit to find out
exactly how many-going around checking on whether a
person is actually Iooking for work. The hon. member is
making a lot of noise from his seat. If he has something to
say, I hope he will say it. I suggest to him now, however,
that while he is standing on his feet he should walk behind
the curtain.

Some han. Members: Order.

The. Deputy Chairman: Order, please. The hon. member
for Welland is rising on a point o! order.

Mr. Railton: Mr. Chairman, I think the hon, gentleman
asked if I knew anything about expense. I think I do. I
know pretty weli how much it costs to keep hon. members
in this House listening to drivel.

Mr. Peters: Mr. Chairman, before you rise and indicate
that the hon. member is out of order, I might point out
that he has already established his ability in this House. I
arn really surprised at the attitude of the people from
Quebec.

In Ontario we have a practice that if one is unempioyed
for a short period of time there is what is cailed a proper
search statement. This means that a person must estabiish

that he is seeking work. It is not sufficient for him mereiy
to attend at the manpower office to establish his right to
unempioyment insurance. Unempioyment counselling
services have been estabiished to heip people obtain jobs.
One of the empioyment agencies is manpower. At one
time we had estabiished that office as the only office.

I remember going to a mine in Timmins when one had
to make a payment to a private agency in order to get a
job working underground for 52 cents an hour. We
thought that kind of a situation had disappeared. We
estabiished an agency which is costing well over haif a
million dollars. We created that agency to make jobs avail-
able to people and to retrain those who were not compe-
tent to, f111 job vacancies. This program has faiied
compieteiy.

The. D.puty Chairman: Order, please.

Mr. Nlelsen: Mr. Chairman, before Your Honour leaves
the chair, may I once again suggest that you ask whether
there is unanimous consent to pass ail stages of these
estimates tonight? If that is not agreeable, perhaps Your
Honour wouid not see the dlock.

The. Deputy Chairman: Hon. members have heard the
suggestion o! the hon. member for Yukon. Is the proposai
agreed to?

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Contre): Mr. Chairman, I
must inform you that we have other members who have a
few things they wouid like to say. We are not impressed
with this sudden interest in expedition.

Mr. Nlelsen: Mr. Chairman, it is not sudden. It has been
done for the iast few days. Memnbers at that end o! the
House say they want to see parliament; work, but it wiii
not work with their fiiibustering.

Mr. Knowl.s (Winnipeg North Centre): The hon. mem-
ber's halo seems to be hurting him.

The Deputy Chairmnan: Order, please. There does not
seem to be consent.
