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The Admission of Students

Until 1929 the admission of all students to the University 

directed by the Matriculation Board, a body appointed by the University Corporation. 

Since, however, virtually all students now admitted to the University enter through 

the Faculty of Arts and Science, this Faculty during last year created an Admissions 

Committee of its own, This Committee now fixes all rules and requirements for 

admission to the College. The conduct and supervision of all Matriculation 

Examinations still remain under the direction of the Matriculation Board.

The University holds a regular matriculation examination in June 

and September of each year for candidates coming from private schools and for all 

others who may wish to sit for these examinations.

Leaving Examinations for the Province of Quebec and ell other certificates usually 

admitting to recognized universities in the other provinces of Canada are accepted, 

as a basis for admission into this Faculty.
