Dear Doctor,

We propose, in the immediate future, to extend the 
usefulness of our Medical Historical Museum at McGill. 
We already have, in addition to this excellent nucleus, the 
Osier Library, with its many relics connected with the life 
and history of Sir William Osier. In our Medical Libra­
ry we have a collection of archives in the form of books, 
pamphlets, letters, photographs, diplomas and other docu- 

bearing on the history of this Medical Faculty and 
of early Canadian medicine.

In addition to this we have Dr. Maude Abbot s collect­
ion of documents, etc., connected with the early history of 
McGill University and the General Hospital—also Pro­
fessor Moores narcotic drug museum, and various in­
struments and appliances of interest to the profession.

All of these, if properly collected together, would in 
themselves form a museum worthy of our School.
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
