"My only fear was that the University might suffer from eriticisms
which people would direct at me becsuse of the findings of the
Commi ssion. The replenishment of our excheguer depends entirely
on the good will of benefactors, the great ma jority of whom live
in Montreal.

"For myself, I do not much care, but I am human enough to like to
feel that I have, at least the respect of people. For popularity
@as such I do not care. The main thing is always to feel that you
heve done nothing with which you can reproach yourself,

"I assure you I appreciate very mueh your writing this letter and

also what you said this evening."

How mueh more then, would he care for the good name and goodwill

of the University suffering by the Cobourg trial if it went against

him., This was the real worry of that trial.

His motto was, he said, "Thine own reprosch alone do fear."
