PARIS. April 27.—French soldier» who 
suffered acutely from the asphyxiating 
gases released by the Germans say that 
their eyes were stinging and their throats 
contracting. Some of tne French soldiers 
became unponscious almost Immediately. 
Others, scarcely conscious, acted on In­
stinct and. crawling out of the trenches, 
staggered away from them.

The connecting trenches 
ed with fugitives who had fallen uncon­
scious that many soldiers were compelled 
to climb out and make their way toward 
the rear over the 

Faced
As soon as the Germans perceived that 

the French were leaving their trenches 
over ground they opened Up an Intense 
rifle and mschlne-gun fire along that por­
tion of the front, which Is about three 
miles in extent. It was this fire which 
caught the wounded brought to the hos­
pital, they having been picked up by 
French troops held In reserve. These 
reserves, counter-attacking, carried the 
greater part of ’ the trenches which had 
been evacuated.

Lemon-Colored Smoke.
Th» narratives of the wounded men 

differ In some respecte. The physicians 
at the hospital attribute this divergence 
to the psychological effects of a wholly 
new experience. Some of the patients say 
positively that the Germans threw bombs 
which on exploding distributed the gases.

The majority, however, speak of having 
observed a thick, lemon-colored smoke 
arising In front of the German trenches 
and concealing them as tho a heavy cur­
tain had been let lown. The gases hung 
close over the earth and, propelled by a 
gentle breese, crept toward the French 
earthworks caroely one* hundred yards 
away.

Majority
The physfcii 

permanent harm Is likely in the cose of , 
those who were not stifled to death. The 
survivors suffer poignantly from Inflamed 
membranes, but will recover without 
treatment. In some cases pneumonia or 
bronchitis may follow.

It Is the opinion of the physicians that 
the vapors must have been either chlorine 
or else of a sulphurous nature. It is hard­
ly believed that carbon monoxide was 
used, as this gas cannot be perceived with 
the eye.

It Is evident from the stories of the 
soldiers that the wind must be precisely 
right to give full effect to the gases, for 
If released in a strong breese the fumes 
would be dissipated and blown about be­
fore reaching the objective point. 
Meteorological charte of northern France 
show that the prevailing breeses are from 
the south and southwest, which would 
favor the allies rather than the Germane 
In the extensive use of gases.

LONDON, April 27.—Among the 
wounded who took part in the historic 
charge resulting In the recovery of the 
Canadian guns, and who are now be­
ing treated In London hospitals, is Sergt.- 
Major j. Grant of the 10th Battalion.

"We marched towards the- spot a few 
miles out of Tpree from which we were 
to make the charge and gain the woods. 
Darkness had come, but at rapid inter­
valle the night was turned Into day by 
the flares of German shells," he said.

"It was Just on midnight when the 
actual charge was made. Our artillery 
had already prepared the way for the 
onslaught. The flares of the Germans 
enabled us to see the wood about six 
hundred yards In front of us. Nobod 
knew what was there; we knew that 
was held by Germans and that it had to 
be taken.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
LONDON, April 27.—A member of 

the Canadian Scottish, who has Just 
been received in the hospital with a 
'bullet wound in the arm, gave a gra­
phic description of the famous charge 
of the Canadians which led to the re­
capturing of the four lost guns.
