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Childreas Ald Soclety.

In 1893 an Act of the Ontario
Legislature was empowering
certain societies, known as Children's
Aid Societies, on certain conditions to
assume the care and control of children
who hiave been deserted, or so neglect-
ed by their parents as to render them
dependent on others, or who are deeti-
tute, or whoare found publicly begging
or aseociating or dwelling with crimi-
nals or drunkards. Children of this
class on being apprehended ave com-
mitted to the care of these Caildren’s
Aid Societies, and the Societies placo
them temporarily in shelters, until
homea can be found forthem in respect-
able families willing to adopt them and
care for them under the supervision of
the societics. To look after Oatholic
children coming within the clasaintend-
ed to be benefited by these Societies, a
Bociety called *¢ 8aint Vincent de Paul
Children's Aid Society of Toronto"” has
recently been incorporated in this City,
the expressed purpose and objects of
which are to care for and protect neg-
lectod or dependent children, to pro-
tect children from cruelty, and to
secure and aid in securing the enact-
ment aud enforcement of lawa relating
to neglected or juvenile oftenders or
dependeat children, and generally to
advocate the claims of neglected and
dependent children upon the sympathy
and support of the public. This
Society has also obtained the necessary
approval of the Govesnment.

Auy person being a Roman Catholic
may be elected to membership in the
Society. Life members on payment of
at least 22500, Honorary members
in recoguition of distinguished services
to the Society, and Ordinary members
on payment of an annual fes of $1.00.

Within the past few days the Society
hea obtained possession of and placed in
the Sunuyside Orphanage, three Catho
lic children who otherwise would have
beeu left injthe care of other Societies.

To insure sn active interest in the
Society, it is desirable that as many as
possible,—men and women,—sbould
become members. It is intended that
the Board of Directors, which is to be
composed of ten men and ten women
in addition to the chief officers, shall he
selected from members of the different
parishes of the City, 20 as to make the
Society’s working geuneral, and thereby
enable it to meet all cases that may
arise, no matter in what locality.

Catholics are earnestly requested to
become members, and thus aid in for-
warding the good work of the Society,
which, if properly asusted, has it in its
power to prevent these neglected child-
ren from drifting into worthlessness,
and, perhaps, crime, by removing them
from their dangerous surroundings, and
placing thew in homes where they will
not only preserva their Faith, bat
become upright men au women, snd
usefal members of society.

The Cardina! Archbishop of Paris
has drawn down upon himeelf the
wrath of secular journals by refusing
Christisan barial to a journalist who
fell in & duel. The Archbishop has no
option in the matter. The prohibition
aquinst it came originally from Pope
Benedict X1V. who determined to
stamp out the great evil of duelling as
it existed in his century. Of course
a dying duellist may repent and receive
pardon, but the injunction against con
secrated burial is oot thereby removed.
