WILSON INSISTS
IT IS HIS DUTY

Will Attend P.eace Confer-
ence, as His Principles

Have Been Accepted.

Washington, Dec, 2.—Declaring for
“modified private control” of the na-
tion’s railroads under unified and
greater public reguiations, President
Wilson today Spoke out against re-
turn to the oid conditions of railroad
operation.

In his annual message ‘to a jnint
session oOpening the short térm of the
“reconstruction congress” today the
president outlined this. and other
measures as his policies of readjust.
ment. At the same time he exp.ain-
ed his peace trip to Europe as one
that it was his “duty” to make.

President Wildon formally an-
nounced Tds intention to g0 to Paris
for the peace conference, saying Lhe
a.iied -governments - have accepted
principles - enunciated by him for
beace, and it is his paramount duty
w0 be pregent. The president ‘said
he would be in close touch by cahie
and wireless and toaat congress will
know all that he does on the other
side.

Right of Women.,

After devoiing the introduction .of
his address to the exploits of the
American nation and to tributes to
the officers and men and the work-
ers at home, President Wilson ask-
ed: “And what Sha.l we say of :tune
women?
