Ernelt Lee Re-pon-lble for Shooting
e ot J. B. LeRof,

Huntingdon, Que., July 81.—=The in-
quest on the body of J. Ble Rol, who
was shot by Ernest A. Lee at Caza-
ville on Saturday evening, was held
to-day.

The witnesses concurred in stating
that t\here was ‘no quarrel between
Lee and the deceased, altho Lee had

had words with Joseph Gaza  and
others during the evening in Dalorme’s
Hotel. - After .this Lee, it appears,
went out on the verandah of the ho-
tel, where he declared he would shoot
any man who stood before him if they
did not keep back. He then appears
to have drawn the revolver and fired
three times, the -third bullet striking
Rol. 'The bullet entered the left
breast and "passed thru the large
artery .close to the heart. and thenw
thru a part of the right lung, smashed
a rib on the right side, went thru
the muscles, and lodged bereath  the
gkin below the right armpit. The re-
volver was a 383-calibre weapon, and
was produced at the inquest, and
three chambers were found empty-

The jury returned the following ver-
dict: “That the said J. Ble Rol came
to his death at Cazaville as thg re-
sult of & wound from a bullet firel
by Ernest Lee. We consider that : the
shooting was not justifiable.”

The coroner issued his warrant com-
mitting Lee to-stand his trial at Val-
leyfleld.
