The arguments which justify the
public ownership® and operation of
street rallways are precisely the same
as those which justify the public own-
ership and operation of water supply,
gas and electric lighting plants, tele-
phones and all other services which
are naturally or practically, mon-
opolies. It would be mere foolishness
to fight the cause of the people In
one of these alone and leave the others
to the sweét will of the corporation
franchise hunter. This' Macchiavellian
counsel, were it followed, would give
the case for public ownership away—
betray it indeed into the hands of its
enemies b £

Private ownership and operation of
monopolies has been extensively tried
and everywhere it has been found the
efficient breeder of political and muni-
cipal corruption and detrimental to
the rights and interests of the peo-
ple. The franchisaholding corpora-
tions, however much they may figh:
among themselvés for ultimate su-
premacy, are wise enough to present
a united front against the. common
enemy, as public ownership and oper-
ation is known to be. They can only
be defeated by adopting the tactics
they themselves employ. That lesson
is being learned, and when it is fully
mastered victory will be near, The
World will continue to advocate the
application of the principle of public
ownership and operation to all fran-
chises at all times, and in all cases.
