FORBID USE OF POISON
 INHLUID FOR EWBALAING

llinols Authorities Say That the
Arsenic Aids in Covering Up
~ Crime,

Chicago, Jan. 20.—An educatienal
campaign in behalf of the bill fonbid-
ding undertakers to use embalming
fluid containing arsenic has been be-
gun by Coroner Hoffman, by State At-
torney Healy, and by the judges and
lawyers of Chicago.

It is the belief ¢f the sponsors of the
bill that its passage will not be diffi-
cult to secure,

In the literature which they are cir-
culating they point out that criminals
who resort to arsenic to poisén their
victims are safe from convietion when
the bodies  of the dead are prepared
for burial by treatment with the sdme
poison. ¢

One of the arguments expected to
reach the hands of each member of the
legislature is from an address deliver-
ed by Clark Bell of New York, pre-

sident of the Medico-Legal Society .of
New ‘York. ' It was recently published
in The Albany Law Journal in the

! cannot view all these cases immedi-
| ately, frequently 24 to 48 hours elaps- |
|ing, dwring which time decomposition
|3 likely to set in. This in itself would
| interfere with a -post-mortem exami-
! nation, and embalming shoul!d be done
i for sanitary considerations. .The es-
sential thing 1s that the fluid should
not contain poisons,

*“The actual discovery of poison by
means of chemistry is regarded as the
most satisfactory proof of poisoning.
| Those of us who have had experience
in court in such trials realize that we
must avold the possibility of poison |
entering the substance to pe examined. |

{ mical tests to exclude poisons which !
{ may be present as impurities in the
raw materials, and when the product
rls finished it should be again examined,
i Prof. Eckels’ Conclusions.
