CALLED BY FADDISTS.
. -, Boustead declared that the meeting 

at St. Paul's Hall was not called by work­
ing men. but by faddists. If the genuine 
working men of Toronto want to have a 
public meeting they have a right to hold 
It and to have the free use of a public 
hall for that purpose, but It must be for working men.

The Mayor Intimated that he would call 
a meeting If satisfied that It was for le­
gitimate purposes.

WAS THERE A BLUNDER?
In reply to the enquiry by Aid. Jolliffe 

respecting the tearing up of a good street 
crowing at Brunswlck-avenue and College- 
street and the reason for removal. Deputy 
City Engineer Rust reported that when the 
new Asphalt pavement on Brunswlck-ave­
nue 3 as laid the grade of that street was 
Improved, leaving the crossing four or cv*
Inches above the level of the new pa 
ment There was also 18 inches or two 
feet of old cedar blocks left between 
the crossing and the asphalt, and it was 
considered advisable to prevent water from 
lodging in this place and also to make the 
work uniform to take up and relay tne 
crossing at a lower grade.

Aid. Jolliffe protested that the money 
spent for this work bad been thrown 
away. It was only a short time since a 
permanent pavement was laid on College- 
avenue, and now the grade of Brunswlck- 
avenue at the Junction with that street 
had been lowered several Inches below the 
grade then established.

DISTRIBUTION OF WORK.
Thq. reply to the enquiry by Aid. 

rich respecting the employment of men as 
watchmen at night after they had been 
paid full time for a day's work, thus en­
abling them to make double time, pro­
voked a great deal of discussion. The re­
port of the City Engineer admitted the 
correctness of Aid. McMurrich's state­
ment and pleaded urgency as the justifica­
tion.

Aid. McMurrlch said the report justified 
his action In bringing the matter forward.

Aid. Scott denounced the officials who 
would allow this kind of thing to go on 
from day to day; it is wrong, he declared, 
and the official who did It deserved some­
thing more than censure. The explana­
tions made by the department were lame 
in the extreme. The foreman who would 
arrange for such a plan Is not fit to be in 
the city’s employ and should not be re­
tained. If a higher officer allowed it to 
go on, knowing it to be the case, for a 
month at a time, was even worse. The 
matter should go to the Board of Works 
for thorough Investigation and report.

Aid. Preston enquired whether any steps 
had been taken to prevent a continuation 
of the practice complained of.

A STORM BREAKS OUT.
The question turned upon the proper di­

vision of work in the improvements at 
the Queen's Park. Aid. Hallam, in re­
ply to an enquiry, declared that the city 
was not getting value for the money that 
is being expended. Many of the men who 
applied or had beeh employed there are 
unable to do a day's work. #

At this point Aid. Hallam was inter­
rupted by loud groans, hoots and hisses 
from the gallery.

In the meantime they 
offer to lend the city the small Ronald 
engine, and In a few weeks’ time they 
will also be able to lend the city another 
engine. If at the end of the three month, 
the new engine ta not satisfactory they 
will allow the city the use of an eng ne for 
six months, until a satisfactory one to pur­
chased elsewhere., a, . . „ , ,

Aid. Lamb moved that the Board of 
Control be given power to purchase the 
beet engine possible, no matter of what 
manufacture. He was supported by the 
Mayor and Aid. Bouetead. In their opin­
ion the Waterous firm had not the neces­
sary experience to .build properly an en­
gine as powerful as required In Toronto.
