Advices to-day were -that the /odd wave 

was settling down over the entire winter 
wheat belt, and prices consequently firmed 
up considerably. In Clilcairo May wheat 
opened at a fractional advance over yester­
day's closing, and rose two clear points to 
$1.07, closing at $1.06, a gain of l%c fbr 
the session. The July, September and De­
cember options each rose %c -to-day. Cali­
fornia news was bullish. Liverpool closed 
%d to %d lowei.

According to Bradstreet’s the world’s 
visible supply of wheat has decreased 2,- 
597,000 bushels since a week ago. This to­
tal is made up as follows: East of Ro(”ês, 
decrease of 1,507,000 bushels; Europe and 
afloat for Europe, decreârfe of 1,000,000 
bnshels. For the corresponding week of 
last year the world’s visible decreased 4„- 
963,000 bushels.

To the Council of the Corporation of the

Oily of Toronto:
Gentlemen,—In my capacity as a rate­

payer, 1 am about to enter suit forthwith 
against the Toronto Railway Company, 
William McKenzie, Jamee Ross, Henry A. 
Everett and William Laid law. 
that the franchise to own and operate sur­
face street rati ways in Toronto, now.heid 
and exercised by the defendant company, 
was obtained by fraud, bribery and other 
corrupt means, and I wiH ask the court to 
declare void the contract.

I claim that the defendants, McKenzie, 
Everett,. Ross and Laldiaw, are jointly and 
severally responsible to tne city for the 
procuring of the franchise by bribery, 
fraudulent, corrupt and other illegal means, 
and -that the four last-named defendants 
are liable to the corporation of the City of 
Toronto in damages, which are stated to 
be $8,000,000, which is estimated to be the 
difference between the intrinsic value of 
the present system and its value as com­
puted by Its present and probable revenue 
earning power.

You are now asked to «join me as co- 
plaintlffa in an action in which I cannot 
possibly benefit oy success except in com­
mon with all other ratepayers.

Tke Mayer's Reply.

After conferring with Corporation Coun­
sel Fullerton, Mayor Shaw yesterday issued 
the following reply:
Re Toronto Railway Company’s Franchise:

I have read Mr. Macdonald's letter in this 
matter, and am unable from my present 
Information to take any part or to advise 
any part being taken by the corporation 
In Any proceedings to set aside the fran­
chise. Since the franchise was granted, the 
yallway company has been a business under­
taking, expending large sums of money In 
the city, and a large number of the citizens 
of Toronto have innocently Invested their 
money in the company’» stock. These peo­
ple must receive due consideration, and the 
city ought not rashly to take part In any 
proceedings that may result In doing them 
great financial injury. I shall not, without 
due deliberation, be a party to such pro­
ceedings.

On the other hand. If Messrs. McKenzie, 
flgverett, Ross. Laidlaw and other» have 
colluded together and been parties to ob­
taining the franchise from the city by 
fraud, I am advised that such collusion 
constitutes the crime of conspiracy, and 
that these parties are liable to be 
Isbed for their crime, 
has evidence 
Crown officers In advising a prosecution, 
I shall recommend the Council of the City 
of Toronto to pass any reasonable resolu- 

- tion that will assist or forward such pros­
ecution, and if the result of such prosecu­
tion develops the state of affairs indicated 
by Mr. Macdonald. I Shall nId, .so far as I 
can. In obtaining the rights of the city. 
Innocent stockholders no doubt will be pro­
tected if necessary by législation, because 
I am advised that the franchise, being 
firmed and In fact granted by the Legis­
lature, can only be set aside by legisla­
tion.
