FIVE . YEARS IN PENITENTIARY

Is the Sentence Imposed in His
Case—Six Other Formerly Re-
spectable Men Punished.

Amherst, N.8., Nov. 17.—Seven men were
arraigned before Judge Morse to-day ac-
cused of being engaged in the circulation
of counterfeit $2 Dominion notes. The cases
have caused a great sensation on account
of all those ‘plicated being well known
and hitherto regarded as honest and respec-
tabje citizens. The whole seven elected to
be tried summarily, and five of them were
disposed of to-day.

Angus Chisholm of Truro, baggagemaster
on tue Intercolonial Railway, was tirst ar-
raigned on the charge of having in his pos-
session $500 of counterfeit $2 bills. He
pleaded gullty and was sentenced to five
Years in tue penitentiary. 1n delivering sen-
tence, . Judge Morse charged him with be-
ing Tesponsible for the whole of the wretcen-
ed business. He had solicited and Induced
the other men, nitherto of respectable chur-
acter, to enter into the business.

James Doyle of West Chester, James Bar-
clay of Wentworth and Wilson Meyer of
Wentworth each pleaded gwlty to having
in his possession sums of from $200 to $500,
_anl<ll were each fined $100 or ome year in

Arthur Stewart of MacCann pleaded
guilty 10 having two forged bills, and was
sentenced to pay a tine of $50 or six months
in jail, Neil Barclay pleaded guilty to hav-
Ing $77 in forged notes, and Thomas Little
§100. The latter two were remanded until
to-morrow for sentence. In imposing fines,
Judge Morse sald he believed that this, with
the fact of these men Mving in the com-
munity where the business was transaeted,
Wwould bhe a far greater punishment than to
Sentence them to a few years in prison,
and, as they had been led on trapped imto
the artair, he gave them this sentence in-
stead of a term in prison.

Al A Russian gunboat lying off Bom-

The movement of the Russian vessel was
in mediately cabled to the Imperial Goyern-
ment, and the British Admiralty ordered
the third-class cruiser Pomone to proceed
forthwith to the same destination,

The British third-ciass cruiser Melpomene
is already in the Persian Gulf. Both thesc
cruisers are fairly swift, the Pomone hay-
ing a speed of twenty knots and the Mel-
pomene a speed of nineteen. Their com-
bined tonrage is 5000, and they carry eight
and six guns respectively .
