OPEN LETTER FROM W.C.T.U.

Government Asked to Re-
decem JIts Pledge.

The Executive of the Women's Christian
Temperance Upion has issued the following
open letter to the legislature and electors of
“roronto: )

The Women's Christian Temperance:*
Union of Onmtario, by vote of Executive—a
body containing over 50 members, whose
residences are scattered from Windsor to
Ottawa, &md rrom Fore Willlam to the
lakes—has agreed by overwhelming major-
ity to the.following declaration:

The Provincial government of Ontario
bave on three different occasions and by.
three different leaders of the present ad-
ministration promised and pledged them-
selves that as soon as the powers of the
province were defined they would introduce,
4s a government measure, a bill for the
prohibition of the Ontario lMquor traffic.

The court of final - appeal has now
declared each province to be constitution-
ally competent to pass such a measure.

We therefore respectfully demand that
as soon a8 possible the preent government
honorably redeem the promises referred to,
and place the leading province of this Do-
mivion in the position she desires to as-
sume on this question, .

We further declare that In our opin-
fon—wnich is representative—there can be
no justification for referring this matter to
a vote of the people, as on two occasions
the people have recorded, by an ynmistak-
able majority, their desire for a prohibitory
law. And while party exigencies may ask
it, and sectional differences in cabinet
councils may make it difficult to foliow
the course lald down and promised, yet
henor, integrity, truth, and righteousness
demiind the fr' Timent of these pledges, ard
by thig-igsne the present administration
should stand or fall.

We further declare that in our opinion—
which is representative—the governmeut
which would bring In and carry a work-
able and satisfactory bill for the prohibi-
tiou of the liquor trade, and should then
appeal to the country for endorsement,
would be returned to power by a larger
majority than was ever before given to it,
and to this ¥nd we pledge our influence.

- ANNUAL WEATHER REPORT.

Coldest Day in 1901 Was January
20, Warmest June 27.

The annual report of the Dominion
Meteorological service, which will be ¢om-
pleted In a few days, contains some inter-
esting facts about the weather during 1901.
Toronto’s coldest day was on Jan. 20, when

the average was 3.7 degrees helow zero.
The day previous the lowest temperature
was recorded, being 10.9 degrees pelow.
The following Information is also con-
tained In the'report: The mean temperature
of the 12 months, 45.5 degrees, 1.2 warmer
than the average of 11 years, and 1.3 colder
than 1900; warmest day, June 27, 81.4; colid-
est day, Jan. 20, 3.7; highest temperature,
9.7; June 27; lowest temperature,
10.9, Jan. 19; highest temperature in the
sun, 113.4, July 24; amount of rain, 25.20
inches for 102 days, in 1900 22.13 inches for
99 days; average of 61 years was 27.15
inches on 113 days; amount of snow, 70.7
inches on 54 days, in 1900 74.6 Inches cu
42 days; average of 61 years, 67.4 inches
on 66 days; heaviest rain in one day, 2.19
inches, Ang. 31; heaviest snow in one day,
8.3 inches on April 20; number of days on
which neither snow nor raj nfell, 183: in
1000, 187; windiest day, March 19; greatest
velocity, 45 wmiles per-hour from noon to 1
p.m. on_ March 10; only ‘two aureras ob-
served during the year—July4 and Oct. 2{.

New York, Jan. 2.—Judge E. H. Gary of
the United States Steel Corporation an-
nounced to-day that the properties hereto-
fore secured by the managers of the Ioca-
hontas Coal Syndicate, comsisting of about
300,000 acres of fuel and coking coal had
heen sold to the Pocahontas Coal and Coke
Company, which is controlled by Xhe Nor-
folk and Western Railway Compapy, and
that 50,000 acres of these lands had been
leased on a royalty basis to companies
whose capital stock is owned or controlied
by the United States Steel Corporation.
Judge Gary said that within the com
paratively near future there would be con-
structed at least three thousand of the
most mwodern coke ovens, wifli a capacity
of at least one amd one-half million tons
of coke, together with necessary railroads.

London, Jan. 2.—The new aect, forbldding |
the sale of intoxicants in quantity ‘less
than a reputed pint’” to any child under |
14, except in corked or sealed vessels, went [
into effect yesterday, but the effect was |
hardly what the solemn legislators in West-
minster intended.

Corked, according to “the _act, means
closed with a plug or stopper which may
be of ceork, wood, glass, ‘‘or other mater-
ial;” and ‘‘sealed” means secured with any
substance ‘‘without the destruction of
which the cork cannot be withdrawn.”

The prime intent of this legislation was
to prevent the British youngs.er trom sip-
ping his father's beer on the way home
from the public house.

S1y Sipping of Papa's Beer.

But he gipped it to-day as usuai, tho the
letter of the law is observed by the pubH-
cans according to their light. Hence great
New Year hilarity thruout the land at the
folly of parliament.

For a month hand-bills have been given
out to customers by the licensed victualers
stating that they may send the children
with Dottles or jars for the beer to-day and
hereafter, and that these vessels would be
plugged and sealed after receiving the
liguid. To carry out this scheme they sup-
plied themselves with corks and gum
labels of great variety of sizes, and with
these the trick ds dome to-day.
