Hermosillo, Mex., Feb. 23.—The Supreme
Court of Mexico has affirmed the judgment
of the Lower Court in sentencing Tem-
beride, the first king of the Yaquis, and
13 members of the royal court to two years’
hmprisonment and the prisoners were
brought here to-day from Guayamas and
pinced in eonfincment in the peniteantiary.
