Elsewhere along the Cam­
brai front there was no infantry action 
of importance.

10,000 Prisoners.
Prisoners continue to arrive at the 

British cages from the front. Nearly 
10,000 captives thus far have been 
counted, including 200’ officers.

In the capture of Bourlon wood and 
village the British have acquired pos­
session of one of the most important 
points they have secured since the 
great drive began last Tuesday. This 
high ground controls a wide sweep of 
territory-, and its occupation holds out 
the possibility that the Germans even­
tually will be forced to withdraw their 
Unes to the northwest.

Cambrai is Strong.
The Bourlon position also overlooks 

Cambrai,” hut this city might be a hard 
nut to crack because the central part 
is walled. It seems possible that Cam­
brai might ultimately become a sort 
of No Man’s Land dominated by the 
big guns on both sides,- and that this 
ancient town with its fine old cathe­
dral and picturesque walls would go 
the way of so many other olaces which 
come under artillery fire.

May Leave Cambrai.
A largo amount of traffic in the last 

| Yew days has been pouring out of 
Cambrai toward the southeast, indicat­
ing the probability that the Germans 
have evacuated the civilian ponulation 
and are preparing for eventualities.

That the Germans attached the 
greatest importance to Bourlon wood 
and the village was fully evidenced by 
their strenuous resistance and the in­
tense counter-attacks hurled against 
the British / lines. Several counter 
thrusts were delivered bv the e’iemv 
Saturday. Some of them succeeded 
temporarily but ttye British immedi­
ately pushed forward again and re­
gained the lost ground.

Spectacular Fighting.

The battle was short and de­
cisive. The aim’anes wheeled and rc- 
wheeled over the heads of the Ge 
mans and maintained such an intens­
ive fire that the defenders were fore 
to retire from the position after suf­
fering considerable losses. The tanks 
then pushed on. the conquest of the 
wood being completed, and an enter­
ing wedge having been driven into the 
village.

Germans Came Back.
Almost immediately the Germans de­

livered a heavy counter-attack on the 
troops who had penetrated the ham e 
and after a stiff engagement forced 
them to withdraw again to the e' • 
the wood.

Sunday morning the British again 
renewed their attack on the village

It vvas a battle in which the British 
troops gloried, for it took them back 
to the days of other wars when men 
struggled out in the open. The tr 
period of fighting behind sand-bag par­
apets was temporarily past, and they 
were at close grips with the enem. 
where they could employ the bayonet 
which they know so well how to use. 
Th© Germans had rushed up reinforce 
ments which they had obtained by 
raking every available point on their 
line.

A Surging Battle.
During the morning the enemy ad­

vanced in strength from the north and 
threw themselves against the British 
line at the edge of the wood. A sangu­
inary struggle followed, and the British, 
unable to withstand the fury of thefGer- 
many attack without too great a Loss of 
life, withdrew slightly, and the Germans 
gained a footing in the northern edge 
of the forest. But the British were not 
to let the matter rest, and they surged 
forward again. This time the dis­
mounted cavalry advanced with the in­
fantry, and between them they drove 
the enemy back and re-established 
themselves on the old line.

Faught In Darkness.
Little oy little the Germans were 

forced to give ground at the northwest 
edge of the wood, about Bourlon Village, 
until the British infantry reached the 
bloodstained streets of the hamlet once 
more. Dusk settled down about the 
contending forces, but they still con­
tinued to shoot and thrust at one an­
other in the gathering darkness.

No more grim tragedy has been en­
acted since the war began than was 
staged among the ruins of Bourlon Vil­
lage last night. Its finish saw the shat­
tered German forces outside the village 
boundary, but still full of determination. 
Several times through the night they 
reformed and swept forward against the 
village, but each time were hurled hack 
with heavy losses.

Swooped on Boches.
There have been almost continual 

battle between German infantrv and 
British airmen flying as low as 30 feet 
above the ground. Never before has 
this kind of warfare been carried out 
on such a large scale.

pilot whose machine was literally shot 
to pieces by rifle and machine gùn firo 
and who finally crashed down behind 
his own lines with ten bullet holes 
through his clothing, although he him­
self was unhurt. Another young airman 
yesterday presented himself at head­
quarters after having been shot down 
for the third time within two days. He 
was delighted over his experience and 
immediately applied for another machine 
so that he might go out again.

One aviator attacked a column of Ger­
man infantry marching in close forma­
tion and hurled two high power bombs 
directly among them. The troops scat­
tered, and as the airman whirled away 
he saw two heaps of dead about huge 
craters which the bombs had torn 5n 
the road. There were innumerable cases 
of airmen successfully bombing air­
dromes, troop transports and gun crews 
A large number of artillery crews have 
been wiped out either by machine gun 
fire at close range or by bombs.

Miraculous Escape.
Naturally many of the airmen had 

miraculous escapes from death, and 
some of them have paid the full price 
and have gdtie to swell the toll of 
brave men who have given their lives 
for their king and country. Among 
the hairbreadth escapes reported is 
that of an aviator whose machine was 
torn to pieces while he was fighting 
German infatotry with his machine 
gun. He was caught In the shellfire 
and the wings of his machine were 
shot away.

Fortunately he was flying only 20 or 
30 feet above the ground and close to 
his own lines. He crashed in “no 
man’s land’’ and found himself unhurt. 
He immediately came under rifle and 
machine gun fire, but he found a Ger­
man rifle with some ammunition and 
engaged the enemy single-handed.. As

Premier Urges Shipbuilders 
v and Employees to Stick

LONDON, Nov. 24.—Addressing a 
deputation of employers and workprSn 
engaged in shipbuilding who called 
upon him today with the suggestions 
for the best means of securing the 
greatest possible output of new ships. 
Premier Lloyd George urged better co­
operation.

“We are fighting for our lives,” said 
the premier. "We have terrible 
struggles on hand before us. but if we 
are secure on the seas—well, to use 
the phrase, ‘we have got them;’ they 
cannot escape us.

“We have got them in a deadly grip 
and, knowing the character of the 
people of this country as I do they 
do not let go, once they have started. 
Thafc is their historical character, and 
the GermanAcnows it. He is aware 
that our grip is a deadly one once we 
begin, and he is trying to unloosen it. 
He is attempting to get us at what 
he considers is our most vulnerable 
point, namely, our communications on 
the sea. He will not succeed. But 
it depends very largely on you, and 
you can only get the best results by 
good-will and co-operation and by 
throwing the whole of your energy and 
strength into the task.’’
