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RULES FOR THE APMISSION OF PUPILS, AND FOR THE GENERAL
MANAGEMENT OF THE SCHOOLS AT POINTE-AUX-TREMBLES.

I. Pupils of advanced age to have the preference: and none
under the age of twelve years be admitted,

II. Without special recommendation, pupils not to be taken
from places where mission-schools exist. ;

ITI. No pupil to continue more than two sessions at the schdols,
unless selected for advanced edueation.

IV. Should more applications be received than can he accepted,
selections to be made so that the greatest number of families may
receive the benefit of the schools. Only two pupils to be admitted
from one family. In such cases one pupil to be-admitted to each
school, except in special cireumstances.

V. The institutions shall be regarded as specially intended for the
ehildren of Roman Catholies and of converts. The children of Mis-
sionaries also to receive favorable consideration.

V1. The directors of both schools shall endeavor to create in the
minds of pupilsand their parents a desire to contribute what they
are able to their support, whilst enjoying the advantages of the edu
cation given.

VII. Throughout the entire course of study, special care shall be
taken to inculcate upon pupils the importance of a high sense of honor,
and of habits of industry and self-reliance.

VIII. The Winter Session shall opén on the 15th of Oectober,
and close on the 1st May each year. All pupils are expected to be
present at the opening.

IX. After the first scssion, pupils over seventeen years of
shall be expected to pay not less than two dollars per month for board
and tuition.

X. The Directors of both schools shall send to the Secretary a
monthly report of the state of the schools.

XI. Any special case of misconduct shall be promptly reported
to the Secretary.

XII. A Summer Class shall be formed every year, from the 1st
of June to the 1st of September, consisting of French pupils selected
for advanced studies, amf of English scholars who mayg ire to study

French. Apphcatxons from English pupils to be made to the Eemtny g
not later than the 15th of May,
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
