PATTENG000 TO ‘SHORTS' |
HELFS "EM OUT AT 1.34

Could Have Made Them Pay Dearly
But Was Preving He Hasn’t
Been Manipulating Prices,

CHICAGO, May 30.—~What 1s gener-
ally conceded to hdve been the most
successful wheat dea: the annals
of the Chicago Board of Trade closed
Saturday, and what s symptomatic
of modern speculative conditions, clos-
ed without that squeezing of shorts,
which in other days was wont to fur-

nish a show to gallery visitors and
leave La Salle-street staggering on its
financial feet.

James A. Patten, during the brief
hours of the session, held May wheat
in the hollow of his hand. He fixed
the price at $1.34 the bushel. Thru his
pit clerk he bought or. sold at that.’
price, for.the most part purely theo-
retically, He did take in a few thou-
sand bushels from some “trailers,”
but mainly he disposed of about half
a million to shorts who had hoped
against~hope to the last moment, and
then ‘‘took their medicine.”

It was all as tranquil as a summer
sea, really duller than usual. Few
were in the pit, and Mr, Patten was
not one of them. In the gallery, lured
by the history of spectacular finishes
to such bull captains as those of “Old
Hutch,” John Cudahy, John Leiter,
Coster Martin and others, there gath-
ered a dense crowd, many of them wo-
men.

In the offices of Bartlett, Patten &
Co., Mr. Patten sat facing the black-
board, chewing gum vigorously, his
eves glued on the quotations of Op-
tions other than May.

At the close of the market every
employe of the Bartlett-Patten hoise
was given a bonus of ten per cent. of
his annua® salary.

The price at which May wheat clos-
ed did not represent a fictitious value.
1t was, according to traders, consis-
tent with the price of the cereal the
world over. Mr. Patten might . have
put the price at 35, and remaining
shorts would have been compelled’ to
pay it or acknowledge bankruptcyd
The bull leader, however, according
to his friends. continued congistent to
his assertion that he ha.dl no w::téu:.g
manipulate prices, but only to
the lz:'itlmate' profits of his foresight.
Mr. Patten backed with his money
his judgment that there was less wheat
in the world than was generally be-
lleved, Wall-street sold short, as did~
some influential western speculators,
but Patten held to the last, and only &
few days ago May wheat sold at
$1.85%, the highest price in 11 years.
Leiter, in his corner, was compelled
in the end to care for 38 million bush~
els of actual wheat, Patten has only
4,000,000 to merchandise, and has made
a fortune of $1,000,000 at & conserva-
tive estimate, The losses it 1s sald,
have fallen most likely on professional

speculators.
