There is now little doubt that the Sultan 
has decided to agree to the evacuation 
of Thcsraly, and the Turkish public is 
being prepared for this step. The police 
of Constantinople have been ordered to 
confiscate the leaflets which are being 
circulated demanding the annexation of 
the conquered territory as a duty de­
volving upon the Sultan, The war song.

also being suppressed In order to 
stifle the fanaticism of the lower classes.
It is considered probable that the con­
clusion of peace between Turkey and 
Greece will be followed by a complete 
change of the Turkish Cabinet, A 
strong feeling exists among Mussulmans 
against the Ministry, especially 
the Navy Department, owing to the de­
plorable condition of the Turkish navy 
and the Inactivity of the Ottoman fleet.

The Ambassadors of the powers and 
the Turkish Minister for Foreign Af­
fairs, Tewfik Pasha, met to discuss the 
peace conditions at the Tophan I since.
There were no secretaries present, nor 
were minutes taken. This was in ac­
cordance with the wish of the bultan.
The news from Thessaly is that the 
Turkish army, which at first ptllnged 
and committed other excesses In the 
Greek villages, is now under stringent 
discipline, the object of the Turkish au­
thorities, according to the Athens news­
papers, being merely to gain the sig­
natures of the inhabitants In favor of
T”nklthe 'meanwhile 20.000 Macedonian 
peasants, having crossed the mountains 
into Thessaly, have occupied the aban­
doned Greek villages, and are waiting 
to gather the corn it it ripens before 
the peace negotiations are concluded.
In fact, the seizure of the Thessalian 
harvest seems to be a reason for the 
Sultan endeavoring to protract the pence 
negotiations. Numbers of Greeks and 
Thessalians are hiding in the moun­
tains of Ealkis and Erocbori and on 
the Island of Hktathos, being afraid to 
return to their homes, fearing massacre, 
and preferring death by starvation, ex­
posure and disease.

The impeachment of the leading spirit# 
of the Ethnlke Iletalrie, or National 
League of Greece, is mooted at Athens, 
where It is said that ex-Mayor Heins 
intends to resign the leadership of the 
society.

The first witness was the complainant, 
Llverslz, who said that on Thursday, 
May 27, about noon, he, A. Douglass 
and D. Post were on the road near nis 
place, talking on farm business, when he 
saw Boen coming. On reaching them 
prisoner said : "Hold on, you kUled my 
colt.” lie then fired a shot at witness, 
but missed. He fired a second time, and 
hit witness. He shot at witness four 
times. Douglass told Boen twice to stop 
firing, but he said: " If you take his 
part I will give you one, too. Douglass 
then ordered Witness off his wagon 
Witness run down the road and Boon 
followed over the best part of two lots. 
Cross-examined by Mr. BppttoD, wit­
ness said he left home on Monday and 
when he returned found hi* wife had 
left and he had uot seen her since. He 
had not spoken to Boen since Wednes­
day and did not threaten him. The 
shooting took place between 12 and 1 
p.tn. Witness was walking toward* the 
house with his tiaek to Boen, when In- 
fired. He did not bare a revolver In his 
pocket at the time. '

Dr. Wigle said that the complainant 
came to him and stated that be had 
been shot. He found a wound in the 
front part of the right shoulder, below 
the edge of the collar bone. Blood was 
oozing from the wound. He probed Un­
wound, but could not find the ball. He 
dreused the wound, which was not dang- 
eioua. He judged that the wound was 
made by a large-calibre ball.

Constable D.Parker said that he arrest- 
ed prisoner In Winrton on Saturday. Ho 
asked him it lie had any firearms, lie 
said "Yes," and gave np a horse-pistol. 
Prisoner said he was going to give the 
pistol to Glee and then intended to 
render himself.

The magistrate committed prisoner to 
stand his trial at the assizes at Walker- 
ton, which commenced yesterday.
