“Why don’t you accuse after an inves-
tigation?”’ the labor leader demanded.
With these words he returned to his seat,
Col. Roosevcit strode over to his chair
and exclaimed :

“Mr. Gompers, why don’t T accuse af-
terwards? 1'il answer now, when murder
is to be answered.”

Rooseveltian Emphasis.

With-that the colonel brought down on
Mr. Gompers’ shouldér his open left hand,
which he had raised above his head. At
this juncture many of the men on the
platform leaped to their feet, and there
was a storm of hisses, cheers and ‘“‘boos”
from all paris of the house, When Mr.
Roosevelt could make himself heard above
the din, he went on : ’

“I will go to any extreme to bring jus-
tice to Lne laboring man, but when there
is murder I will put him down.”

ed, Mr, Gompers, evidently deeply stirred,
started to rise to make rejoinder, but was
pushed back into his seat by those who
s#at near him., while Mayor Mitchel, who
presided, pounded vigorously with his
gavel in an cffort to restore order, Sev-
eral minutes eclapsed before it was pos-
sible to introduce Boris Bakhmeteff, the
Russian ambassador, and continue the
meeting.
