Make Dent in ‘Line. ¢

In Volhynia the Russians have made
a great dent in the enemy’s line near
Czeriany, fifteen miles southeast of
Kovel, which bids fair to bring about
the defeat of the Teutons once a big
Russian attack has got under way in
this region. /

In the Carpathians the situation is
extremely interesting and important,
Once the czar's -troops break thru the
mountain ' passes they will ebtain a
vital success.. Not only will the lines
of the Russians and Roumanians be
completely linked together, but the
danger of Falkenhayn’s drive will be
eliminated. To the Roumanians the
Russians will bring reinforcements
that may result in the sweeping of the
whole of Transylvania.

Observers here lay emphasis on the
value of the severe Russian winter to
the czar’s troops. Whatever new
ground the Russians are able to win
before the winter sets in, in earnest,
it i8 pointed out will remain in their
possession until spring. TUnlike the
battle on the western front, the
struggle cannot be continued in the
east. This winter period will prove,
as it has proved in the past, of im-
mense value to the Russlans and of
little 'value to the Teutons.

DOBRUDJA FIGHT OPENS

Von Mackensen Begins Heavy
Assaults Between Danube
and Sea.

Special Cable to The Toronto World.
London, Oct. 20.—Extending their
counter-offensives from the Otus 'val-
ley and the region of the Gyimes Pass,
where they drove the Germams back,
the Roumanians havc fallen upon the
Teutons in Oituz valley and they have

driven the foe back to the frontier. It
was in this region that the Germans
had - gained a footing inside of the
Roumanian border.
. It is considered here that by taking
prompt mezsures the Roumanians
have checked 2iiy plans of invasion
thrut the passes on the rorthwestern
ront.

On the northern front the Rouman-
ians have retaken Mount Curul, where
the fighting has been desperate, and
they have repulsed five German at-
tacks in the region of Mount Robul on
ihe left bank of the Alt River, At Or-
sova in tha Jiul valley.a heavy artil-
lery bombardment is proceeding.

In the Dobrudja, Von Mackensen

has opened heavy attacks on the Rus-
slans and Roumanians. Before these
asraults the Roumanpian centre has
been bent, but not broken. The Rus-
sians also report that the enemy has
opened a firece fire and assumed the
offensive, but they have repulsed his
attacks with great losses to him. The
battle is continuing with great vio-
lence.
The Germans have no claims to
make in regard to Roumania. They
merely assert that on the frontier of
Transylvania the fighting progresses,

Von Falkenhayn, who was ‘com-
manding the German arnves  sent
against Roumanis, has heen wounded
in the thigh, and it js reported that he
has been suvperseded in his command
in consequence of the wound.

Concerning the Dobrudja opers.-
tions, the Germans assert that the
fighting has becoms livelier.
