Beckett’'s sudden collapse was most sen-
sational, as up to a few seconds before.
he was counted out he had landed more
blows than Moran, by a good majority,
and Moran by comparison seemed much
slower. Moran was again warned for
clinching in the second round.

The knockout blow w‘u Moran’s first
effort at real fighting. He put all his
strength 1into the right uppercut which
landed on Beckett's chin and sent the
Eritish champlon to the boards, where he
rolled over and over until counted out.
