: constantly employed during the summer 
in inspecting the plantations, woodlots, 
shelterbelta, or windbreaks set out on the 

j farms and in giving advice and informa­
tion to the farmers. Of the trees 

| planted up to the present time the 
; superintendent of forestry states that the 
figures compiled by the inspector show 80 
per cent, now living. The earlier planta­
tions are established, the trees being in 
many cases from sixteen to eighteen feet 
high, forming not only a valuable asset to 
the farmer on whose property they are, 
but of educational value showing how 
cheaply and successfully tree-planting can 
be carried on under proper methods. In 
this way not only shelter but fuel and 
fencing are provided for the farmer. The 
Manitoba maple or box elder, the native 
green aah, the American elm, the Dako­
ta cottonwood, the golden and acute 
leaved willows are the varieties of trees 
sent out by the forestry branch; the coni­
fers are being experimented with, but 
owing to the length of time required to 
grow them to a size large enough for 
planting out it will be a few years before 
spruce, tamarack, jack pine, and other 
conifers are distributed.”

THE SWEAT SHOPS
TRAVERSING THE AIR Of sweat-shop conditions in Toronto, to 

which reference was made in the Times 
« day or two since, the Toronto News 
saya:

"The average comfortable citizen of To­
ronto will have been surprised and pain­
ed at the revelations regarding the exis­
tence of sweat-shops in this community. 
The conference between the clergy and re­
presentative working-men at the Labor 
Temple brought out some vivid pictures ! 
of the conditions under which some gar- ! 
ment-workers eke out a miserable exist- : 
ence. Crowded into a small, ill-ventilated 
room or basement, they surely earn their 
bread by the sweat of the brow. It is 
from such scenes of misery and ill-health 
that much of the very cheap ready-made 
clothing comes. Such apparel must be a 
fruitful source of contagion to those who 
purchase and wear it. Certainly the vital­
ity of the men, women and children who 
labor under such conditions is undermined 1 
and the community cannot escape the pen-j 
alty. In a new land we cannot afford to 
allow such abuses to gain a permanent 
foothold. The system which permits con­
tractors to force down the wages of the 
helpless garment-workers should he fought 
with every available weapon. Ip Great 
Britain an attempt is being made to check 
the sweat-shop evil through the instru­
mentality of fair-wage boards. The theory 
of the movement is that such boards, 
composed of representative employers and 
employes, shall fix minimum wage sche­
dules to be operative throughout given dis­
tricts. Authority is taken to enforce 
the approved scale, and a decided improve­
ment in the lot of the home worker is 
looked for."

Farman wing himself about the Brighton 
inckwure Sunday was perhaps the man or 
boy who will some day solve the problem 
of flight. It is yet a problem. Farman 
and the Wright brothers and Zeppelin are 
juat beginning to learn a little about air 
currents—as much, perhaps as Christopher 
Columbus knew abou the currents of the 

and the geography of the earth when 
he sailed into the unknown west. The 
mechanical engineers upon whom aero­
nauts must depend for better engines are 
still experimenting—and they may require 
fifty years more before they will develop 
a motor light enough and strong enough 
to propel an aeroplane. But fly human 
beings will, just as surely as they will 
conquer heat and cold, and even poverty 
and crime and disease. But progress will 
be slow. Centuries elapsed between the 
time when savages crossed the first river 
on logs and the advanced day when the 
first sail was spread on a windward-work­
ing boat. The Frenchman Cugnot made 
a steam carriage in 1769 that ran two and 
a half miles an hour and carried four per­
sons. It capsized in a Paris street one 
day, and its inventor was sent to jail for 
disturbing the peace. It was not until 
1827 that steam carriages were successfully 
operated in London. They ran twelve 
miles an hour, and some of them ran as 
far as from London to Brighton, but 
there was never any necessity of speed 
ordinances to protect the populace against 
them. Meantime Stephenson was building 
railroads and locomotives and laying the 
same sort of a foundation for present rail­
way systems that Farman, with his kite- 
pinioned apparatus, is laying for the fut­
ure business of navigating the air. It is 
perhaps because there is no shouting need 
for human flight that progress toward it 
has been slow.

At a meeting of the Children’s Play­
ground association, the other day, the 
girls fondness for masculine sports was 
deplored. For instance, it was agreed 
that it was distinctly unladylike, not to 
say grossly improper, for girls up to the 
age of 19 to play leap frog. “It is quite 
undignified,” declared the chairman, “and 
is also too rough. Under no consideration 
must we permit the girls to play this 
game. I am satisfied that the mothers of 
the young women will approve our stand 
in this respect."

There was a difference of opinion about 
baseball, but the members finally reach­
ed a compromise; the sum and substance 
of which is that girls may play ball pro­
vided the ball is a soft ball. This would 

to necessitate a revision of the rul­
es of the game. It is questionable whe­
ther a player “hit by pitcher” with a 
soft ball should be entitled to take her 
base, unless indeed she should be hit 
squarely on the nose or mouth, causing 
her in the excitement of the moment to 
swallow her gum. The new style will 
hardly attain popularity. A soft answer 

i tumeth away wrath, but a soft ball game 
will turn away crowds.

The tug-of-war was also tabooed for 
girls, on the ground that it was too 
strenuous, and snap-the-whip was also ex­
purgated because it was too dangerous. 
The chief objection against football, be­
sides the roughness of the sport, was that 
properly to play the game, the girls 
would have to wear gymnastic uniforms, 
and even at that, in the scrimmages they 
would assume postures not in harmony

Awakening the interest of a very rich 
man in flight—Mr. Rockefeller or Mr. 
Carnegie, for example— would hasten the 
time when no terrestrial obstacle could 
impede travel, and when bridges and tun­
nels and long lines of steel rails would 
be alike useless. But what is still more 
Important is arousing the interest of 
young men with brains in aerial transpor­
tation. The Farmans and Wrights and 
Dumonts and Zeppelins have done much, 
but some boy will one day find a better 
way than theirs, and will make the prac­
ticability of flying so clear that capital 
will rush to it as it rushed to railroads 
in the days that saw the passing of the 
stage coach.”
