SAYS CHARLES W. MORSE

Bitterly Assails Those He Blames for His Conviction—Asserts
There Was a Plan to Find Some Rich Malefactor

New York, Feb. 26—Since Charles W.

pare | Morse’s conviction last November for mis-

application of funds in the management of
the Bank of North America and his sen-
tence to 15 years’ imprigonment in the fed-
eral prison at Atlanta, he has been con-
fined in the tombe pending an appeal to
the federal circuit court of appeals.

Repeated efforts have been made since
the conviction to induce Mr. Morse to
express his views on the -subject of the
accusations against him and of the condi-
tions associated with the great financial
crisis of 1907, which resulted in his down-
fall. y ' i
Retently to' a reporter Mr, Morse made
his first authoritative statement, speaking,
as  he -himself declared, after careful:con-
sideration of his situation and of the con-
ditions antecedent to his calamity. .

Mr. Morse looked sharply at the news-
paper man and condensed his feelings in a
single sentence:

“I am the panic of 1807.

“For some time,” continued the former
vice-president of the Bank of North Amer-
ica, “there was a great speculation as to
whether it was a Roosevelt panic, or 2
Morgan panic, or a. rich man’s panic; but
at last it was determined by common con-
sent that I was the panic, and as such a
panic I have been indicted and tried as a
panic, and, as all panics ought to be treat-
ed, have been denied bail as a panic,

“In order to indict it, try it and )gul it,
it was mnecessary to have it transm}grate
into some human being; and so W}th a
little publicity and about 100 counts in one
indictment, and a general charge of con-
spiracy ‘through which to let in pei'fect
cargoes of otherwise incompetent evidence,
the transmigration was easily broutht
about, and I was compelled to stand for the
loss of every dollar and the ruin of every
home and the bankruptey of every business
