She had worked about ten
days since her husband had got--out of
jail and admitted having paid his fine

In that
time she had furnished all the food for
the household excepf.what had been given
to her at Christmas, when the authorities
had also provided her with food and fuel.
She stated, further, that she had five
children, the eldest being gight years of
age. At various times she fhad given her
‘husband ten or fifteen ce with . which
to buy tobacco and get his hair cut. He
had been sober and industrious until about
two years ago.

Patrolman Perry swore ‘that he and
Sergeant Campbell were on Waterloo
street, and shortly after eight o’clock mev
a little boy who told them that his father
and a woman were -fighting.  They went
to the Moore home and on questioning
the prisoner’s wife, succeeded finally in
getting her to admit that she had sent for
them. Moore didn’t want the Lester
woman to go, but after a time she left
the house and the disturbance was thought '
tobe at an end. They went back a sec-
ond time and further trouble ensued. Mrs.
Moore and her children were out in  the
yard in the pelting rain. Mrs. Moore's
waist and skirt were torn, this, she said,
having been done by her husband. Perry
went into the house and found Moore,
who had upset a half barrel of potatoes
over the stove and flloor, and after a brisk
encounter arrested him.
