In 1924 she borrowed 200,000 francs 
the blue diamond at the municipal 

loan office at Nice, and this has just 
resulted in the State Attorney filing 
a suit against the man who loaned her 
the money to withdraw it.

“I never could learn the history of 
this diamond,” Mile.

“I often left Leningrad in the win­
ter to visit the Riviera, and on four 
different occasions before the war I 
carried it hidden in a pot of face 
cream to avoid theft or trouble with 
th£ customs service.

“When I left Russia in 1916 it was 
forbidden to take not only gold and 
silver, but also jewels, out of the coun­
try, and I had to leave all my neck­
laces, diadems, and tiarras in a bank 
in Leningrad, as I could not conceal 
them, but I brought out all my fine 
diamonds in face cream as usual. The 
Bolshevists seized all the jewels 
I left behind.”

The statement covers a period of six 
months. It shows that during the first 
half of the present fiscal year Canada’s 
domestic exports were less by $,448,380 
than during the same period a*year ago. 
During the six months which ended with 
Sept. 30, last, exports of Canadian pro­
ducts to the value of $662,866,960 left 
the Dominion. During the correspond­
ing six months a year ago. domestic 
exports were to the value of $571,315,-
